1. * Major General Momir TALIC — Commander of the 1*' KK fKrajina Corps/:

- The operational position of the Corps is
very favourable —
- We can pull out 1-2 brigades
and use them along another axis
- The liberation of Jajce gave a boost to
the morale
- The Corps and the Doboj OG /Operations Group/
together have 105,000 soldiers -
- Cooperation with the authorities is
very good

2. * Commander of the 2™ KK — Colonel Grujo BORIC:

- At the moment, the Corps is conducting
defence on 2 fronts facing western
Herzegovina and the Cazin
Krajina. —

- Muslim activities have
intensified since the arrival of ABDIC .-

- The Corps has 16,821 fighters {(manning levels
at 70%).-

- In the Cazin Krajina, there are
20-25,000 Muslims under

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- They are reinforcing the defence of Bugojno. —

3.— That no concessions
or sensational news,
such as demilitarisation,
ceding of parts of the
territory and the like,
be offered in political negotiations.
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4.— That a formal truce with the Croats
be made conditional on the withdrawal
of the HOS /Croatian Armed Forces/ from our
territories. —

5.— To offer peace negotiations
to the Muslim
people...

16.— General NINKOVIC:
- We should start with the assessment of whether
and to what extent the break-up of
Yugoslavia will continue

- The influence of the Islamic world
should be taken into account.-

- To assess what is happening in
the FRY, Macedonia and Russia

- The war will last 3-4 years
- To immediately declare
the unity of all 3 parts of the people.

17.— General DOMAZETOVIC:

- I support the idea of rapprochement
with the new administration...

- The break-up of Yugoslavia
will continue, but not at a pace
they hoped for.-

- As a military man, I support your
decisions, but not as a politician,
because peace must follow.
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- Suspension of the front and negotiations for 2, 3, 5
years. —
- They will not lift the embargo...
- Can we defeat Europe and
the world, they are on the side of the H /Croats/ and M /Muslims/.-
- I would look at Herzegovina
differently, it depends on Prevlaka.-
- If they continue in the direction of
Trebinje, the Montenegrin people
will go to war and I will go with them -

18.— Major General ARANDELOQVIC:

- The use of the army of Republika Srpska must
be decided by politicians. —
- What do you need Biha¢ for.-

19.— Colonel GRUBOR:

- General MLADIC’s idea about your position
in political talks is very acceptable.

have remained on the front. —

- The sitnation on Majevica is becoming
critical. —

® Blagoje GAVRILOVIC — Commander of the 2™ Semberija Brigade- :
- Troops’ morale is at zero. —

- Very little has been eliminated in
Bijeljina.
- If 10% of the civilian authorities had engaged
in the war, it would be much better.
- 340 fighters were taken from me
on the basis of work obligation. —
- Killed: 37, wounded: 160, and nobody was given
for an exchange.-
- In addition to waging a war, I also
provide cigarettes and firewood, and
take care of the wounded and the families of those who have been killed
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
