Partition of Bosnia and Herzegovina and Vojvodina – Analysis 1


These are the thoughts based on the basic cornerstones of the 1939 Agreement, because in the continuation of the negotiations the borders of the Banovina of Croatia (which were considered temporary) should have been changed under certain circumstances. If such changes would have occurred, it would have been exclusively in favour of Croatia (the Croatian Banovina represented the smallest part of the division of the Yugoslav kingdom). The assumption was that such added parts to the negotiated Croatian territory –bringing into discussion also some newer presumptions – could include as parts of Croatia following territories:
· A slightly smaller portion of the Bosnian Posavina, /illegible/

· An extended territory of Central Bosnia (including Sarajevo, Fo~a, Zenica, Jajce etc),
· A portion of Western Bosnia (in fact a portion of Turkish Croatia).


The corrections would enable a better traffic connection between the Bosnian Krajina and Serbia (The Zvornik-Tuzla-Doboj-Banja Luka corridor).


Based on what has been mentioned, the Croatian part of Bosnia and Herzegovina would occupy 47.5 % of the area and 53.8 % of the overall population of Bosnia and Herzegovina (1981). The demographic structure would be: Croats 25.9%, Muslims 41.9% (together 67.8%), and Serbs 21.6%.

At the same time also the issue of the Bunjevac part of the Banovina was discussed, which until 1918 was mainly Croatian-Hungarian national territory.


Conceived in such a way the Croatian territory would have the following demographic structure: Croats 57.10%, Muslims 13.36% (together 70.46%, Serbs 15.43% and others 14.1% (all 1981).


This discussion is based foremost on the historical rights of Croatia, given the fact that the expansion of the Serbian part would overstep the historical rights of Serbia and would in fact represent the acceptance of Serbian ethnic penetration into historical Croatian territory.

Partition of Bosnia and Herzegovina – Analysis 2


The result would be a significantly reduced part of Croatia with following basic characteristics:

- The entire Bosnian Podrinje, Sarajevo and the largest part of the Bosna Valley would belong to the Serbian part,
- Given the fact that the land connections with the Krajina portion of the Serbian national territory are broadened, the division of the Bosnian Posavina would go back to the situation determined in the 1939 Agreement (Br~ko, Grada~ac and Modri}a) /illegible handwritten jottings/
- Turkish Croatia would be reduced to 4 municipalities (Velika Kladu{a, Cazin, Bosanska Krupa and Biha}).


The discussion here is not about the question of the Bunjevac part of the Ba~ka and (as in the first Analysis) the question of [id and Beo~in has been left out too (due to the unfavourable ethnic structure of the population).

Based on what has been mentioned, the Croatian part of Bosnia and Herzegovina would occupy 32.1% of the territory and 31.8% of the population of Bosnia and Herzegovina. According to the 1981 population structure: Croats 38.1%, Muslims 37.9% (together 75.7%), Serbs 16.5%.

Conceived in such a way the Croatian territory would have the following ethnic structure: Croats 66.9%, Muslims 8.8% (together 75.7%), Serbs 12.7 and the rest 11.6%.

The here discussed reduced Croatian part as a result of the division of Bosnian-Herzegovina territory would represent (if such a division would eventually occur) the lowest border of historical justice towards Croatia. At the same time it would in fact mean to accept the considerable migrational breakthrough of the Serbian ethnic territory to the west as far as the Una River including almost the entire Vrbas area.
