Witness Statement

My name is Miodrag DRAGUTINOVIC. I was born in 1951 in Kalesija, BH,
and I live in Zvornik in the RS /Republika Srpska/. I completed a high school
for land survey technicians. My basic occupation is land surveyor and I am
currently retired.

As regards military education, I did not complete any regular military schools,
but I did complete the school for reserve officers while serving my regular
military term. It is a year long course as part of one’s military term. I was
trained to be a reserve officer for eight months, acquiring theoretical
knowledge in all areas of military skills, and then I spent the next four months
in practice, training young soldiers. I completed that education while in the
JNA /Yugoslav People’s Army/. Following the training I served with the
reserve force on several occasions when I attended certain courses. As part of
the reserve force, I was appointed to the Territorial Defence (TO) to an
engineering unit. Later, I was also the member of a combat unit as part of the
reserve force. I was mobilised into the combat unit in 1991.

I joined the Zvornik Brigade and its command in August 1992 of my own
initiative. I assumed the duty of Operations Officer, or to be more precise, |
was Assistant Chief of Staff for Operations and Training in the command of
the Zvornik Brigade. My job was to follow and draft operational documents,
which is to say all documents that had to do with combat training for the units
of the Zvornik Brigade, as well as other documents. The Office for Operations
and Training is the location where practically all documents are created.

Regarding my duty, my immediate superior in terms of hierarchy was the chief
of staff, and I was supposed to be in direct communication with him.
However, oftentimes I carried out orders coming directly from the brigade
commander.

In July 1995 I held the rank of reserve Major, meaning that I was not an active
duty officer. My immediate superior was Chief of Staff, Major Dragan
OBRENOVIC, who was an active duty career officer with a military
background. Brigade Commander was Lieutenant Colonel Vinko
PANDUREVIC, who was also an active duty officer. In addition to the Chief
of Staff, the assistant commander for morale, legal and religious affairs,
assistant commander for logistics and chief of security were also directly
subordinated to the Commander. The Assistant Commander for Morale, Legal
and Religious Affairs was Major Mihajlo GALIC, the Chief of Security was
Drago NIKOLIC and the Assistant Commander for Logistics was Captain
Sreten MILOSEVIC.

I recall that there was an argument in late 1994 between Brigade Commander
Vinko PANDUREVIC and Chief of Security Drago NIKOLIC because
Commander PANDUREVIC asked that security reports be included in regular
brigade reports and sent as such to the superior command, the Drina Corps
Command - DK. Naturally, the Commander wanted to be acquainted with all
that was going on in the brigade. He wanted everything to go through him,
including the reports of security organs. As it was a contentious issue, after a
while the Corps Command sent instructions on the work of security organs,
under which security organs had a degree of independence vis-a-vis other
command sectors, to my understanding.

I was shown document 65ter 05642 and I confirm that it is a table of the
Zvornik Brigade command. I made all of the hand-written notations in the
document on 18 September 2001 while being interviewed by the Office of the
Prosecutor in Banja Luka.

I know that we received an order dated 2 July 1995 (ERN 00847289) for
active combat operations from the DK Command, including a task assigned to
the Zvornik Brigade. The general task of the order was to separate the
enclaves of Srebrenica and Zepa. The aim was to split up the forces of the
Srebrenica and Zepa enclaves and reduce their manoeuvreing space. One
could say that it was public knowledge that the enclaves had not been
demilitarized and that they basically served as a base for armed groups from
which they attacked VRS /Army of Republika Srpska/ positions and entered
the rear of the VRS. Immediately upon receiving that order, the Zvornik
Brigade Commander established Tactical Group 1 (TG-1). It is the document
bearing ERN 00710229. The TG-1 was comprised of Combat Group-1 (BG-1)
the Podrinje Platoon commanded by Captain Milorad JOLOVIC and Combat
Group-2 (BG-2), which consisted of two infantry companies with soldiers
from all of the battalions of the Zvornik Brigade. It also included an armoured
mechanised company and a logistics platoon. I believe that there were a total
of some 400 soldiers. In order to successfully implement the received task,
Commander PANDUREVIC used the order on the formation of the TG as a
blueprint for detailed preparation and planning both for the use of units as well
as materiel and technical equipment.

On 5 July 1995, the TG reached the area of Zeleni Jadar on orders from
Zvornik Brigade Commander Vinko PANDUREVIC on 5 July 1995. Pursuant
to the DK order, it was to be the area of attack along the Zeleni Jadar — Bojna
— Srebrenica axis. There was no serious combat in the course of the first few
days, probably due to poor weather conditions. In any case, combat activity
commenced on 6 July 1995. As I mentioned already, the combat task of the
Zvornik Brigade was to gain control of the area of Zivkovo Brdo, the Bojna
facility and the axis Zeleni Jadar — Srebrenica. We were successful in our
manoeuvre on 9 July 1995 and seized the area of Zivkovo Brdo. However,
early in the morning of 10 July 1995, members of the 28™ Division forced us
back almost to our starting position at a place called Biljeg, where there are
three nameless hill tops we called The Three Breasts /Tri sise/. There we
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Translation

managed to halt their counterattack. Having introduced the BG-1 into combat,
we regained the positions of Zivkovo Brdo, Pusumli¢i and Bojna village in the
afternoon of 10 July 1995. It was sometime before the evening on 10 July
1995. General KRSTIC arrived early in the evening the same day and issued a
task for the next day. Our retaking of the commanding features of Zivkovo
Brdo, Pusumli¢i and Bojna early in the evening of 10 July 1995 put a stop to
any further resistance by the 28" Division along that axis.

