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TRIAL CHAMBER II (“Trial Chamber”) of the International Tribunal for the Prosecution of Persons Responsible for Serious Violations of International Humanitarian Law Committed in the Territory of the Former Yugoslavia since 1991 (“Tribunal”):

NOTING the Death Certificate No 00114/2003, issued on 29 May 2003 by the Registrar’s Office of Zagreb, Republic of Croatia, transmitted by Frane Krnic, the Head of the Office for Cooperation with the ICTY and International Criminal Courts on 9 June 2003, and filed by Thomas Osorio, the Head of the Zagreb Liaison Office on 10 June 2003, certifying that Janko Bobetko, born on 10 January 1919 in Crnac, died on 29 April 2003 in Zagreb;

CONSIDERING that in the case of the death of an accused, the proceedings are terminated;

HEREBY TERMINATES THE TRIAL PROCEEDINGS AGAINST JANKO BOBETKO.
