THIS TRIAL CHAMBER of the International Tribunal for the Prosecution of Persons Responsible for Serious Violations of International Humanitarian Law Committed in the Territory of the former Yugoslavia since 1991 (“Tribunal”), notes that, during the pretrial conference held on 7 July 2006 in the above-captioned matter, the parties made submissions upon the possibility of agreement in relation to certain facts proposed by the Prosecution, as well as stipulations to the authenticity of documents on the Prosecution’s Rule 65 ter list of exhibits.

1. In particular, discussion arose as to the Defence’s willingness to agree to certain laws and regulations of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia.
  Counsel for Milutinović, speaking on behalf of all the Defence teams, stated that the Defence had “absolutely … no problem with relevant laws and regulations that were in force at that time in the country and the text of these regulations, as published in the Official Gazette of the then-FRY or Republic of Serbia or Kosovo or any other social-political unit.”
  Counsel for Šainović also indicated that the Defence was “ready to accept” the “Serb versions of these documents, as published in the Official Gazettes.”

2. The Trial Chamber instructed the parties to submit to the Chamber a list of the laws published in the Gazette that the Defence accepted from the Prosecution’s Rule 65 ter exhibit list.
  The Chamber notes that the representations of the parties at the pretrial conference indicate that there is a possibility of further agreement upon the Prosecution’s 388 proposed facts, transmitted to the Defence on 2 May 2005
 and 29 September 2005.
  The Chamber considers, as stated at the pretrial conference, that any such agreement would advance the progress of the trial by avoiding the adducement of unnecessary evidence.
  
3. The Chamber has compiled a comprehensive table recording the facts that have been agreed to by the parties, and attaches a copy of this table (as Annex A) to this Order to facilitate any further agreement that can be made by the parties.

4. Pursuant to Rule 54 of the Rules of Procedure and Evidence, the Chamber hereby ORDERS ex proprio motu the parties

a. to make every effort to (i) reach agreement upon facts relevant to the trial and       (ii) stipulate to the authenticity and admission into evidence of documents on the Prosecution’s Rule 65 ter exhibit list; and
b. to inform the Chamber by 1 September 2006 of the extent of the agreement reached.
