On 30 September 1995 we carried out an interview with prisoners of war Mile GOJI]
 and Neboj{a BANJAC
, which did not reveal any information of security interest.
They were both members of the SCA 2nd Krajina Light Brigade, which was engaged in holding the line towards Ora{je, and they were both mobilised at the beginning of 1993. This Brigade did not leave this part of the battlefield during the mentioned period of time, so the above-cited prisoners of war gave us very little information about the unit itself. The Commander of the SCA 2nd Krajina Light Brigade is Lieutenant Colonel Milorad SAVI], the Commander of the 2nd Battalion is Major Sa{a MI^IN and their Company Commander was Lieutenant Neboj{a NINKOVI]. The Brigade Command is in Brvnik village near Ora{je and is holding positions in Ljeskovac and Gmevnice villages as well. They have well-fortified positions with trenches in three lines, but the third line is not occupied. They said that /the unit has/ a lot of artillery, but could not say how much. A thing worth noting is that during all this time they carried out only one attack at Ora{je. This happened after western Slavonia fell and they were told that western Slavonia had been exchanged for Ora{je, so they moved forward. However, they met with a strong artillery resistance and withdrew to their initial positions. Their company, whose strength was between 70 and 80 soldiers, included several Muslims, of whom they mentioned the following: Adem KURTI], Birnas BOJI], Adem, Hasan, Pa{o and communications officer NUKI]. Among members of other companies they know of Reuf SEFEROVI] and Adem OMERKADI], as well as a certain Halid who distributed their salaries. 
On 27 August 1995 their company was attached to the 24th Serbian Light Brigade in the Vozu}a battlefield and from 28 August 1995 on they were assigned to hold the lines in the Ljeskovac sector. They both said that the day before the attack their Command informed them that they were going to be attacked the next morning. On 10 September 1995 their unit was broken up and from that day to 17 September 1995 a group of ten of them moved in the general area of Vozu}a. In the end they decided to surrender; they dropped their weapons near the road and surrendered to two members of the El Mujahedin Detachment who were passing by in a lorry. From there they were escorted to the camp of the El Mujahedin Detachment.

Another thing worth mentioning is that after three days of detention in the camp of the El Mujahedin Detachment, Mile GOJI] allegedly crossed over to Islam and was given a new name: Abdurahman. His talk and conduct indicate that he has adopted some new principles, but he conditions his stay here and his joining the BH Army on bringing in his family from the temporarily occupied territory.
