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Pursuant to Article 2 of the Constitutional Law on the Implementation of the Constitution of the Socialist Republic of Serbia, I hereby issue the following

The Identity Card Law adopted by the Assembly of the Socialist Republic of Serbia at a session of the Republican Council on 10 April 1974 and at a session of the Organisational and Political Council on 10 April 1974 is hereby promulgated.

IDENTITY CARD

L A W

Article 1

The identity card is an official document proving one's identity.

The identity card also serves as proof of the other information that it contains.

Article 2

The identity card is issued on a form which, in addition to the information required under Articles 2 and 3 of the Law on the Basic Information for the Identity Card (Official Gazette of the Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia no. 6/73), contains the name "Socialist Republic of Serbia" and, for individuals from the territory of a socialist autonomous province, also the name of the socialist autonomous province; the name of one of the parents; the dates of issue and expiry; a registration number, as well as blank spaces where the bearer's blood type, information on changes of his place of residence or home address, and his personal identification number shall be filled in.

  For individuals born in the territory of a socialist autonomous province, the information on the place of birth shall also include the name of the province. 

Article 3

It is the right and duty of every individual over 18 years of age to have an identity card. 

An individual may have only one identity card.

An identity card shall also be issued to an individual younger than 18 and older than 15 years of age at his own request. It may also be issued to a person younger than 15 years of age at the request of his parent or guardian. 

Article 4


Identity cards are issued by the municipal organ for internal affairs (hereafter: municipal organ) in whose territory the individual applying for an identity card has his place of residence.

Article 5

Applications for identity cards shall be submitted on the required form within three months of attaining 18 years of age. 

A birth certificate and two photographs of the required size which faithfully reproduce the individual submitting the application must be attached to the application for an identity card. 

 
Applications for identity cards must contain accurate information. 

Article 6

Before an identity card is issued, the identity of the individual applying for it is established as is the accuracy of other information provided in the application for an identity card. 

The individual applying for an identity card shall prove his identity and other information mentioned in Article 2 of this Law by presenting his birth certificate, a previously issued identity card and other proof necessary for the issue of an identity card.

Article 7

A print of the right-hand index finger shall be taken from the individual to whom an identity card is being issued. The print shall be put in the file for the issue of an identity card.

If the individual to whom an identity card is being issued does not have a right-hand index finger, his finger print shall be taken in a manner prescribed by the republican secretary of the interior in agreement with his provincial counterpart.

Article 8

An individual who, by the provisions of this Law, is obliged to have an identity card must carry it with him and show it when requested by an official authorised to ask for his identity card.

It is prohibited to lend an identity card to another individual, to use somebody else's identity card as one's own or to misuse it in any other way.

Article 9

Identity cards issued to individuals of up to 50 years of age shall be valid for ten years, whereas identity cards issued to individuals under 18 years of age shall be valid for five years.

Individuals over 50 years of age shall be issued with permanent identity cards.

Individuals mentioned in paragraph 1 of this Article must apply for the replacement of their identity card within three months after their expiry date.

Article 10

If the municipal organ establishes that someone's identity card is damaged or worn out to the extent that it cannot serve its purpose, it shall set a deadline by which the card bearer must apply for his identity card to be replaced. This deadline cannot be less than 15 days. 

The municipal organ must replace the identity card of an individual who so requests. 

Article 11

An individual whose appearance has changed so much that it does not correspond to the photograph in the identity card or who has changed his name must apply for the replacement of his identity card within fifteen days from the day when the change occurred.

Individuals who subsequently realise that false information was put in their identity cards must apply for their replacement within the deadline mentioned in paragraph 1 of this Article. 

Article 12

An individual who loses his identity card or otherwise loses possession of it must report this to the municipal organ immediately or within 15 days at the latest and apply for a new identity card.

Article 13

If the municipal organ does not immediately issue an identity card to the applicant, it shall issue him with a certificate on the required form, which shall serve as proof that he has applied for a new identity card.


Article 14

If someone finds another person's identity card, he must immediately return it to the person in whose name it was issued or to a policeman, an internal affairs organ or its local office.

Article 15

The municipal organ shall keep records of applications received and identity cards issued.

Article 16

No stamp duty shall be levied for the issue of an identity card. 

Citizens shall cover only the cost of the card itself.

Article 17

A fine of up to 1,000 dinars or a jail sentence of up to 30 days shall be imposed for the following misdemeanours:

1) If an individual has more than one valid identity card (Article 3, paragraph 2);

2) If an individual provides false information in his application for an identity card (Article 5, paragraph 3);

3) If an individual lends his identity card to another person, uses somebody else's identity card or misuses his identity card in any other way (Article 8, paragraph 2);

4) If an individual refuses to show his identity card to an official authorised to ask for his identity card (Article 8, paragraph 1).

Article 18

A fine of 200 dinars shall be imposed on an individual who commits the following misdemeanours without justification:

1) If he fails to apply for an identity card within the required period upon attaining 18 years of age (Article 5, paragraph 1);

2) If he fails to carry his identity card with him, which is compulsory (Article 8, paragraph 1);

3) If he fails to apply for the replacement of his identity card within the required period (Article 10);

4) If he uses an identity card although his appearance does not correspond to the photograph it contains and although he has changed his name, or if he fails to apply for the replacement of his identity card upon realisation that it contains false information (Article 11);

5) If he fails to report the loss of his identity card and to apply for its replacement within the required period (Article 12).

Article 19

Identity card forms shall be printed by a work organisation authorised to do so by the republican and provincial secretaries of the interior.

Article 20

The text of the identity card form shall be printed in the Serbo-Croatian language.

The text of the identity card form shall also be printed in the languages of the other peoples and nationalities whose equality in the use of language is guaranteed by the Constitution.

Information in the identity card form shall be written in the languages of the peoples and nationalities in accordance with the law.

Article 21

The Republican Secretary of the Interior is hereby authorised to pass, in agreement with his provincial counterpart, more detailed regulations on the identity card form, the procedure for the issue or replacement of identity cards, the way of keeping records of applications received and identity cards issued, as well as the degree of significant changes in appearance which requires the replacement of the identity card.

The procedure for the issue of a blood-type certificate shall be prescribed by the republican and provincial secretaries in charge of health in agreement with the republican and provincial secretaries of the interior.

Article 22

Until 31 December 1974, identity cards shall be issued on the form prescribed by the Identity Card Law (Official Gazette of the Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia no. 8/64).

The replacement of identity cards issued in accordance with regulations valid so far shall be completed by 31 December 1977 at the latest.

Article 23

This law shall be applied equally throughout the territory of the Republic outside the autonomous provinces, and in the territory of the Socialist Autonomous Province of Vojvodina in accordance with Article 301 of the Constitution of the Socialist Republic of Serbia.

The provisions of Article 2 of this Law shall be applied equally throughout the territory of the Republic in accordance with Article 300 of the Constitution of the Republic of Serbia.

Article 24

This Law comes into force on the eighth day from the day of its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia.  
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
