KOSOVO
Historically, inhuman Serbian murderers have committed crimes down the ages against the enslaved Albanian people of Kosovo and other Albanian territories occupied by the Slavs.  According to the lies of Serbian state propaganda, the events at Likoshan /Likošane/, Qirez /Çirez/, Abria /Obrinje/, and Prekaz /Prekaze/, etc. in 1998 and 1999 were part of the fight against the Kosovo Liberation Army /KLA/.  Yet such things were part of the official policy of Belgrade, putting in action plans devised during the course of a century since 1887.  Such a policy became a vital cornerstone of domestic policy after 1884 following the compilation of the Načrtanije /Draft/ by Ilija GARAŠANIN, the infamous Serbian government politician of that time, and the guidelines of the notorious Nobel prize-winner Ivo ANDRIĆ, etc.  Many plans, instructions, and directives are known to have been drawn up to rid the ethnic Albanian territories of their Albanians and to acquire as many parts of Albania as possible.  Access to the Adriatic became a sick obsession of the Serbian state, or, to describe it more accurately, this highly irrational vampirish policy became a kind of racist werewolf syndrome.  The wolfish beast of Serbian policy remained the same, regardless of whatever government, whatever kind of leadership, and whatever state system was in power.  


Reçak /Račak/ is a village in the hills that provides a meagre livelihood.  It has 200 houses with 2,400 inhabitants and is situated near Shtimja /Štimlje/  Shtimja has a strategic position in Kosovo, 31 kilometres southwest of Prishtina /Priština/.  Unemployment and underdevelopment have lead to a great deal of emigration, mainly to the West.  The village was frequently burned and looted by the Serbian army, police, and paramilitaries.  Fifty-four houses in the village were burned by the Serbian regime on 24 August 1998.  The purpose of the Serbs’ arson was to expel the people and deprive their resistance struggle of its natural support.  These inhuman killers’ unquenchable thirst for blood pointed towards the total destruction of the Albanians, in the same way as in the 1880s and 1890s, when the Albanian territories of Toplica and Jablanica were annexed to Serbia.  Let us recall that Niš and its surrounding area were once Albanian territory.


One month later, on 24 September, the major Serbian offensive began to destroy the KLA is the triangle of municipalities Shtimja-Suhareka /Suva Reka/- Ferizaj /Uroševac/.  During several days, Serbian soldiers, policemen and paramilitaries poured into many villages in which the KLA was not active.  The villages of Belinc /Belince/, Petrova /Petrovo/, and Molloplc /Malopoljce/ and many villages in Ferizaj and Suhareka municipalities fell victim to Serbian knives and bullets.  Reçak too experienced this horror.  For several successive days, the highways and local roads were blocked.  The mass media of all possible kinds were kept out.  Nobody knew what was happening.  The offensive lasted until 4 October 1998, involving massive Serbian forces, and special military and paramilitary groups, joined by mercenaries, who spread panic of a kind never known before.  On 28 September, the criminal MILOŠEVIĆ opened his parliament.  In spite of the climate abroad, which was highly favourable for his plans, and in spite of the total lack of Serbian public awareness, he did not succeed in eliminating the KLA.  The uniformed forces of Serbia were given free rein to follow their diabolical instincts, as always focused on the Albanian lands.  During this period, many villages were burned, many houses were laid waste, and many children, women and old people were murdered and executed.  There was the well-known tragedy of the 11 members of the ASLLANI family from the village of Ranca in our municipality, all of them women and children and including a six-month-old baby.  They did not reckon that, in the dialectics of things, the KLA would inevitably grow, or that they themselves would be isolated.  The Albanians’ mortal plight brought the OSCE to Kosovo on 16 October 1998, following the UN Security Council resolution.  The credit goes to the diplomat, strategist, and brilliant expert on Balkan relations Richard HOLBROOKE.  The agreement envisaged the withdrawal of Serbian forces from (a part of) Kosovo, escorted by the OSCE, the establishment of a cease-fire, and the achievement of peace.  However, the bloodthirsty Belgrade regime did not observe this agreement, and Serbia continued in the way it had always done.  

Instead of withdrawing, Serbian forces set up new positions with missile systems and tanks at the pine trees /Pishat/ of Shtimja, only 350 metres as the crow flies from Reçak.  There was also Russian equipment.  In Shtimja and on the Shtimja-Ferizaj and Shtimja-Prishtina /Priština/ highways, the Serbian secret service perpetrated murders with MILOŠEVIĆ’s blessing, cyncically accusing the KLA itself of such things!  This was an obstacle to the agreement with the OSCE.  The KLA’s Directorate for Public Relations and Civilian Administration of the Municipality of Shtimja, together with the population, had asked for the highways to be placed under the full control of UN institutions in order to witness and verify the mass murders carried out by the secret Serbian military regime.  Three times, there were also diversionary attacks on the village of Reçak, and the Special Institution for the Mentally Defective and Retarded, under the protection of UNICEF, was exploited for this purpose.  The kibbutzim of Serbian command posts sprouted like mushrooms.  the horror spread.  Xhemajl BYTYQI (aged 55) from Reçak, who had been living without any income for his eight-member family, committed suicide at his workplace in the wake of this violence.


