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P R O C E E D I N G S

MR. PRESIDENT: 

Good afternoon everyone.  Good afternoon, Witness.  You are reminded that you are still on oath and bound to speak the truth.  The cross‑examination will continue.  

THE WITNESS: 

(No interpretation) 

MR. KAREGYESA: 

Your Honours, we haven't received the English translation of what the witness just said.  

MR. PRESIDENT: 

Yes, the interpreters, could you please interpret what the witness just said.  

THE ENGLISH INTERPRETER: 

Mr. President, it was interpreted from Kinyarwanda into English.  

MR. KAREGYESA: 

Your Honours, I am on channel 4, I didn't receive it, and it would appear the court stenographers ‑‑ English stenographers didn't receive it as well.  

MR. PRESIDENT: 

Mr. Matemanga, what channel are we on for English?  

MR. MATEMANGA: 

Four. 

MR. PRESIDENT: 

English is 4?  

MR. MATEMANGA: 

Yes.  

MR. PRESIDENT: 

Well, what did he say?  Let's have it again.  

THE KINYARWANDAN INTERPRETER: 

He said he recalls having taken the oath.  

JUDGE LATTANZI: 

A moment, Mr. President.  I am waiting because it is not working.  It is not working, this here.

THE ENGLISH INTERPRETER: 

Mr. President, from the booth, there is a technical problem which is not the fault of the interpreters.  But what happened was, during the trial this morning, the Kinyarwanda booth was interpreting into French from Kinyarwanda, and the booth for the afternoon trial is interpreting into English.  So usually before a new trial comes in the technicians have to sort out the technical problems.  Thank you.  

MR. PRESIDENT: 

And has that been sorted out now, or do we need time for it?
MR. MATEMANGA: 

No, it's okay.  English is channel 4, French, channel 2, Kinyarwanda, channel 3.  

MR. PRESIDENT: 

Are we all right now?  

THE ENGLISH INTERPRETER: 

This is the English booth.  Can you hear me?  

MR. PRESIDENT: 

Yes.  

THE KINYARWANDAN INTERPRETER: 

Can you hear the Kinyarwanda booth, Your Honour?  

MR. PRESIDENT: 

I can't hear the Kinyarwanda booth.  

Yes, okay, that's fine.  

MR. KAREGYESA: 

Good afternoon, Mr. President, Your Honours.

I would just like to recap a couple of points that were made before we took the adjournment yesterday morning ‑‑ yesterday afternoon at one o'clock.  Now, you recall you told the Chamber that you went to Kigali on a date you don't remember, but possibly in early August 2005, and recorded a statement with the Defence counsel; is that correct?

Yes, I recall that.

Mr. President, the interpreter did not get the beginning of Defence counsel's submission.  

MR. PRESIDENT: 

Yes, what did you say, Mr. Labrousse?  I ‑‑ could you repeat, please.  

MR. COURCELLE LABROUSSE: 

Mr. President, I said:  Objection, this is not what the witness said yesterday.  

MR. KAREGYESA: 

Your Honours, it is not for counsel to answer that question.  The witness has already answered it in the affirmative.  

MR. PRESIDENT: 

Well, Witness, you were asked if you recalled testifying yesterday that you had signed the statement that you made to the Defence.  What's your answer to that question?  

THE WITNESS: 

I answered that I signed the statement. 

MR. KAREGYESA: 

Most obliged, Mr. President, Your Honours.  

BY MR. KAREGYESA:

Q.
Now, my last question ‑‑ 
MR. KAREGYESA:


maybe before I go to the next question, Your Honours, I propose that we move into closed session, because the next series of questions may reveal his identity.  

MR. PRESIDENT: 

Very well, then, we will now go into a closed session.
