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P R O C E E D I N G S

MR. PRESIDENT:

Is this witness waiving their protective measures, or is he a protected witness?  

MR. VERCKEN:

Yes, Mr. President.  This witness remains an absolutely protected witness.  Moreover, I would like his testimony to be given in closed session. 

MR. PRESIDENT:

I didn't ‑‑ yes, I'm sorry, I didn't get the translation of that, Mr. Vercken.  Could you please repeat?  

MR. VERCKEN:

I was saying that this witness is not waiving his protective measures.  Moreover, he would like his testimony to be given entirely in a closed session. 

MR. PRESIDENT:

Any way, let's get his particulars and the oath, and then we will deal with your application to have his ‑‑ the entire evidence taken in a closed session. 

Witness, you have before you a personal identification sheet which sets out your personal details. 

THE WITNESS:

I have seen it, Your Honour. 

MR. PRESIDENT:

Are the particulars contained therein accurate and have you signed the document?

THE WITNESS:

Yes.  That's correct, Your Honour. 

MR. PRESIDENT:

The personal details of this witness as set forth in this document are admitted into evidence as exhibit ‑‑ 

MR. MATEMANGA:

D. 31. 

MR. PRESIDENT:

D. 31, and placed under seal.  

(Exhibit No. D. 31 admitted, under seal)
MR. PRESIDENT:

Can you now administer the oath, Mr. Matemanga. 
(Declaration made by Witness RU18 in Kinyarwanda)
MR. PRESIDENT:  

Yes, you want the entire evidence taken in a closed session.  And what are your reasons, Mr. Vercken?  Then we will hear the Prosecution. 

MR. VERCKEN:

The arguments are identical to those that I raised regarding RU37, namely, that the entire history of this witness is known, and his evidence in and of itself may lead to his being identified. 

MR. PRESIDENT:

And it is not possible to separate his evidence?  

MR. VERCKEN:

I don't think so, Mr. President, unfortunately.  But I would like to specify that the next witness will give his evidence entirely in an open session and waives his right to protective measures. 

MR. PRESIDENT:

Yes, what is the Prosecution position on this witness?  

MS. MOBBERLEY:

I have no objection, Your Honour.  The cross‑examination was to be conducted, if the application was granted by Your Honours, fully in a closed session, in any case.  

MR. PRESIDENT:

Yes.  Very well, then.  Given that situation, we will grant you permission to lead this evidence in closed session. 

MR. VERCKEN:

I thank you, Mr. President.