10)  In addition to the TG, parts of the units of the Second Romanija Brigade
commanded by their commander Mirko TRIVIC, and parts of the units of the
Biréani Brigade commanded by Lieutenant Colonel ANDRIC, took part in this
combat around Srebrenica. The Bratunac Brigade on one side and the Mili¢i
Brigade on the other had held positions in the area from earlier on and were in
permanent contact with the protected area. As far as I know and as I learned
later, there was another unit there — the Skelani Independent Battalion.

11)  The BG-1 and the BG-2 communicated by way of radio, like the other units
taking part in this operation. The Forward Command Post of the Drina Corps
(DK IKM) was set up at Pribievac and was used for commanding and
establishing contact with the units by way of radio communication.
Commander PANDUREVIC did not have a direct line of communication with
the Zvornik Brigade Commander and its Chief of Staff Major OBRENOVIC,
who remained at the brigade command. In case he needed to establish such
communication, he could do so via the IKM of the DK. During the operation,
we were in daily and regular contact with the IKM Commander, General
KRSTIC, who led the operation. We informed him of goings-on along our
axis. As I said, we did not inform our Zvornik Brigade command about it, but
the DK IKM could have and did inform their own DK command in Vlasenica
about what was going on in that part of the theatre. In this case too, we could
not communicate directly with the command of the DK in Vlasenica or with
the Main Staff command in Crna Rijeka.

12) I have already mentioned that on 10 July 1995 General KRSTIC ordered us to
continue advancing toward Srebrenica the next day. BG-2 Commander Mirko
TRIVIC, who otherwise commanded the Romanija Brigade, was at Bojna
early in the morning on 11 July 1995, too. As I have mentioned previously, the
Second Romanija Brigade provided a certain number of soldiers for the
operation and was part of the TG-2, which is also something I mentioned
before. The TGs set out toward Srebrenica early in the afternoon on 11 July
1995. As the Zvornik Brigade, meaning the TG-1, was moving, there was an
air strike by NATO forces which was directed mainly at the position of TG-1.
I believe that in the several strikes by these NATO forces a medical vehicle, as
well as the vehicle of Podrinje Platoon Commander, was destroyed. Given that
I was in the proximity of the air strike, I sustained a strong concussion and I
was taken to our starting position in Zeleni Jadar where our medical unit was
located. I did not feel the consequences of the strike until an hour or two later
and that is why I did not leave the area and go to Zeleni Jadar immediately.
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Translation

Only later did I leave for Zeleni Jadar where I stayed until the next morning,
12 July.

13) I knew already on the evening of 11 July that our forces had entered
Srebrenica because our commander PANDUREVIC came to Zeleni Jadar,
where the logistical part of our unit was located at the time. He had some
business to attend to and came to see me as well. Commander PANDUREVIC
told me then that following the NATO bombardment, our units set off and
entered Srebrenica without any particular resistance being lent. Our unit was
deployed in the abandoned houses in Srebrenica. I left with him and we
travelled from Zeleni Jadar to Srebrenica via Bojna. I stayed the night between
11 and 12 July, while PANDUREVIC left Srebrenica for Bratunac, travelling
via Potocari. He said he was going to a meeting called by Generals MLADIC
and KRSTIC. He also said that the agenda of the meeting was to report on the
combat operations completed and possibly to receive new tasks following the
taking of Srebrenica.

14)  As I understood things, I would say that it was obvious that the units of the
28" Division had withdrawn from Srebrenica town in order not to sustain
losses and that they were still somewhere in the vicinity. The 28" Division had
not been destroyed completely and I presumed that a task would be issued to
that effect at the meeting PANDUREVIC had to attend on the orders of
Generals MLADIC and KRSTIC. The meeting was supposed to take place in
the evening and Commander PANDUREVIC did not mention who was going
to attend it. It was my presumption that all of the other commanders who
participated in the combat operations would be in attendance.

15) The next day, on 12 July TG-1, and TG-2 as well, I believe, were tasked with
searching the terrain between Srebrenica and Viogor at Sudeska. The
Commander gathered all members of the unit, that is to say, platoon
commanders, and said that everyone was to prepare their troops to march
towards Sucéeska. The Podrinje Detachment was there as well. We left at
around 12:00 hours and arrived at the assigned position in the area of Viogor —
Suceska at around 15:00 hours.

16)  There was no combat during the search operation. We did not encounter any
straggling Muslim members of the 28" Division, nor did we come upon any
ambushes. As I said, we stopped in the area of Viogor. We did not go to
Suceska, but we were close to that area. To be more precise, it was the area of
Viogor, Siljato Brdo and Jahorina. One could say that it was the general area
that we were in. We awaited General KRSTIC’s further orders there.

17)  General KRSTIC arrived in our sector sometime in the afternoon, around
17:00 or 18:00 hours. Our commander PANDUREVIC was there as well.
General KRSTIC and he had a conversation and we were told that we do not
need to go to Sudeska, that there are no 28" Division units there, that the
Division had gone further up north toward the village of Jagli¢i and that our
unit was to spend the night there. At the meeting with KRSTIC it was

announced that our unit might be tasked with combat operations in the area of
Zepa, but no specific task was issued in that regard early in the evening of 12
July 1995. General MLADIC did not accompany KRSTIC at the time. He
came alone. I am uncertain as to whether there were some other officers there
with him, but General MLADIC definitely was not. Some TG-2 and Bir¢ani
Brigade troops were in the area, but I do not recall the Romanija Brigade
Commander or anyone else attending the meeting.