With the OSCE in Kosovo, Reçak was attacked from three directions on 15 January 1999.  There were 1,140 inhabitants present in the village.  The KLA rose to their defence, and many people were wounded, seriously or slightly.  The fighting continued into the late afternoon of 15 January.  Serbian colonist inhabitants joined the army and police of Belgrade in setting out to massacre the Albanian population.  They included Serbian inhabitants of Shtimja, Ferizaj, Vitia /Vitina/ and other parts of Kosovo, in uniforms and in plain clothes.  Among others, Vojislav ŠEŠELJ was sent for this operation, and these arrived two days before the crime and fled two days afterwards. /sentence as printed/

The criminals entered the houses of the people of Reçak.  They separated a large number of people from their families.  It was thought that they were being arrested, but after suffering torture and acts of cruelty, they were executed.  Those executed included people from whom parts of their bodies were removed, including their eyes, heads, hearts, etc.  There were old men and women, young people of various ages, women, and boys and girls.  The grave of Sahide Metush YMERI is remains vacant down to the present day, because her body has still not been found.  The total number executed was over 40.  Horror enveloped the village.  Sixty-three young people under 18 were left without parents.  Twenty-five women were left without husbands.  In many families, two or more were executed.  Bodies filled the lanes of the village and the hills.  The number of wounded civilians was 26 /printed number illegible and crossed out, number 26 inserted by hand/.  Some of them were left permanent invalids.  The representatives of the OSCE were themselves witnesses to the terrible scenes of this atrocity.  The international community was asked to put an urgent stop to this.  It was William WALKER, head of the OSCE mission in Kosovo at the time, who did this before the eyes of the world.  The truth about Kosovo, which MILOŠEVIĆ’s regime had suppressed for years, could no longer be hidden.  The Contact Group urgently demanded a conference to be held to stop the war, establish peace, and reach a definitive settlement of the Kosovo question.  And so in less than one month the Rambouillet Peace Conference was set up.


By the late hours of 16 January, the villagers, together with representatives of the village’s Civilian Directorate, collected the lifeless bodies of their relatives and loved ones in the village mosque.  Many relatives and villagers are still scarred today by the trauma of these dreadful scenes.  Representatives of television networks, news agencies, radio stations, and correspondents were also shocked.  Such actions were unprecedented, and Serbia, with MILOŠEVIĆ typifying the spirit of the Serbian state, had still not been exposed.  On 17 January, the burial of the victims of this crime was announced.  The Serbian regime sent to Shtimja and to Reçak a Serbian army general and the prosecutor Danica MARINKOVIĆ to take the bodies, supposedly for autopsy, and to give their “professional opinion” on the truth of this incident, while Belgrade tried to prove to the world that “These were terrorists.”  This was an additional torture for victims’ families.  The burial was supposed to take place according to the dictate of the Serbs.  At 0610 on the morning of 17 January, the OSCE representatives informed the Directorate for Public Relations and Civilian Administration for Shtimja Municipality that the Serbian forces would not allow the burial that day and had given a very short deadline.  They wanted a quick answer about the standpoint of the KLA.  Otherwise the Serbian police and army would forcibly enter the village and resort to violence to remove the bodies.  The director of the Public Directorate very quickly informed the command of the Operational Zone of Nerodima /Nerodimlje/, the KLA General Staff, and Adem DEMAÇI’s office in Prishtina about this position.  The Directorate for Public Relations and Civilian Administration for Shtimja Municipality drew up five points that had to be met:


The village must be free, in order for the autopsies to be performed without pressure.  This implied the departure of Serbian military and police forces from the village and the withdrawal of KLA forces to the outskirts of the village.


The withdrawal of Serbian army and police forces from the positions they had assumed, beyond the agreement with the OSCE, at the Shtimja pine trees, the hill of Reçak and Kodra e Gështenjave.


A team of Albanian pathologists consisting of about five experts to take part in the autopsies of the bodies.  The team could also include a Serbian expert.


Free access to be given to the burial place, and the burial to be conducted according to our customs and usage at Reçak hill, the property of this village, because there is no room to dig 40 graves in the present village cemetery.


The chief prosecutor of the ICTY and her colleagues should be involved in investigating this crime.