On 13 July around 10 a.m. General MLADIC arrived with General KRSTIC at
the place where we had spent the night. All commanders of the TG-1 and TG-
2 units which were deployed in the area were present. General MLADIC told
us to prepare to march on Zepa. He very briefly told us that TG-1 and TG-2
should be prepared to march toward the sector of Zepa in order to eliminate
the non-demilitarized zone of Zepa, which is to say, to neutralize the Zepa
Brigade which was present in the area. As far as I recall, Commander
PANDUREVIC voiced an objection to the task received. He pointed out that
the 28" Division had not been destroyed. He said that the Division could end
up in the sector of Jagli¢i to the north of the enclave, where it could regroup in
order to attempt a breakthrough to the free territory of Tuzla. He said that the
positions of the Zvornik Brigade at Memic¢i - Baljkovica and Petkovci - would
come under attack, placing the members and the zone of the Zvornik Brigade
in an unfavourable position, the Brigade having been weakened by assigning
its forces to the TG-1. In coordination with the forces arriving from the area
commanded by the Second Corps, the units of the 28" Division could link up
with them. It would amount to a great risk for the Zvornik Brigade and several
of its battalions. General MLADIC said that the Corps Command has forces at
its disposal which could deal with a potential strike and counter-strike by the
28™ Division at the crossing between Konjevi¢ Polje, Kasaba and Mili¢i and
that it should not be allowed to cross that road. He said that Commander
PANDUREVIC should have no worry in that regard.

All of the commanders received the order, initiated preparations to have their
troops withdrawn from the positions reached and began sending them toward
the enclave of Zepa.

In the morning of 13 July we set out toward the enclave of Zepa along the
Viogor — Derventa — Mili¢i — Vlasenica — Han Pijesak — Pozeplje route. We
had first re-supplied the units with ammunition and other materiel and
technical equipment. We reached the area of Pozeplje, our initial position, at
around 02:00 hours on 14 July. Our TG initiated an attack and combat
operations against the members of the Zepa Brigade holding their positions
early in the morning of 14 July along the PoZeplje — Brloznik — Purtiéi axis.
Having taken Brloznik, we reached the slopes overlooking Purtiéi already by
late afternoon and we stopped there, intending to continue our mission the next
day.

We did not continue with combat operations the next day, on 15 July, although
the units were ready. Vinko PANDUREVIC went to the DK IKM at Krivaca
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Translation

due to the situation in the area of the Zvornik Brigade becoming significantly
more complicated. When he returned from the IKM, he said that the 28"
Division was already in the area of the Zvornik Brigade and that it was posing
a serious threat along the Memici — Baljkovica — Petkovci axis. He instructed
me to prepare the unit to withdraw from the position reached and to continue
marching on Zvornik in the shortest time possible. I withdrew the unit,
prepared it to march and we set out for Zvornik. He ordered that the
mechanised unit was to be at the rear, that I should accompany it and that once
in Zvornik, I should go toward the Caparde — Memi¢i axis, focusing on the
defence sector of the Seventh Battalion. He provided me with some guidelines
on the use of that armoured mechanised unit. We reached the zone of the
Zvornik Brigade in the area of Zlatne Vode around 13:30 or 14:00 hours.
Through Mihajlo GALIC 1 received an order to take the Snagovo — Caparde
route in the defence sector of the Seventh Battalion, but I had to wait for fuel
for the combat vehicles first. The location I was supposed to control was of
great importance for the Zvornik Brigade at that moment in time. I soon
received an order for a tank to be returned to the defence sector of the Sixth
Battalion as it, too, was under threat. There were attacks on the Seventh
Battalion coming from the front lines, with the aim of capturing Pandurica
which is very important for the area.

On 16 July the Seventh Battalion came under serious attack, but it was
thwarted. One could also hear engagement in the area of the Fourth Battalion
that same morning. In the morning of 16 July I learned from the Seventh
Batallion Commander that negotiations were underway between members of
the Muslim forces and our Commander for a corridor to be opened up. An
agreement was reached. Under it, the 28" Division was to be let through
unhindered, together with the civilian population trailing it, through a passage
opened up by the removal of three trenches held by the Fourth Battalion. As I
said, the passage was created and there was no movement during the night,
according to the agreement. We did strengthen our positions around that
corridor though, in order to prevent any Muslim units from entering our space
from the rear. There was no combat, and the next morning on 17 July the
passage of the Muslim column toward the territory controlled by the ABiH
/Army of Bosnia and Herzegovina/ continued until the afternoon.

During that time Commander PANDUREVIC was in the area of Deliéi
Village. The Zvornik Brigade IKM was there, close to the defence area of the
Sixth Battalion. Throughout those days, starting with the return to the zone on
15 July and onwards, the DK Command was informed by the Zvornik Brigade
Command about the situation in its area. I do not know if the DK Command
informed the Main Staff about the goings-on in our zone as I had no occasion
to see such reports form the DK to the Main Staff at the time. I do know that
on 17 July Lieutenant Colonel or Colonel TRKULJA of the Main Staff arrived
in the area of the Zvornik Brigade inquiring about earlier events. I presume
that he was there on orders from his command, so that the Main Staff
Command would be fully cognisant of what was going on. I suppose that they
did not have sufficient information at the time. He gathered the information he
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Translation

needed and returned to his command. He did not inform us of that, nor was he
obliged to, as his command was two levels up from the level of the Zvornik
Brigade. As far as I know, Mr TRKULJA did not visit any other locations in
the zone of the Zvornik Brigade.