Ms. Lyn HOLLAND, head of the OSCE’s Human Rights Department, informed the OSCE’s central command of these demands, which would be normal and acceptable to the civilised world, but were unacceptable to the Serbian regime alone.  This refusal from the Serbian side started the bitter battle over the corpses.  Fighting extended along the entire front line until 20 January.  Helicopters were involved in the fighting.  Ahmet KAQIKU, the commander of the 161st Brigade died heroically in the battle for the corpses and in defence of the right of international justice to come to the scene of the crime.  The soldier Vezir JASHARI died while offering assistance to this battle.  The fighting extended to Mollopolc, Jezerc /Jezerce/, Reçak, Ranca, Grejçevc /Grejčevce/ near Topilla /Topilo/, and Budakova /Budakovo/.  The bodies were taken to Prishtina.  The ICTY was not admitted to the autopsies.


For a time, the village of Reçak was emptied of its population.  Only five elderly men were left to look after the village cattle.  The game-playing with the bodies continued until 11 February.  The bodies were dragged down the corridors of hospitals, sometimes inside, sometimes outside, and some were brought to Shtimja and then taken back again to Prishtina.  Lawyers were authorised to take away the bodies, something never done before, even though all the bodies had been identified, with their place of residence.  The OSCE had to do this, according to the obligations it had shouldered.  The Albanians were not allowed to conduct their burials in freedom, as for example in the Qesta neighbourhood, and this is something that the people of Reçak will remember.  On 11 February, the news was broadcast on television that the victims of the crime would be buried in Reçak the next day.  Within one day, 40 graves were dug.  The funeral atmosphere gripped the village for two days.  Thirty thousand citizens of Kosovo attended this imposing burial ceremony.  Mr. William WALKER, the head of the OSCE, spoke to the families of the dead, and said among other things, “Rambouillet and Reçak are one.”  On that day, the lives of more than 40 people physically came to an end, but their memory will live long.


At this international conference, instead of agreement, peace, justice, and the rights of Albanians on the road to independence, for which they were paying with their lives, the Serbian regime, used to raising obstacles and to unrestrained violence, and supported by the Russians, responded with war, leading to the NATO intervention.  The message from now on will be than such scenes must never be repeated anywhere on earth.  Let the peoples have their right to live in freedom, peace and tolerance and with mutual respect according to international conventions, building their society in harmony with international standards.  This implies also the right to independence, as a guarantee for the physical survival of the people of Kosovo.


Peace and calm has returned to Reçak today, but it will be a long time before the parents, children, girls, and women of Reçak find peace of mind.  This is what BBC television reporter Orla GUERIN said.  So Serbian citizens must make a public apology for the crimes committed in Kosovo.  In their behaviour from now on, they should free themselves form the dictates of Belgrade and from the state chauvinism and pathology of MILOŠEVIĆ, which is leading the Serbian people themselves to ruin.  Today, one year after the crime at Reçak, the Albanian people of Kosovo have freedom of thought and movement.  Together with their true friends, KFOR, the OSCE, UNMIK, and the UNHCR, they are working to cope with the present, without forgetting the past.  


This dramatic and unrepeatable story has ennobled the Albanian people, making them worthy of their high culture, mythology, and civilisation.

9.  Haqif Shefki HYSENAJ, Petrova, aged about 49, head cut off and left eye gouged out.

10.  Muhamet Faik ISMAJLI, Reçak, aged about 44, skull broken, brains and both eyes gouged out.

11.  Fatmir Faik LIMANI, aged 35, mutilated in the face and head.

12.  Murtez Ramiz YMERI, Reçak, aged 25-30, body and face mutilated,

· Before the war, there were 22 houses with 2,370 inhabitants

· Seventy-three houses were burned and destroyed in the war.

· So far, 53 houses have been rebuilt, and 20 have been left unreconstructed.

· After 12 June 1999, there were about 2,000 inhabitants in the village.

· About 100 inhabitants have still not returned to their houses.  (This number is always changing, as the population returns to the village).

· This table does not include the number of houses shelled and demolished by Serbian police and military forces.

· Data have been verified by the Directorate for Urban Planning, Development, and Reconstruction and by representatives of the village.

· In the massacre at Reçak, 42 civilians of different ages, both men and women, children, and the elderly were killed.  The murdered civilians included two guests, Haqif HYSENI from the village of Petrova and Hanumshahe MUJOTA from the village of Mollopolc.  The body of Sahide Metush YMERI has still not been found.

· During the NATO intervention, three further civilians of different ages were murdered by Serbian military and police forces.

· Four people, including two children, were killed and three others were seriously wounded (records can be checked at the hospital) at the minefields round the Serbian positions on the outskirts of Qesta by the Shtimja pine trees.  These people were from Shtimja Municipality.

· Seven KLA soldiers were killed by Serbian police, military, and paramilitary forces in the Recçak massacre and during the period down to the end of the war.

· Death certificates may be obtained for the needs of the Tribunal from the relevant offices of Shtimja Municipality, upon official request.

b)  photographs of burned houses

c)  report on war damage drawn up by the municipal commission created for this purpose in October 1999.