I attended a meeting on 19 July at the Brigade Command where alongside the
Commander, there were also the Chief of Staff and the Assistant Commanders.
The main topic concerned the events in the zone of the Zvornik Brigade on 15,
16, 17 and 18 July, as well as the consolidation of the Fourth Battalion which
had suffered the greatest losses. In order to do so we had to set up another
command post, establish new communication links and so on.

I have been shown the regular and interim combat reports of the Zvornik
Brigade from that time and I can confirm that they reflect the situation in the
field. I can also confirm that one of the items in regular combat reports had to
do with whether a convoy had passed through the zone of the Zvornik Brigade,
be it an UNPROFOR /United Nations Protection Force/ convoy, a
humanitarian convoy or a convoy from another humanitarian organization.
There was a checkpoint at Karakaj, immediately after the bridge across the
Drina connecting Serbia and Republika Srpska. The convoys were checked at
the checkpoint by members of the Zvornik Brigade tasked with doing so by
the Brigade Command. Attention was paid to their civil conduct vis-a-vis
UNPROFOR members and members from other international organizations
whose convoys passed through.

As far as I know, there was a negligible number of cases where there were
problems regarding the inspection and letting through of convoys. Even if
problems occurred, they were dealt with promptly. In any case, one can clearly
see from the regular reports of the Zvornik Brigade whether there were such
problems and what was the frequency of the convoys. Naturally, convoys were
stopped if there were combat operations on their route so they could not be let
through due to their own safety.

. Zovem se Dragutinovi¢ Miodrag. Roden sam u Kalesiji u BiH, a zivim u Zvorniku u
RS. Zavr§io sam geodetsku Skolu. Moje osnovno zanimanje je geometar, trenutno sam
u penziji.

Sto se vojnog obrazovanja tiée, nisam zavrsio nikakve redovne vojne gkole, ali sam u
okviru redovnog sluZenja vojnog roka zavrSio Skolu rezervnih oficira. To je
jednogodi$nji kurs u okviru sluZenja vojnog roka, od toga osam meseci sam obudavan
za rezervnog oficira, i sticao sam teoretska znanja iz svih oblasti vojne vestine, a etiri
meseca sam proveo na praksi obuéavajuéi mlade vojnike. Dakle, ovu §kolu sam
zavr§io u biv8oj SFRJ. Nakon zavrSetka te obuke u viSe navrata, sluZenjem u
rezervnom sastavu, pohadao sam odredene kurseve. U rezervnom sastavu sam bio
imenovan u Teritorijalnu odbranu(TO), u inZenjerijskoj jedinici, a kasnije sam
mobilisan i u borbenoj jedinici. U tu borbenu jedinicu mobilisan sam 1991. godine.

. U Zvorni¢ku brigadu, bolje re¢i u komandu Zvornicke brigade sam pristupio u
avgustu 1992. godine, samoinicijativno. Pristupio sam na duZnost operativnog oficira,
tatnije reCeno bio sam pomocénik nacelnika §taba za operativno nastavne poslove u
komandi Zvorni¢ke brigade, koji poslovi su bili da pratim i izradujem operativna
dokumenta; sva dokumenta koja se odnose na borbenu obuku jedinica u okviru
Zvornicke brigade, kao i1 druge dokumente. Kancelarija za operativnho nastavne
poslove je prakti¢no mesto gde se izraduju sva dokumenta.

. Po hijerarhiji u odnosu na duznost koju sam obavljao, moj prvopretpostavljeni je bio
naCelnik 3taba i ja sam neposredno trebao da komuniciram sa njim, medutim vrlo
Cesto su se dogadale situacije da sam neposredno i direktno izvrSavao naredenja
komandanta brigade.

. U julu 1995. godine bio sam u &inu majora rezervnog oficira, dakle, nisam bio
profesionalni oficir. Moj neposredno nadredeni Nacelnik S3taba bio je aktivni
Skolovani, profesionalni oficir, major Dragan OBRENOVIC, a komandant brigade
potpukovnik, takode profesionalni oficir, Vinko PANDUREVIC. Pored Nacelnika
$taba, Komandantu su neposredno bili potéinjeni i pomoc¢nik komandanta za moral,
pravna i verska pitanja, kao i pomo¢nik za pozadinu i nacelnik bezbednosti. Pomo¢nik
Komandanta za moral, verska i pravna pitanja bio je major Mihajlo GALIC, naéelnik
bezbednosti je bio Drago NIKOLIC, a pomoénik za pozadinu kapetan Sreten
MILOSEVIC.

. Seéam se da je u vremenu krajem 1994. godine doSlo do spora izmedu komandanta
brigade Vinka PANDUREVICA i nagelnika za bezbednost Draga NIKOLICA, jer je
2
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komandant PANDUREVIC traZio da se izve$taji bezbednosti ukljue u redovne
izvestaje brigade, pa da se kao takvi $alju pretpostavljenoj komandi,komandi Drinskog
korpusa — DK. Komandant je, naravno, hteo da bude upoznat sa svim $to se deSava u
brigadi i da sve treba da se odvija preko komandanta, pa i bezbednosni izvestaji od
organa bezbednosti. Kako je to bilo sporno, Komanda korpusa je nakon nekog
vremena uputila instrukciju o radu organa bezbednosti, po kojoj je organ bezbednosti,
kako sam ja to shvatio, imao odredeni stepen nezavisnosti u odnosu na druge sektore
komande.

. Predocen mi je dokument 65ter 05642, pa mogu reci da je to tabelarni prikaz komande
Zvornic¢ke brigade, i da sam ja uneo sve rukom pisane oznake na ovom dokumentu, a
to je bilo 18.09.2001. godine prilikom davanja intervjua kancelariji tuzilastva u Banja
Luci.

. Znam da smo od Komande DK dobili zapovest za aktivna borbena dejstva od 2.jula
1995.g.(ERN.br.00847289) u kome je dat zadatak Zvorni¢koj brigade i da je u opStem
zadatku koji je bio odreden tom zapovesti trebalo razdvojiti enklave Srebrenicu i
Zepu. Cilj je bio da se razdvoje snage izmedu enklave Srebrenica i Zepa, da im se
smanji manevarski prostor, jer, moglo bi se reci da je to bila opStepoznata €injenica, da
enklave nisu bile demilitarizovane, te da su prakti¢no sluZile kao baza iz koje su
naoruzane grupe napadale poloZaje VRS i ulazile odatle u dubinu VRS. Odmah po
prijemu te zapovesti Drinskog korpusa, komandant Zvorni¢ke brigade formirao je
Takticku Grupu 1(TG-1).To je dokument koji nosi oznaku ERN br.00710229.TG-1
su salinjavale Borbena Grupa-1(BG-1) Podrinjski odred, ¢iji je komandant bio
kapetan Milan JOLOVIC i Borbena Grupa-2 (BG-2) a to su bile dve pesadijske &ete iz
sastava svih bataljona Zvorni¢ke brigade. Tu je bila i oklopno — mehanizovana Ceta i
pozadinski vod. Mislim da je to ukupno bilo negde oko 400 vojnika. Po tom naredenju
o formiranju Takti¢kih Grupa, komandant PANDUREVIC je do detalja pripremio i
isplanirao upotrebu, kako jedinica, tako i pripremu materijalno tehnickih sredstava,
kako bi se uspe$no izvr$io postavljeni zadatak.

. Dana 5. jula 1995. godine, po naredenju komandanta Zvorni¢ke brigade, Vinka
PANDUREVICA, TG je pristigla u reon Zelenog Jadra, koji reon je trebao biti reon
napada pravcem Zeleni Jadar - Pusumliéi - Bojna - Srebrenica, a prema naredenju DK.
Prvih nekoliko dana i nije bilo ozbiljnijih dejstava, da li zbog losih vremenskih uslova,
ali u svakom slu¢aju borbena dejstva su otpo&ela dana 06.07.1995. godine. Borbeni
zadatak, kao §to sam veé rekao, Zvornike brigade bio je da ovlada prostorima
Zivkovo Brdo, objektom Bojna, i pravcem Zeleni Jadar prema Srebrenici. Mi smo
imali uspeh u kretanju dana 09.07.1995. godine i ovladali smo reonom Zivkovo Brdo.
Medutim, u ranim jutarnjim satima 10.07.1995. godine pripadnici 28. divizije su nas
vratili skoro na podetne pozicije do mesta zvanog Biljeg i tri bezimena vrha koje smo
zvali “Tri sise”, gde smo uspeli zaustaviti njihov kontranapad. Uvodenjem BG-1, mi
smo u popodnevnim satima tog 10.07.1995. godine opet zauzeli poz/igije Zivkovo
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Brdu, Pusumli¢i i selo Bojnu. To je bilo negde predvece 10.07.1995 godine. Predvece
istog dana prisigao je i general KRSTIC od kojeg smo dobili zadatak za naredni dan.
Ponovnim zauzimanjem tih dominantnim mesta Zivkovo Brdo, Pusumli¢i i Bojna,
predvece tog 10.07.1995 godine, prestao je svaki otpor 28. divizije na tom pravcu.

Pored TG, u ovim borbenim dejstvima oko Srebrenice, u€estvovao je deo jedinica iz 2.
Romanijske brigade pod komandom njenog komandanta Mirka Trivi¢a, kao i deo
jedinica Bir&anske brigade pod komandom potpukovnika ANDRICA. U stalnom
dodiru za zasti¢enom zonom, poloZaj su odranije na tom prostoru imale Bratunacka
brigade s jedne, i Mili¢ka brigada s druge strane. Koliko znam, a kasnije sam upoznat
sa tim, tu je bila i jo$ jedna jedinica — samostalni bataljon Skelani.

BG-1 I BG-2 komunicirale su putem radio veze, a i sa ostalim jedinicama koje su
uestvovale u ovoj operaciji, takode se komuniciralo putem radio veze.Istureno
komandno mesto Drinskog korposa (IKM DK) je bilo postavljeno na Pribicevcu, sa
koga se takode komandovalo i uspostavljao kontakt sa jedinicama, ovim putem, radio
vezom. Komandant PANDUREVIC nije imao direktu vezu sa komandom Zvornicke
brigade, odnosno njenim Na&elnikom $taba, majorom OBRENOVICEM, koji je ostao
u Komandi brigade. Za slucaj da je takvu vezu trebalo uspostaviti, on je to mogao
uciniti preko IKM DK. Za vreme trajanja ove operacije, mi smo dnevno i stalno bili u
kontaktu sa komandantom IKM, generalom KRSTICEM, koji je rukovodio
operacijom i izveStavali ga o deSavanju na naSem pravcu. Kao $to sam rekao, o tome
mi nismo izve$tavali nasu Komandu, Komandu Zvornicke brigade, ali je sa IKM DK
mogla izvestavati, i izvestavala je svoju komandu DK u Vlasenici, o svemu onome §to
se deSavalo na tom delu rati§ta. Mi ni u ovom slucaju nismo mogli imati direktnu
komunikaciju sa komandom DK u Vlasenici, niti pak sa komandom Glavnog §taba u
Crnoj Rijeci.

Dakle, ve¢ sam napomenuo da je general KRSTIC dana 10.07.1995. godine izdao
nama naredenje da slede¢eg dana nastavimo napredovanje prema Srebrenici. Na Bojni
je veé u prepodnevnim satima dana 11.07.1995. godine bio i Komandant Takticke
Grupe-2 (TG-2) Mirko TRIVIC, Komandant 2. Romanijske brigade. Kao $to sam veé
rekao 2. Romanijska brigade je u ovoj operaciji dala odreden broj vojnikau ovoj
operaciji koji su bili u sastavu TG-2. Dakle, u ranim popodnevnim satima dana
11.07.1995. godine ove TG su krenule prema Srebrenici i ba$ u vreme kretanja
Zvorni¢ke brigade, odnosno TG-1, usledio je vazdu$ni napad snaga NATO-a i najviSe
je bio usmeren na polozaj TG-1. U vise udara ovih snaga NATO, bilo je oSteceno
jedno sanitetsko vozilo, kao i, &ini mi se, jo§ neko vozilo, Komandanta Podrinjskog
odreda i usled tog vazdu$nog udara, a obzirom da sam se nalazio u blizini toga,
doZiveo sam jaku kontuziju i odvezli su me na na§ pocetni poloZaj, a to je bio Zeleni
Jadar gde se nalazila sanitetska jedinica. Ja nisam neposredno nakon tog udara,
napustio taj prostor i otiSao u Zeleni Jadar, nego sam posledice tog udara osetio sat ili
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dva nakon toga i tek onda otiSao u Zeleni Jadar, gde sam ostao do slededeg jutra 12.
jula.

Znao sam ve¢ uvece 11. jula, da su nase jedinice usle u Srebrenicu, jer je na$
Komandant PANDUREVIC do$ao uvete u Zeleni Jadar, gde je bila pozadina nase
jedinice. On je tu doS$ao nekim poslom, i navratio je tu da me obide. Tada mi je
komandant PANDUREVIC rekao da nakon tog bombardovanja od strane NATO-a,
jedinice su krenule, i da su praktiéno bez otpora u§le u Srebrenicu, i da se nasa
jedinica rasporedila po napustenim ku¢ama u Srebrenici. Ja sam sa njim takode oti$ao
pravcem Zeleni Jadar — Bojna — Srebrenica i tu ostao tokom veceri 11. na 12. juli, a
PANDUREVIC je oti$ao na Bratunac iz Srebrenice preko Potoéara. Rekao je da ide na
sastanak koji su sazvali general MLADIC i KRSTIC. Takode je rekao da je tema
sastanka izve$taj o zavrSenim borbenim dejstvima, te verovatno primanje novih
zadataka nakon zauzimanja Srebrenice.

Koliko sam ja shvatio, rekao bih da je bilo ocigledno da su se jedinice 28. divizije
povukle iz Srebrenice, izvukle su se iz grada kako ne bi trpele gubitke, te da su se one
jos uvek nalazile tu negde u blizini. Potpuno unistenje 28. divizije nije bilo ostvareno,
te sam pretpostavio da ée se verovatno u tom pravcu izdati neki zadatak na sastanku na
koji je Pandurevié oti$ao po naredenju generala MLADICA i KRSTICA. Taj sastanak
je trebao da bude u vedernjim satima i komandant PANDUREVIC nije pominjao ko
¢e sve biti na tom sastanku. Moja pretpostavka je bila da bi na istom trebalo da
prisustvuju i svi ostali komandanti koji su u€estvovali u borbenim dejstvima.

Sutradan 12. jula, TG-1 je naredeno, a mislim i TG-2 da izvr§imo pretres terena na
pravcu Srebrenica — Viogor, na praveu Suceska. Komandant je okupio sve pripadnike
jedinice, odnosno komandire vodova, i rekao da svi treba da pripreme svoje trupe za
mar§ prema Suéesci. Tu je bio i Podrinjski odred. Negde oko 12:00 ¢asova smo
krenuli i na zadati poloZaj na reonu Viogor — Suceska, smo stigli oko 15:00 asova.

Tokom tog pretresa terena, nije bilo nikakvih borbenih dejstava. Nismo naisli na niti
zaostale muslimanske pripadnike 28. divizije, niti na neke postavljene zasede.
Zaustavili smo se, kao $to sam rekao na prostoru Viogora, nismo oti§li u Sucesku, ali
smo bili blizu tog reona. Preciznije re€eno to je bio reon Viogor — Siljato Brdo —
Jahorina. Moglo se to nazvati nekim opstim prostorom na kojem smo se nalazili. Tu
smo &ekali dalja naredenja generala KRSTICA.

Negde u popodnevnim satima, oko 17:00 ili 18:00 ¢asova, u taj sektor u kome smo se
mi nalazili stigao je i general KRSTIC. Tu je bio na§ komandant PANDRUEVIC. 1
general KRSTIC i on su imali razgovor, te nam je saopsteno da ne treba da idemo u
Suéesku, da tamo nema jedinica 28. divizije, da je ona oti§la severnije prema selu
Jagli¢i, te da nasa jedinica tu treba da provede no¢. Na tom sastanku sa KRSTICEM
bilo je najavljeno da bi nasa jedinica mogla dobiti zadatak za borbena dejstva u reonu
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Zepe, ali nikakav konkretan zadatak u tom smislu nismo dobili, dakle u to predvederje
12. jula 1995. godine. Tada sa KRSTICEM nije bio general MLADIC. On je dogao
sam. Nisam siguran da li je s njim tada bio jo§ neko od oficira, ali general MLADIC
nije bio sigurno. Na tom prostoru su bile i neke trupe TG-2, kao i Biréanske brigade,
ali se ja ne seCam da su tom sastanku prisustvovali komandant Romanijske brigade ili
neko drugi.

Dana 13. jula oko 10:00 ¢asova ujutru, na to mesto gde smo zano¢ili dosao je general
MLADIC zajedno sa KRSTICEM, i bili su svi komandanti jedinica od TG-1 i TG-2,
koje su bile rasporedene na tom prostoru. General MLADIC nam je rekao da se
pripremimo na mar§ prema Zepi. General MLADIC nam je najkraée rekao da TG-1 i
TG-2 treba da budu spremne na mar¥ ka sektoru Zepe da bi se eliminisala
nedemilitarizovana zona Zepa, ondosno neutralizovala Zepska brigade koja se nalazila
u toj zoni. Komandant PANDUREVIC je, koliko se seéam, imao primedbu na
dobijeni zadatak. On je istakao da 28. divizija nije uni$tena. Rekao je da se ta divizija
mogla naéi u sektoru Jagli¢a, koji je bio na severu enklave, da se mogla pregrupisati i
da krene u prodor prema slobodnoj teritoriji prema Tuzli, te da ¢e na udaru biti
poloZaji Zvorni¢ke brigade na polozaju Memica — Baljkovice i Petkovaca, te da bi to
pripadnike Zvornicke brigade i zonu Zvornicke brigade stavile u nepovoljan poloZaj,
obzirom da je ista oslabljena izvlaenjem ove TG-1, te da bi u sadejstvu sa snagama
koje dolaze sa prostora pod komandom 2. Korpusa, zajedno delovali sa ovim
jedinicama 28. divizije, kako bi se povezali. Samim tim bi se stvorio veliki rizik po
Zvorni¢ku brigade, odnosno nekoliko bataljona Zvorni¢ke brigade. General MLADIC
je rekao da Komanda korpusa raspolaZe sa snagama koje mogu da reSe eventualni udar
i protivudar 28. divizije na prelazu Konjevi¢ Polje — Kasaba — Mili¢i, te da im ne treba
dozvoliti da produ taj put, te da komandant PANDUREVIC ne bi trebao imati
zabrinutost u tom smislu.

Svi komandanti su prihvatili naredenje i poceli su pripreme za izvlaCenje trupa sa
dostignutih poloZaja, i upuéivanjem trupa prema enklavi Zepa.

Mi smo tog 13. jula krenuli prema enklavi Zepa, putem Viogor — Derventa — Miliéi —
Vlasenica — Han Pijesak — PoZeplje. Pre toga popunili smo jedinice municijom i
drugim materijalno tehni¢kim sredstvima, i stigli u reon PoZeplja koji je bio na$
podetni poloZaj, negde oko 02:00 &asova ujutru 14. jula. Napad i borbena dejstva
prema pripadnicima Zepske brigade koji su drZali poloZaje, otpo&ali su, od strane nase
TG, dana 14. jula u jutarnjim satima u pravcu PoZeplje — BrloZnik — Purti¢i i ve¢
negde u kasnim popodnevnim satima, nakon zauzimanja BrloZnika stigli smo na
padine iznad Purtiéa gde smo se zaustavili, sa namerom da sledeceg dana nastavimo
svoju misiju.

Borbena dejstva nismo nastavili sutradan 15. jula iako su jedinice bile spremne.
Na$ komandant Vinko PANDUREVIC oti$ao je na IKM DK na Krivag:g, a radi
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situacije u zoni Zvornic¢ke brigade koja se znacajno komplikovala. Nakon njegovog
povratka sa IKM, saopstio je da je 28. divizija ve¢ u zoni Zvorni¢ke brigade, da je
ozbiljno zapretila na pravcu Memic¢i — Baljkovica — Petkovci. Dao mi je uputstvo da
pripremim jedinicu da se povucemo sa polozaja koje smo dostigli i da u najkraem
mogucéem vremenu nastavim mar§ prema Zvorniku. Povukao sam jedinicu, pripremio
je za mar$ i krenuli smo u pravcu Zvornika. Naredio mi je da mehanizovana jedinica
treba da bude na zacelju, te da idem sa njom, a po dolasku u Zvornik idem na pravac
Caparde — Memici, odnosno da se usredsredim na sector odbrane 7. Bataljona. Dao mi
je neke smernice kako da upotrebim tu oklopno mehanizovanu jedinicu. Negde oko
13:30 ili 14:00 Casova stigli smo u reon Zlatnih Voda u zonu Zvorni¢ke brigade.
Primio sam preko Mihajla GALICA naredenje da treba da uzmemo poloZaj Snagovo -
Caparde u sektoru odbrane 7. Bataljona, ali sam trebao safekati gorivo za borbena
vozila. Ova lokacija koju sam ja trebao da kontroliSem bila je veoma vazna za
Zvornic¢ku brigade u tom trenutku i ubrzo sam primio naredenje da se jedan tenk vrati
u sektor odbrane 6. Bataljona, jer je i on bio ugroZen. Bilo je napada na 7. Bataljon sa
linija fronta u cilju zauzimanja Pandurice koja je veoma vazna za to podrudje.

Dana 16. jula, 7. Bataljon je bio pod ozbiljnim napadom, ali je isti odbijen. Takode su
se mogla ¢uti dejstva i u oblasti 4. Bataljona toga jutra. Tokom tog 16. jula, prepodne,
od komandanta 7. Bataljona saznao sam da se vode pregovori izmedu pripadnika
muslimanskih snaga i naSeg komandanta za otvaranje koridora. Sporazum je
postignut. Po njemu je 28. divizija trebalo da se pusti da nesmetano prode kroz prolaz
koji je otvorio 4. Bataljon uklanjajuéi tri rova, zajedno sa civilnim muslimanskim
stanovni$tvom koje je bilo iza 28. divizije. Kao §to sam rekao, prolaz je napravljen, i
sa padanjem prvog mraka, a po postignutom dogovoru, tu no¢ se nije prolazilo, ali
smo ojadali poloZaje oko tog koridora da se muslimanske jedinice iz pozadine ne bi
ubacile u na$ prostor. Borbenih dejstava nije bilo, i sutradan ujutru, 17. jula, opet je,
sve do popodnevnih sati, nastavljen prolaz muslimanske kolone na teritoriju pod
kontrolom ABiH.

Za to vreme, komandant Vinko PANDUREVIC, bio je na podrucju sela Deliéi. To je
bilo Istureno komandno mesto (IKM) Zvorni¢ke brigade, koje je bilo u blizini zone
odbrane 6. Bataljona. Svih tih dana, od povratka u zonu 15. jula, pa nadalje, iz
komande Zvorni¢ke brigade, komanda DK je izveStavana o stanju u zoni Zvornicke
brigade. Da li su iz komande DK obavestavali Glavni Stab o tome §ta se deSavalo u
nasoj zoni, ja ne znam, jer u to vreme nisam bio u prilici videti izvestaje DK prema
Glavnom $tabu. Znam da je potpukovnik ili pukovnik TRKULJA koji je bio iz
Glavnog $taba, dolazio 17. jula u reon Zvorni¢ke brigade, te da se interesovao za
prethodna de$avanja. Pretpostavljam da je on doSao po naredenju svoje komande,
kako bi se komanda Glavnog $taba u potpunosti upoznala sa tim deSavanjima.
Pretpostavljam da u relevantnom vremenu nisu imali dovoljno informacija. Prikupio
je informacije koje su mu bile potrebne i vratio se u svoju komandu, o tome nas nije
izve$tavao niti je bio u obavezi, posto je to drugopretpostavljena komanda u odnosu na
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Zvorni¢ku brigade. Koliko znam, gospodin TRKULJA nije odlazio na druge lokacije
u zoni Zvornicke brigade.

24. Prisustvovao sam na sastanku 19. jula u komandi brigade, gde je pored komandanta
bio 1 nacelnik $taba, kao i pomo¢nici, a glavna tema je bila deSavanja na prostoru zone
Zvorni¢ke brigade 15., 16., 17. i 18. jula, kao i konsolidacija 4. Bataljona koji je
pretrpeo najveéi gubitak, te smo u tom pravcu morali organizovati novo komandno
mesto, uspostaviti nove komunikacije i tome sli¢no.

25. PredoCeni su mi redovni i vanredni borbeni izve$taji Zvorni¢ke brigade iz tog
vremena, pa kaZem da je to odraz stanja na terenu. Takode izjavljujem, da je jedna od
tacaka u redovnim borbenim izve$tajima bila i ta da li je kroz zonu Zvorni¢ke brigade
prosao bilo koji konvoj, bio to konvoj UNPROFOR-a, humanitarni konvoj ili drugih
medunarodnih organizacija. Taj kontrolni punkt bio je u mestu Karakaj, odmah nakon
mosta preko reke Drine koji povezuje Srbiju i Republiku Srpsku. Na tom kontrolnom
punktu konvoji su pregledani od strane pripadnika Zvornicke brigade koji su bili
odredeni od strane komande brigade. Vodilo se ra¢una da se oni uljudno odnose prema
pripadnicima UNPRFOR-a i drugih medunarodnih organizacija ¢iji konvoji su
prolazili.

26. Koliko znam,desio se zanemarljiv broj sluucajeva da su se pojavljivali problemi
prilikom prolaska konvoja. I ako su se problemi pojavili, vrlo brzo su resavani.
Uostalom, kroz redovne izve$taje Zvorni¢ke brigade jasno se moZe videti da li je tih
problema bilo i koliko ¢esto su konvoji prolazili. Naravno, konvoji su zadrzavani ako
se u zahvatu njihovog kretanja izvode borbena dejstva, pa zbog ugroZene sigurnosti
nisu mogli prolaziti,ali prestankom tih razloga konvoji su nastavili svoje kretanje

prema krajnjem odrediStu. .
