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          1                 Tuesday, 2nd May 2000

          2                 [Open session]

          3                 [The accused entered court]

          4                 --- Upon commencing at 9.30 a.m.

          5            JUDGE MUMBA:  Good morning.  Will the

          6  registrar please call the case.

          7            THE REGISTRAR: [Interpretation] Case

          8  IT-96-23-T, IT-96-23-1/T, the Prosecutor versus

          9  Dragolub Kunarac, Radomir Kovac, and Zoran Vukovic.

         10            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes.  The Prosecution.

         11            MS. KUO:  Yes, Your Honour.  We had requested

         12  a very brief preliminary matter before the witness was

         13  brought in and it is this:  It has come to our

         14  attention that Witness 75, who has previously testified

         15  and is related to Witness 48, paid a social visit to

         16  48 recently, and during the course of that visit,

         17  mentioned the fact that during her testimony was asked

         18  to make an identification of the accused.

         19            According to our information, she did not

         20  state where the accused sat, but she did make a comment

         21  that she had to stand up in order to see certain

         22  individuals, just to see enough to make the

         23  identification.

         24            We wanted to bring this matter to the Court's

         25  attention as well as to the Defence's attention so that

          1  they had the option, if they wished, to switch the

          2  seating of their clients so that when we make the

          3  in-court identification, there will not be any

          4  questions about whether anything was suggested to this

          5  witness.

          6            JUDGE HUNT:  Which one is she going to

          7  identify?

          8            MS. KUO:  This witness will be asked to

          9  identify Mr. Kunarac as well as Mr. Vukovic.

         10            JUDGE MUMBA:  I was allowing counsel time to

         11  consult.  Yes, Mr. Jovanovic?

         12            MR. JOVANOVIC: [Interpretation] I precisely

         13  wish to request a moment of the Trial Chamber's time to

         14  consult with my colleagues.  Thank you.

         15            JUDGE MUMBA:  Please go ahead.

         16                 [Defence counsel consult]

         17            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Your

         18  Honours, the Defence considers that there is no need

         19  for the accused to change places, and I should like to

         20  ask the Trial Chamber to assess this newly arisen

         21  situation as it sees fit.

         22            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes.  Thank you.

         23            Mr. Kolesar?

         24            MR. KOLESAR: [Interpretation] Your Honours, I

         25  agree with my colleague.

          1            JUDGE MUMBA:  Mr. Jovanovic?

          2            MR. JOVANOVIC: [Interpretation] Yes, Your

          3  Honour.  Vukovic's Defence also agrees with my learned

          4  colleagues.

          5            JUDGE MUMBA:  Thank you very much.  Before I

          6  say anything, I wish to commend the Prosecutor for

          7  bringing this matter to the attention of the Trial

          8  Chamber for all the parties, so that whatever

          9  finalities anybody wishes to make along the lines we

         10  are all thinking about can be done openly, so that the

         11  accused persons know how the trial is proceeding, and

         12  they can give counsel their instructions accordingly.

         13            MS. KUO:  One other matter is that this

         14  witness had previously requested image and voice

         15  alteration, and she has now requested that there not be

         16  any voice alteration, simply image alteration, as well

         17  as confidentiality.  So we would ask the Court to alter

         18  the protective order accordingly.

         19            JUDGE MUMBA:  I take it the Defence have

         20  heard the motion on the protective measures now being

         21  requested, and I take it that there is no objection.

         22            The protective measures are varied

         23  accordingly, and the trial proceeds.

         24                 [The witness entered court]

         25                 WITNESS:  WITNESS 48

          1                 [Witness answered through interpreter]

          2            JUDGE MUMBA:  Good morning, Witness.  Please

          3  take the solemn declaration.

          4            THE WITNESS:  Good morning.  I solemnly

          5  declare that I will speak the truth, the whole truth,

          6  and nothing but the truth.

          7            JUDGE MUMBA:  Thank you.  Please be seated.

          8                 Examined by Ms. Kuo:

          9       Q.   Good morning, Witness.

         10            MS. KUO:  Your Honours, I'm not getting a

         11  translation into English.

         12            THE INTERPRETER:  The witness didn't say

         13  anything, the interpreters note.

         14            JUDGE MUMBA:  She did say something.  If the

         15  usher can assist, she should draw closer to the

         16  microphone maybe.

         17            MS. KUO:

         18       Q.   Good morning, Witness.

         19       A.   Good morning.

         20            MS. KUO:  With the assistance of the usher, I

         21  would like to have this witness shown Exhibit 207,

         22  which the Prosecution wishes to enter into evidence at

         23  this time.

         24            THE REGISTRAR: [Interpretation] So this will

         25  be Exhibit P207, and it will be tendered under seal.

          1            MS. KUO:

          2       Q.   Witness, do you see your name on the paper

          3  that has just been given to you?

          4       A.   Yes, number 48.

          5       Q.   And you understand that that is the number

          6  that you will be referred to during the course of this

          7  trial?

          8       A.   Yes, probably.

          9       Q.   Under your name, do you see your birth date?

         10       A.   I see it.

         11       Q.   Now, before I continue further, I'd like to

         12  ask you a couple of questions about some contacts you

         13  may have had with Witness 75.  If you could look at the

         14  paper, you'll know the name of Witness 75.  Please do

         15  not refer to her by that name.

         16       A.   Yes.

         17       Q.   Did you speak with Witness 75 recently?

         18       A.   I did not.

         19       Q.   Witness, let me direct you to the piece of

         20  paper you've been given.  There are actually two sheets

         21  to it, and it might help you if you separate the two

         22  pieces of paper so you can see both sheets.

         23       A.   Yes.  Okay.  Okay.

         24       Q.   Do you see Witness 75 on the second sheet?

         25       A.   Yes, I do.

          1       Q.   Is she related to you?

          2       A.   Yes, she is.

          3       Q.   Did she visit you recently?

          4       A.   Yes, she did.

          5       Q.   How did that visit come about?  Don't mention

          6  where you live, but she visited you in your home; is

          7  that right?

          8       A.   Yes.

          9       Q.   During that visit, did she mention that she

         10  had testified here before the Tribunal in this trial?

         11       A.   Yes, she did.

         12       Q.   What did she say about what had happened in

         13  court?

         14       A.   Well, she told me that it was quite simple,

         15  that she wasn't afraid of anything, and that when she

         16  sat down to the microphone, she just got up and she

         17  recognised one of the three.

         18       Q.   Did she tell you who she recognised?

         19       A.   Dragoljub Kunarac, nicknamed Zaga.

         20       Q.   Did she tell you anything else about her

         21  testimony?

         22       A.   No.  We didn't discuss it further, because I

         23  was given instructions, I read them, and it said that

         24  we should not speak about those matters.  So we didn't

         25  speak about them any more, and it was just a

          1  conversation between the two of us.

          2       Q.   Witness, I should let you know that you

          3  should not let anything that anybody else has told you

          4  about this trial affect your testimony in any way.  Do

          5  you understand that?

          6       A.   No.  No.

          7       Q.   No, it will not; or no, you understand?

          8       A.   No, it will not.  It will not influence me.

          9       Q.   Thank you.  Witness, how old are you?

         10       A.   Well, I was born in 1957, which makes me 43.

         11       Q.   And where were you born?

         12       A.   Nastasi, which belongs to the Foca

         13  municipality.

         14       Q.   Are you married?

         15       A.   Yes, I am.

         16       Q.   Do you have children?

         17       A.   I have three.

         18       Q.   When the war started in 1992, how old were

         19  your children?

         20       A.   The eldest girl was 13 years old; my son was

         21  10 years old; and my third child was 4, getting on

         22  to 5.

         23       Q.   Where were you living at that time?

         24       A.   At that time, I lived in the village of

         25  Trosanj.

          1       Q.   Who did you live with?

          2       A.   My husband and my three children.

          3       Q.   Was your husband working at that time?

          4       A.   Yes, he was.

          5       Q.   Where did he work?

          6       A.   He worked in Maglic.

          7       Q.   What did he do there?

          8       A.   Well, how shall I put it?  It was a sort of

          9  boiler room, some steam went off from there.  I

         10  couldn't explain this to you exactly, but the important

         11  thing is that he worked there.

         12       Q.   Did you work outside the home?

         13       A.   No.

         14       Q.   What ethnicity are you?

         15       A.   I am a Muslim.

         16       Q.   Do you recall on what date the war in Foca

         17  started?

         18       A.   Well, I don't remember exactly, but roughly

         19  it was about the 12th of April, according to the things

         20  people said, but I don't know whether that is the exact

         21  date, but thereabouts.

         22       Q.   What happened on the date that the war

         23  started?

         24       A.   As far as our village is concerned, nothing

         25  happened on that day, but it was terrible.  We were

          1  afraid.  The people were afraid.

          2       Q.   Did your husband go to work that day?

          3       A.   Yes, he did.  My husband went -- two days

          4  after that my children went to school.  But when he

          5  went to work the next day, the Serb workers said that

          6  it wasn't a good idea that he came to work and that the

          7  children shouldn't go to school.  That's what his

          8  colleagues told him.

          9       Q.   Was there an explanation given to your

         10  husband as to why he should not go to work?

         11       A.   Well, no, they didn't tell him anything, but

         12  they said that it wouldn't be well, and not a good idea

         13  because we had to pass through a Serbian village and go

         14  back that way to our own village.  So they told him

         15  that it would not be a good thing for them to go to

         16  work and come back from work that way.

         17       Q.   Were you able to see any fighting or burning

         18  or shooting in your area?

         19       A.   Well, across the Drina River, the village of

         20  Kunduci, I saw that burning and we could feel -- we

         21  felt the attack on Foca.  We saw smoke, but I couldn't

         22  see the houses, I couldn't see burning houses.  But I

         23  did see the village of Kunduci which is across the

         24  river Drina and I could see that from my own house.

         25       Q.   And the village of Kunduci, is that a Serbian

          1  village or a Muslim village?

          2       A.   It's a Muslim village, a Muslim village.

          3       Q.   Could you see or learn what was happening by

          4  watching television?

          5       A.   Well, let me put it this way, they said that

          6  the war had already started in Foca and that people had

          7  been taken to the KP Dom, and were being taken away,

          8  and that the war had already started.  And we saw some

          9  houses burning, but as far as our villages is

         10  concerned, nobody touched us.  We were still in the

         11  village and nobody disturbed us.

         12       Q.   Were you surprised by the start of the war?

         13       A.   Well, yes, I was surprised.  We didn't know

         14  what to expect and what the war would be like, and

         15  where it was coming from so of course we were surprised

         16  and afraid.

         17       Q.   Had anybody warned you that the war might be

         18  starting?

         19       A.   Well, not from outside, but the old people

         20  would say things and my mother-in-law, who experienced

         21  the last war, did say that.  She used to say to us

         22  children that war could break out.

         23       Q.   After the war broke out, were you able to

         24  continue living in your home?

         25       A.   No, no, I didn't dare.  We could, as far as

          1  the house was concerned, but we didn't dare because we

          2  were too afraid to stay.

          3       Q.   Why were you afraid?

          4       A.   Well, we were afraid of the Serbian army.  We

          5  were afraid that they might come during the night and

          6  kill us.  So we would go to the woods.  And from that

          7  day on up to the 3rd of July we spent the time in the

          8  woods until we were attacked on that date.

          9       Q.   Why, in particular, were you afraid of the

         10  Serbian army?

         11       A.   Well, we were afraid because our elders told

         12  us things about them; my neighbour and an old man who

         13  was 90, the grandfathers and grandmothers, they were

         14  old people.  We were afraid because the last war, they

         15  would tell us stories of what happened then and they

         16  would always say that it was a terrible thing.

         17            Of course I, myself, hadn't lived through

         18  that period and didn't know what happened.  But the

         19  elderly people said that it was terrible, that we

         20  mustn't stay in our houses, that they would come and

         21  burn our houses and we would be burned alive in the

         22  houses or else they would kill our families so we were

         23  afraid.

         24       Q.   Now, you mentioned that you lived in the

         25  woods.  Did you stay all the time in the woods or were

          1  there times when --

          2       A.   Yes.

          3       Q.  -- were there also times when you went back to

          4  your own house?

          5       A.   I would go back to my mother-in-law's house

          6  in -- during the day.  And during the day, I would also

          7  go back to my own house to get some food and take what

          8  my three needed because they were in the woods with

          9  me.  So I would go back for an hour or two during the

         10  day and to take some food and take it back to them

         11  during the day.

         12       Q.   Were there other groups hiding in the woods

         13  with you?

         14       A.   Yes, yes, there were.  Half the village was

         15  there with my family; that is to say, we were all in

         16  one group, but we had all made separate little sort of

         17  nylon coverings and things which was sort of shelter

         18  for us during the night.  So that's where we were.

         19       Q.   Were all the people hiding in the woods

         20  Muslims?

         21       A.   Yes, they were.

         22       Q.   Do you know on what date Foca fell?

         23       A.   I don't remember.  I don't really remember.

         24       Q.   Do you remember learning that Foca fell?

         25       A.   I remember that they said that Foca had

          1  already fallen, but our village was the last of all the

          2  villages in the Foca municipality.  Our village

          3  remained the very last.

          4       Q.   Around the time that Foca fell, did someone

          5  notify the Muslim men in your village that they had to

          6  surrender their weapons?

          7       A.   Yes, yes, that's right.  They were informed

          8  by Vucko Pljevljacic.  He came and he said, "You should

          9  surrender your weapons peacefully.  No one will harm

         10  you.  You will be free in the village.  Nobody will

         11  touch you, but just hand in your weapons quietly," and

         12  that's what the people did.  They surrendered their

         13  weapons, took them away.

         14       Q.   You mentioned this person  Vucko Pljevljacic,

         15  was he a neighbour of yours?

         16       A.   Yes, that's right, he was.

         17       Q.   Was he a Serb?

         18       A.   He was.

         19       Q.   Do you know what official capacity he held?

         20       A.   He was a sort of policeman.  He worked in the

         21  MUP.

         22       Q.   Did he tell the villagers what would happen

         23  if the Muslim men did not surrender their weapons?

         24       A.   He said, if they don't surrender their

         25  weapons, then anything could happen if the Serbs

          1  attacked, and then the Muslims resisted, and everybody

          2  would be killed in the village then if that happened.

          3  So, quite simply, he said, "Turn in your weapons

          4  quietly.  Nobody will touch you; nobody will harm you;

          5  nobody will come into your village."

          6       Q.   Did your husband have weapons?

          7       A.   Yes.  He had a rifle.

          8       Q.   Did he turn that in?

          9       A.   Yes, he did.  And he had a piece of paper

         10  saying that he had surrendered his rifle.

         11       Q.   When was your village attacked?

         12       A.   Our village was attacked on the 3rd of July

         13  at 5:00 in the morning.

         14       Q.   Where were you at that time?

         15       A.   In the woods, in these -- by tent sort of

         16  constructions.

         17       Q.   Could you describe for us how the attack

         18  started, what you saw and heard?

         19       A.   Well, the attack started at about 5:00, and I

         20  just happened to go outside to go to the toilet, and

         21  there were various voices that could be heard perhaps

         22  some ten metres away, but I did hear some voices,

         23  different voices.  I went back to this covering and

         24  woke my husband up and told him to get up, and said

         25  that there was somebody talking nearby, and I said it

          1  could be the Serbian army.  And he said, "No.  Go back

          2  to sleep.  Go back to bed."  And I caught him by the

          3  hand as well and told him, "Get up, because there is

          4  somebody moving around."  When my husband got up and

          5  got out of this shelter, he heard the voices too, and

          6  we started to wake our children up.  There were my

          7  in-laws and there were people all around.  My

          8  neighbours as well.  Half village was there around us.

          9            But when we left this shelter, we started to

         10  flee across the way, but the shooting had already

         11  started, and we could feel the presence of the army.

         12  And when we got to in front of the shelter, [redacted]

         13  had already been wounded here.  He was bleeding.  He

         14  put his hand up here to his wound.  And that's where he

         15  stayed, in front of the shelter.

         16       Q.   I'm going to show you what's been marked for

         17  identification as Exhibit 78.

         18            MS. KUO:  With the assistance of the usher,

         19  may this witness be shown the B/C/S version?

         20       Q.   Witness, you gave a statement to

         21  representatives of the Tribunal that is dated the 9th

         22  of September, 1995; is that right?

         23       A.   Yes, that's right.

         24       Q.   I'm going to ask you to turn to page 3 in

         25  your version, and in the English it's page 4.  It's at

          1  the top of the page in English and at the bottom of the

          2  page in B/C/S.  There's a list of people; is that

          3  correct?

          4       A.   [redacted]

          5       Q.   I'm not going to ask you to read the list.

          6  I'm going to ask you to look at it, and we'll refer to

          7  the people on the list without giving their names.

          8  Okay?

          9       A.   Yes.

         10       Q.   The first person on the --

         11       A.   Yes.  Yes, that's right.  Those are the

         12  people.  Those are the names, all the names.  Those are

         13  the names that I gave, and that's the truth.

         14       Q.   Witness, the first person on that list, what

         15  did you see happen to her?

         16       A.   The first person on the list, she was in

         17  front of me when we fled in the woods.  She carried a

         18  small child, which was about two and a half years old,

         19  a little boy.  His name was Amir.  She was in front of

         20  me, and a bullet hit her in the forehead, and she

         21  dropped down right in front of me.  The child fell out

         22  of her arms and rolled down the hill in the forest, and

         23  [name redacted] lost her life.  I saw her bleeding.  I

         24  saw her covered in blood.  And that is where she

         25  stayed, the place where she was shot.  That's the place

          1  where she died.

          2       Q.   Was somebody able to save the child?

          3       A.   The little boy was also wounded; a bullet had

          4  hit him in the leg.  But we didn't see him for a few

          5  days, until we got to the secondary school centre.

          6            Then that child, when it rolled down the

          7  woods, he came to Slavko Ivanovic, and he picked the

          8  child up, and I could feel in his voice when he said,

          9  "Don't shoot.  Children are dying.  Innocent women are

         10  dying.  Don't shoot."  He shouted this out three

         11  times.  He said, "Women are dying.  Children are

         12  dying.  Don't shoot."

         13       Q.   Slavko Ivanovic, was that one of the Serb

         14  soldiers?

         15       A.   Yes.  He was a Serb soldier, and he wore a

         16  camouflage uniform.

         17       Q.   Now, looking at the second person on that

         18  list, again without mentioning her name, what did you

         19  see happen to her?

         20       A.   What happened to her was that her son was

         21  wounded there as well.  And she went up to her son and

         22  screamed and cried because of her son.  And he was

         23  already wounded, and so they killed her there too.  She

         24  rolled down the hill in the woods, but she was already

         25  dead.

          1       Q.   The third person on that list, what happened

          2  to him?

          3       A.   The third person on the list, well, we were

          4  next to each other, shoulder to shoulder, and just as

          5  he told me, "Get away from me, run away," I went off

          6  for about a metre or metre and a half and fell on my

          7  stomach, and he was hit here, and he just -- that's

          8  what happened to him.

          9       Q.   When you said "here," were you indicating

         10  your head?

         11       A.   Yes, his head, the back of his head.

         12       Q.   Approximately how old was this person?

         13       A.   Well, that person was about 40, 49.  I

         14  couldn't tell you exactly, but an elderly person.

         15  About 49, 50, that sort of age.

         16       Q.   What happened to your husband?

         17       A.   At that precise moment, nothing happened to

         18  him.  He was with me.  He carried our youngest child.

         19  When we went up the hill, he put him down and said to

         20  me, "You take him up.  I can't carry him any more."

         21  And then he took our older son by the hand and went off

         22  into the woods.  Nothing happened to him.

         23       Q.   Was your husband able to escape that day?

         24       A.   Yes.  Yes, with our middle son.  They

         25  succeeded in escaping.

          1       Q.   Were you able to see the soldiers when they

          2  surrounded you?

          3       A.   Yes, I was.  I saw the soldiers. (redacted)

          4  (redacted) was also made – [redacted], was also

          5  made to move off by the soldiers, yes.

          6       Q.   I'm going to ask you not to mention names.

          7  Okay?  If there's --

          8       A.   Yes, very well.

          9       Q.   If there's a name you wish to use, either

         10  refer to the list in front of you or ask to write the

         11  person's name down or simply refer to the person's

         12  relationship to you.  Okay?  Everyone will understand

         13  what you mean if you mention the relationship.  Do you

         14  understand that?

         15       A.   Yes, I understand.

         16       Q.   When the soldiers surrounded you, what were

         17  they wearing?

         18       A.   They had camouflage uniforms, rifles, some

         19  big knives.  They had bombs around their waist.  They

         20  had the sort of belts for bullets around their chest.

         21       Q.   Could you tell exactly how many soldiers

         22  there were?

         23       A.   Well, I don't remember exactly how many, but

         24  there were a lot of them.  Yes, there were many

         25  soldiers, because they had surrounded us from all

          1  sides.  They had surrounded our group from all sides.

          2  But I couldn't tell you exactly how many there were.  I

          3  didn't count them because it was all in the woods, you

          4  know, and I can't give you answer at number, and I

          5  don't remember.  All I remember is that there were many

          6  of them, but exactly how many, to give you the details,

          7  I'm afraid I can't.

          8       Q.   In your statement to the Tribunal in 1995,

          9  you mentioned that there might have been 380 soldiers.

         10  Do you remember what you meant by that?

         11       A.   Well, probably I meant that there were a lot

         12  of them.  There were a lot of them.  I sort of felt

         13  that at that moment, and with all the pain, I thought

         14  that there were even more of them perhaps than I had

         15  said there were.  But as I say, I didn't count them one

         16  by one, so I don't really know there were 380 exactly.

         17  I don't remember that.  But there were a lot of them,

         18  in any case.  There were many of them.

         19       Q.   What did the soldiers do after they

         20  surrounded you?  Did they remain together or did they

         21  separate?

         22       A.   Some of them remained with us, others went

         23  down to the other side.  Some of them remained there

         24  questioning us, beating us.  They were also beating the

         25  men.  They were interrogating us, asking us where our

          1  husbands were, what kind of weapons they had.

          2       Q.   Were you beaten or interrogated?

          3       A.   They were stabbing a big knife into a piece

          4  of wood right next to me, and he kept saying, "Tell me

          5  the truth or I'm going to slaughter you," but he did

          6  not beat me.  In all fairness, he did not beat me.

          7       Q.   When you say "he," who are you referring to?

          8       A.   I remember it was Tuta, Gojko Janjic [sic].

          9       Q.   Were the men separated from the women?

         10       A.   Not while we were in the woods.  Down there,

         11  about 10 or 15 metres away, they took us out together

         12  into a meadow.  It was a small meadow.  Then they

         13  separated us.  The men were on the one side, the seven

         14  men, and on the other side were the women and

         15  children.

         16       Q.   Now I'd like to refer you back to the list

         17  that you have in front of you, which is part of the

         18  statement Exhibit 78.  We already went through the

         19  first three names.  Do you see, following that, the

         20  seven names of the seven men that were taken with you

         21  into the meadow that day?  The list continues, in your

         22  version, on to the next page.

         23       A.   Yes.  Yes.  Yes.

         24       Q.   What happened after they separated the men

         25  from the women?

          1       A.   The soldiers stood in front of them.  Then

          2  they started beating them.  They were hitting them.

          3  They were mistreating them.  They were not killed while

          4  we were there.  They were being hit.  They were being

          5  forced to kiss -- I mean, they made my father-in-law to

          6  kiss a cross, to cross himself as well.

          7            After that, they told us, the women and

          8  children, that we would be taken away, and they

          9  remained lined up there.

         10       Q.   You've already mentioned two of the Serb

         11  soldiers whom you recognised, Tuta, known as -- also

         12  the same person as Janko Janjic, and also Slavko

         13  Ivanovic?

         14       A.   Yes.

         15       Q.   Did you also recognise any of the other Serb

         16  soldiers?

         17       A.   Yes, Gojko Jankovic.

         18       Q.   Anyone else?

         19       A.   I can't remember.  I can't remember.

         20       Q.   Was Zelja Zelenovic also there?

         21       A.   Yes.  Zelja Zelenovic was there.  They called

         22  him Vojvoda, "duke."  Yes.

         23       Q.   Was there also a soldier with a pony-tail

         24  whom you learned was called Panto?

         25       A.   Yes.  Yes.  He had long hair.  He wore it in

          1  a pony-tail.  He was tall, skinny.  I didn't know his

          2  real name.

          3       Q.   Was Zoran Vukovic also there?

          4       A.   Yes, Zoran Vukovic was there too.

          5       Q.   Did you know Zoran Vukovic before the war?

          6       A.   Yes.

          7       Q.   How did you know him?

          8       A.   I met him.  It's not that we were close or

          9  anything.  I would always say hello to him, and he

         10  would say hello to me because I would meet him often.

         11  This Zoran Vukovic was in Aladza-Livade.  That's where

         12  he lived.

         13       Q.   Did he live close to one of your relatives?

         14       A.   Yes, my brother's neighbourhood.  My brother

         15  had a house in Aladza.

         16       Q.   When you saw Zoran Vukovic that day in the

         17  woods or in the meadow, what was he doing?

         18       A.   I saw him in the meadow.  At that moment,

         19  while I was there, he wasn't doing a thing.  He was

         20  just standing around with the other soldiers.  But I

         21  did not really see him do anything, no.

         22       Q.   Was he also dressed in camouflage uniform?

         23       A.   Yes.

         24       Q.   Was he armed as well?

         25       A.   Yes.

          1       Q.   Now, at one point you mentioned that the

          2  women were being led away from the meadow.  Could you

          3  describe what happened then?

          4       A.   The women were taken from the meadow, they

          5  said that we had to leave.  We went about 20 or 30

          6  metres down.  The soldiers were following us and they

          7  said, "Your people are shooting, and they're going to

          8  kill us."  Seven remained in that meadow and then the

          9  shooting started up there.  And when the shooting up

         10  there started then they said, "Get up, we're going to

         11  proceed now."

         12            As we took the path or road and we left from

         13  there, then there were those seven Muslims there and

         14  then they were approaching us one by one.

         15       Q.   The seven Muslims who were left in the

         16  meadow, do you know what happened to them?

         17       A.   I know two days later, as they were going

         18  back to the village, these were our men.  They were

         19  looking for us, trying to find out what happened.

         20  Dzemo Pekaz told us that they found those seven men.

         21  That they were all massacred, that they were all

         22  killed, that they found [name redacted] and others in the

         23  woods.

         24       Q.   Had you heard any of the Serb soldiers give

         25  an order to shoot?

          1       A.   I did not.  I did not.  I did not.  I do not

          2  recall.

          3       Q.   How many villagers were there in your village

          4  when the war started?

          5       A.   Well, it's a small village.  It was a small

          6  village.  Perhaps all together, about 180, 180 all

          7  together, but then our group -- that was half of the

          8  village, and the other half was on the other side.

          9       Q.   Do you know how many villagers were killed

         10  that day?

         11       A.   I know.  I know on that day about 27 were

         12  killed.

         13       Q.   Now, I'm going to refer you back to the list

         14  and, again, please do not use the names, but we've gone

         15  through the first three that you saw killed in the

         16  woods.  The next seven were the men who were taken in

         17  the meadow that you learned later had been killed.

         18  Following that is the name of a woman and a man.

         19  Without reading out their names, could you tell us what

         20  you know happened to them.

         21       A.   One man and one woman, yes, yes, they were

         22  killed too, yes.

         23       Q.   Would you please look at Exhibit 78 in front

         24  of you on page four.  After the seven men, there's a

         25  name of a woman and then there's a name of a man.  Do

          1  you see that?

          2       A.   Yes, yes.

          3       Q.   Do you know what happened to them?

          4       A.   I heard.  I did not see this by myself.  I

          5  heard that they were torched in their house and burned.

          6       Q.   Underneath those names, there is a name of

          7  someone else.  Do you know what happened to that

          8  person?

          9       A.   The last two names?  The last two names?  The

         10  very last two names?

         11       Q.   I'm not asking about those names --

         12       A.   The very last two names, the man and the

         13  woman?  I heard that they were burned down in their

         14  house.

         15       Q.   Okay.  Going back up the list, there's the

         16  name of a person after the two people that you

         17  mentioned, the couple who were burned, that you learned

         18  were burned in their house.  Do you see the name of

         19  that person?  The initials are "SK".  Do you see that

         20  name?

         21            Witness, would you please look at the

         22  exhibit.  Witness, do you see a person -- I'd like you

         23  to look at the exhibit.

         24       A.   I don't understand.

         25       Q.   Okay.  Why don't we proceed this way.

          1  Without giving anybody's names and without you

          2  referring to the exhibit, can you tell us what you

          3  learned happened to other villagers that day who were

          4  killed?

          5            Witness, let me ask you this way:  Were there

          6  other villagers killed that day?

          7       A.   I don't understand this language.

          8            JUDGE MUMBA:  We understand there's a problem

          9  of translation.

         10            MS. KUO:  Okay.  Your Honours, it appears

         11  that this line of questioning was confusing to the

         12  witness because she had pressed the button when she was

         13  referring to the exhibit and was not getting a proper

         14  translation.

         15       A.   I didn't understand.  I didn't understand,

         16  you see.

         17       Q.   Very well.  It's not your fault, Witness.  We

         18  understand what happened.

         19            You mentioned to us several individuals who

         20  were killed from your village; is that right?

         21       A.   Yes.

         22       Q.   We'd like to know from you, without your

         23  using any names, what you learned happened to villagers

         24  who remained in the village that day.

         25       A.   Well, these villagers who remained in the

          1  village that day, those who had not fled from the

          2  village, this was a big family, seven of them were in

          3  this group.

          4            Until the present day, no one has heard of

          5  them.  Everyone assumes that they were all killed.

          6  There were three young children there.  There was a few

          7  young brides, and then there was also one sister.  No

          8  one knows what happened to them.  Everybody says that

          9  they were killed.

         10       Q.   And were these all Muslims?

         11       A.   All of them, Muslims.

         12       Q.   As you were being led away from the meadow,

         13  were you able to see any destruction in your village?

         14       A.   Yes.  Yes, I could, because I passed by my

         15  house about 50 metres away.  My house had burned down

         16  and the barn and, of course, all the other houses were

         17  in flames as well.  Only Izet Colo's barn was still

         18  there and  Cerimagic's house, but all the rest were

         19  burned down.  The rest of the village was burned down.

         20  Of course I saw it.

         21       Q.   And the village, was it predominantly Muslim

         22  or was it mixed Muslim and Serb?

         23       A.   Predominantly Muslim.  There was only one

         24  house on the outskirts of the village belonging to

         25  Vucko Pljevljacic's father, but he would also come

          1  there every now and then.  He had an apartment in Foca,

          2  but his father and mother were there.  So that's the

          3  only house that was there on the very outskirts of the

          4  village.

          5       Q.   Could you see, was that house destroyed in

          6  any way?

          7       A.   No, no, no.  The house remained intact.

          8  Right that moment, I mean, as we were forced through

          9  the village, as we passed through the village, it had

         10  not burned down then.

         11       Q.   Do you know if it was later burned down?

         12       A.   No, I didn't hear anything like that.  I

         13  don't know about the details, whether it was burned

         14  down or not.  I don't know.

         15       Q.   Where was your group taken, the women and

         16  children who were separated out from the seven men?

         17       A.   Yes, yes.

         18       Q.   Where were you taken?

         19       A.   We were taken out to the road that led

         20  through our village.  They took us along this road to

         21  Buk Bijela.  When we were brought to Buk Bijela, there

         22  were some prefabricated buildings there.

         23       Q.   How did you get there?  Did you walk or were

         24  you transported?

         25       A.   No, no, we walked.  We walked on foot.  The

          1  children and ourselves on foot all the way to these

          2  barracks.

          3       Q.   Approximately what time did you arrive?

          4       A.   Approximately, well, I can't remember exactly

          5  now.  Perhaps it was about 11.00 or 10.30, but I'm not

          6  sure of the exact time.  But approximately it was

          7  around that time.

          8       Q.   When you arrived at Buk Bijela, what were you

          9  told to do?

         10       A.   They lined us up, all of us, first women,

         11  then children.  Some said that we should be killed.

         12  Others said that they were taking us somewhere to put

         13  us up somewhere.  And then others said, "Why should we

         14  let them live?"  And then others said, "Well, women and

         15  children were innocent so let's put them up somewhere.

         16  Foca, and then there is an empty classroom in the

         17  secondary school building, so perhaps we could take

         18  them there."  That's what they were saying.

         19       Q.   Who was having this discussion about what to

         20  do with you?

         21       A.   I don't know.  I can't remember.  I can't

         22  remember.  I cannot remember who was saying this

         23  exactly, which soldier.  I cannot remember which

         24  soldier was saying what.

         25       Q.   But they were all soldiers having this

          1  discussion; is that right?

          2       A.   Yes, yes.  Yes, all of them.

          3       Q.   Were women and girls taken out individually

          4  by soldiers?

          5       A.   Yes, yes, yes individually.  Taken out,

          6  individually taken to the barracks, and then returned.

          7       Q.   Were you taken out individually?

          8       A.   Yes.

          9       Q.   Who took you?

         10       A.   Tuta.

         11       Q.   Where did he take you?

         12       A.   He took me to some room in these barracks,

         13  some kind of a room.  I can't remember now what the

         14  room was like.  I know it was a room.

         15       Q.   Before Tuta took you out, did you see him

         16  take anyone else, and again if you -- if the answer is

         17  yes, please refer to that person's number rather than

         18  name.

         19       A.   Yes.  Number 62 -- no, no, I made a mistake.

         20  Number 75, Number 87, Number DB.  They were taken out

         21  before me.

         22       Q.   Were they all taken out by Tuta or by other

         23  soldiers as well?

         24       A.   Other soldiers, other soldiers, but I do not

         25  remember their names.  I do not remember their names.

          1  I know that Tuta took me out.

          2       Q.   When Tuta took you to this room, was there

          3  anyone else there?

          4       A.   There were three other soldiers there.

          5       Q.   What did Tuta or any of the other soldiers

          6  tell to you do?

          7       A.   Tuta said that I had to undress.  I didn't

          8  want to.  I started to cry.  And he asked me why I was

          9  crying, and I said, "I don't want to undress."  And he

         10  said, "You have to undress."  He slapped my face, and

         11  then he started undressing me.

         12       Q.   And what happened next?

         13       A.   Then he raped me two or three times, I can't

         14  remember.  I was so afraid.  I don't know whether it

         15  was once or whether it was twice.  I don't remember.  I

         16  was so frightened.  I was depressed.  I can't remember

         17  whether it was once or twice, and what were all the

         18  things he did.  I can't remember what he was doing to

         19  me.  I just know that I was having a very hard time.

         20            When I left the barracks, he asked me -- I

         21  asked him, rather, to take me straight to the Drina and

         22  to throw me into the river.  I asked him to do that.

         23       Q.   What was his reaction?

         24       A.   Well, he said, "No one else is going to rape

         25  you, you can be sure of that.  You can be sure of

          1  that.  Nobody else is going to touch you while you are

          2  here."  He said that it would only be him who would be

          3  raping me and nobody else.  And he said, "Don't worry,

          4  nobody else is going to take you away while we were

          5  there in Buk Bijela."

          6       Q.   You mentioned that there were other soldiers

          7  in the room.  Were they there when Tuta raped you?

          8       A.   Yes, they were.  Yes, they were present.

          9  Then afterwards they would go out and take women out.

         10       Q.   Did any of those other soldiers do anything

         11  to you that day?

         12       A.   No.  No.  I don't remember.  I don't remember

         13  that they did anything to me.

         14       Q.   Now, you used the word "rape," and the Court

         15  will need to know exactly what you mean by that.  Can

         16  you explain to the Court what you mean when you use

         17  that word?

         18       A.   Rape.  Well, rape, it's a form of attack.  It

         19  is not of your own free will, voluntarily.  I have to

         20  do what he tells me because he's got the knife under my

         21  neck, he's got his rifle, so, of course, I have to do

         22  what he says to me.  And I resisted, I entreated, I

         23  pleaded with him, but none of this helped.  And then,

         24  of course, it was this force.

         25       Q.   Can you tell the Court specifically what he

          1  did to you?

          2       A.   Well, normally he did it.  He forced me to

          3  take my clothes off.  I didn't want to take my clothes

          4  off.  He slapped my face and told me to get undressed.

          5  I didn't want to do this.  Then he tried again and

          6  ripped everything off me.  He ripped my knickers off

          7  me, and then he raped me.  And, of course, rape is by

          8  force.  That is quite normal.  It is by force.  I

          9  didn't want it.  I resisted as much as I could, and it

         10  was this force, the force he raped me with, and that's

         11  it.  As soon as anybody says that he's going to slit

         12  your throat and kill you if you don't let him do what

         13  he wants, then quite naturally that is what it is, that

         14  is the rape.

         15       Q.   And the specific sexual act that he did, did

         16  he put his penis into your vagina?

         17       A.    Yes.  Yes, that's right.

         18       Q.   Did Tuta say anything about what was

         19  happening to other Muslim women and girls in Foca or in

         20  that area?

         21       A.   Yes, he did.  On one occasion he did talk

         22  about that, but not on that occasion, or at least I

         23  don't remember that he told me actually then and

         24  there.

         25       Q.   On the other occasions, and we'll get to them

          1  later, what did Tuta say was happening?

          2       A.   Tuta said that it was quite natural.  "You're

          3  not the only Muslim to be raped.  Other Muslim women

          4  have been raped in other villages, and that is nothing

          5  terrible," and that I had no right to protect myself.

          6  And he said, "You're going to bear Serb children, not

          7  Muslims any more," and that there won't be a single

          8  Muslim left in Foca.

          9       Q.   Do you remember exactly when Tuta said that

         10  to you?

         11       A.   Well, I don't remember the date.  I can't

         12  remember the exact date because eight years is a long

         13  time, but do I recall that he used to say things like

         14  that to me, but I don't know the details.  When he

         15  actually said this, I don't know.  I don't know.

         16       Q.   Now, after Tuta raped you at Buk Bijela, were

         17  you able to return to the other women and girls?

         18       A.   Yes, I was.

         19       Q.   Did you tell anybody what happened to you?

         20       A.   Well, I didn't tell anybody because I was

         21  frightened.  And we didn't dare.  The army was in front

         22  of us.  Number 74 was close by to me, and she asked me

         23  what was going on, and I told her that I had been raped

         24  and that everything happened the way it did, and then

         25  Tuta came and they took out this individual.

          1       Q.   They took 74 after you were returned?

          2       A.   Yes.  Yes, that's right.

          3       Q.   You mentioned some other women and girls who

          4  were taken out individually at Buk Bijela.  Did you see

          5  when they were returned?

          6       A.   Yes, I did.  I saw them all being brought

          7  back except number 87.  She was returned last, when the

          8  buses had already started.  Her mother was crying.  She

          9  said, "She's not here."  And when the buses were about

         10  to leave for Foca, they brought her in.  Two of them

         11  brought her in.  They carried her between the two of

         12  them.  She was all yellow, and her face had been

         13  completely distorted.

         14       Q.   How did the other women or girls look when

         15  they were returned?

         16       A.   Terrible, absolutely terrible.

         17       Q.   Were you taken away from Buk Bijela?

         18       A.   Yes.  They transported us.  A bus came, and

         19  they collected us up, rounded us up, and they took us

         20  to Foca, to in front of the MUP building, and two got

         21  off the bus and went into the MUP building.

         22            Dragan Gagovic came out, and he was wearing a

         23  blue suit on him.  He has a sort of card here.  He went

         24  out towards the bus, but he didn't actually go into the

         25  bus.  He stood in front of the bus.  He talked to

          1  them.  What he said, I don't know.  I wasn't able to

          2  hear.  We stayed there for some time, perhaps 10 or 15,

          3  20 minutes, I'm not quite sure.  Then they took us away

          4  from there.  They took us to the Livade, the meadow

          5  area, to the secondary school centre.

          6       Q.   You mentioned two got off the bus.  Do you

          7  remember who they were?

          8       A.   I don't know.  I don't remember.  I don't

          9  remember who those two soldiers were.  They were in the

         10  bus with us, but they didn't mistreat us in any way,

         11  nor did they say anything to us.  No, they didn't do

         12  anything to us.  Who they were, I really don't

         13  remember.

         14       Q.   You mentioned Dragan Gagovic.  Did you know

         15  him before the war?

         16       A.   Yes, I did.  I did.

         17       Q.   How did you know him?

         18       A.   Well, I knew him.  In 1977, I was to go to

         19  Germany, and so I went there to get my identification

         20  card, my ID, and to get out a passport, to be issued a

         21  passport.  I didn't actually know -- well, I knew him

         22  that way.

         23       Q.   Did you know him in any sort of social or

         24  personal context?

         25       A.   No.  No.  I didn't have -- socialise with him

          1  or have any special contacts with him, no.

          2       Q.   When you were all taken to the secondary

          3  school centre, around what time was it?

          4       A.   To the secondary school centre.  Well, I

          5  think it was about 1.00, one o'clock.  I don't know

          6  exactly.  About 1.00 or 2.00 when we went from Mjesaja

          7  to Foca.  We were in front of the MUP.  Then we went to

          8  the secondary school centre.  I think that's how it

          9  was, but I can't give you any details, I don't

         10  remember.

         11       Q.   So you don't remember the exact time; is that

         12  right?

         13       A.   No, I don't remember.  Of course I don't

         14  remember now.

         15       Q.   Were there soldiers at the school when you

         16  arrived?

         17       A.   We didn't come across any, no.  None of the

         18  soldiers were there when we arrived.  There was just

         19  someone on the ground floor when we went in, but he

         20  wasn't a soldier.  That was probably somebody from the

         21  kitchen.  He wasn't a soldier.

         22       Q.   Where inside the school were you taken?

         23       A.   I remember we went into the school.  There

         24  was a staircase, and we went up to the floor above, to

         25  a classroom there.

          1       Q.   Can you describe the classroom?  What was in

          2  it and how --

          3       A.   The classroom had some foam mattresses and

          4  blankets.  Whether there were any pillows or not, I

          5  can't really remember, but there were some blankets and

          6  there were these sort of foam mattresses.

          7       Q.   How many people were in your group that was

          8  brought to the secondary school that day?

          9       A.   That day.  Well, I think there were about

         10  28 to 30 of us, thereabouts, but I'm not quite sure.

         11  Maybe there were more.

         12       Q.   Two days later, on the 5th of July, did some

         13  more people come?

         14       A.   Yes.  Yes, they did.

         15       Q.   Approximately how many people were in that

         16  second group?

         17       A.   Approximately about -- let me see.  There

         18  were three, and then there were -- well, about 17 or

         19  18 women and children.  There was a large group of

         20  women and children.

         21       Q.   The first night at the high school, did any

         22  soldiers come?

         23       A.   Yes, they did.

         24       Q.   Do you remember which soldiers?

         25       A.   I remember that Tuta came and another one.

          1  They came first, and they asked for any gold things we

          2  had, passports, documents, papers.  They took away our

          3  gold jewellery.

          4       Q.   Did they also threaten the people at the high

          5  school?

          6       A.   Yes, they did.  Tuta told me -- I just had

          7  these little earrings and my little girl had earrings,

          8  and he said, "Take them out.  It's better for you than

          9  for me to cut your ear off."  So I took my own earrings

         10  out of my ears and my daughter's earrings out and gave

         11  them to him.

         12       Q.   Did the soldiers take any women out that

         13  night?

         14       A.   Yes, they would come back and take people

         15  out.

         16       Q.   On that first night, were you taken out of

         17  that classroom?

         18       A.   Yes.  Tuta took me out, but he brought me

         19  back quickly.

         20       Q.   Where did he take you?

         21       A.   He took me into another classroom.

         22       Q.   Did he take you by yourself or with anybody

         23  else?

         24       A.   He took me out by myself.  When we got to

         25  that room, there was a sort of foam mattress and two

          1  other soldiers there, and he told me to take my clothes

          2  off.  I didn't want to.  I refused to do that.  He said

          3  that I had to take my clothes off.  I said, "No, I

          4  can't take my clothes off because I'm menstruating."

          5  He said that I was lying and that he didn't believe

          6  me.  Then he came towards me and started taking my

          7  clothes off.  When he saw that I did have my period, he

          8  told me to put my clothes back on and go back to the

          9  hall.

         10       Q.   Had you just started menstruating that day?

         11       A.   Yes, that's right.

         12       Q.   What else did Tuta do to you when he saw that

         13  you were menstruating?

         14       A.   Nothing.  He told me to put my clothes on and

         15  to go back to the hall.  He asked me which other women

         16  were menstruating, and I said, "Well, I don't know.

         17  How should I know?"  Then he returned to the hall and

         18  took out number 74 and number 51.

         19       Q.   Did you see when they were returned?

         20       A.   Well, I don't really remember.  I can't say,

         21  because I was very frightened.  I cried a lot.  My

         22  child was still in the woods.  I didn't know where my

         23  child was.  So I cried mostly.  I was all alone.  And I

         24  don't really remember when they returned and what time

         25  of day it was.

          1       Q.   The child you refer to as being in the woods,

          2  was that your son whom your husband took when he left?

          3       A.   Yes, that's right.  That's right, yes.

          4       Q.   How long was it before you saw your husband

          5  and son again?

          6       A.   Four years went by.

          7       Q.   On the third day, at the high school, were

          8  you taken out by Zelenovic to a house in Sukovac?

          9       A.   Yes, I was.

         10       Q.   What happened then?

         11       A.   He took me to a house.  I don't know whose

         12  house it was.  When we went into the house, he told me

         13  to take my clothes off.  I said that I was menstruating

         14  and pleaded with him not to rape me, but he said, "As

         15  you have been so honest," he wouldn't rape me, and he

         16  took me back.  He asked me which was a good girl for

         17  him to take out, and I said I didn't know.

         18       Q.   Were you ever taken out again while you were

         19  detained at the high school?

         20       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember.  I don't

         21  remember whether they took me out any more at the

         22  secondary school centre.  I don't seem to remember

         23  that.

         24       Q.   Were other women and girls taken out from the

         25  secondary school centre?

          1       A.   Yes, they were.  Yes, they were taken out.

          2       Q.   Referring to the list before you, could you

          3  tell us who you remember as being taken out from the

          4  school?

          5       A.   Yes, I remember.  Number 87, DM, DB,

          6  number 75, 88, 105.  They were taken out, but all of

          7  them were returned.

          8       Q.   Could you see what condition they were when

          9  they were returned?

         10       A.   They were in an awful state, especially 62.

         11  Actually, 75, when she was brought back, her nose was

         12  bleeding.  She looked awful.  We had to use towels to

         13  stop her nosebleed.  You could see that she had

         14  suffered.  She was bleeding from the nose.  We used all

         15  the cloth we could.  We used some of the pantaloons

         16  that one of the women had, to put upon her nose.  That

         17  was number 75.

         18       Q.   Could you describe the conditions at the high

         19  school, what kind of sanitary conditions there were?

         20       A.   Well, as far as the food is concerned, we had

         21  it three times a day.  It wasn't sufficient, of

         22  course.  Then on the ground floor there was a sort of

         23  little kitchen or something, but we did get breakfast,

         24  lunch, and dinner, three times a day.

         25            As far as the hygienic concerns were

          1  concerned, we had nothing.   The water was cold.  We

          2  didn't have any soap or any shampoo, none of that.  In

          3  one of the halls there was rubbish on a sort of raised

          4  platform that was there, like a sort of theatre.  It

          5  was all covered in rubbish, garbage.

          6       Q.   Was there soap or anything to clean yourself

          7  with?

          8       A.   No.  No, there wasn't.  None of that existed,

          9  nothing of that kind.  No soap, no shampoo, no

         10  detergent, no towels, no hot water.  There was just

         11  cold water in that toilet.

         12       Q.   Were there sanitary towels for the women who

         13  were menstruating?

         14       A.   No.  No, there weren't.

         15       Q.   Did anyone guard you at the high school?

         16       A.   Yes, they did.

         17       Q.   And how many guards were there?

         18       A.   First of all, there was one, perhaps two, for

         19  several days, and then there were two.  There was one

         20  person or two or three days and then there was two.

         21       Q.   Did the guards maltreat you in any way?

         22       A.   No.  No, they didn't.  The guards, they

         23  didn't even go into the hall.  They didn't mistreat us

         24  in any way.  They didn't react to us at all.  They were

         25  sorry for us and said that they were sorry for these

          1  innocent people and that everything was happening the

          2  way it was.  So they didn't take us out.  No.  No, they

          3  didn't.

          4       Q.   Did the guards prevent the soldiers from

          5  taking women and girls out?

          6       A.   Well, they did prevent them as far as they

          7  were able, but they couldn't prevent them.  They

          8  couldn't do anything.  And they used to say to us, "We

          9  are trying to prevent them from taking you out, but

         10  they say they're going to shoot us.  So there's nothing

         11  we can do."  So, in fact, they didn't.  As far as the

         12  soldiers are concerned and the soldiers entering the

         13  hall, they didn't.

         14       Q.   Do you remember approximately how often the

         15  soldiers came to take women and girls out from the

         16  school?

         17       A.   Well, about -- that is to say, they would

         18  come in the evening, and they would come in the

         19  afternoon.  One group would take some out and then

         20  others would come back.  The girls would be returned,

         21  others taken out, other soldiers come and go, that sort

         22  of thing.

         23       Q.   I wanted to clarify something you had

         24  mentioned earlier.  You had mentioned that one of the

         25  women who was taken out was the name you see beside the

          1  number 51; is that right?

          2       A.   No.  No.  No.  She was -- only on the fourth

          3  day did they come to the secondary school centre, on

          4  the third or fourth day.

          5       Q.   Do you mean that 51 was part of the second

          6  group of women that was brought to the high school?

          7       A.   Yes.  Yes, that's right.  The second group

          8  that was brought to us after three days.  Whether it

          9  was three days later or on the fourth day, I don't

         10  remember, but I do remember that that group was brought

         11  on the third day, and that that individual was in the

         12  group that was brought after us.

         13       Q.   Now, there were two people kept at the high

         14  school with that same name; isn't that right?

         15       A.   Yes, two people.  Yes, that's right.

         16       Q.   One of them is the mother of Number 50 and

         17  the other one is a younger girl, right?

         18       A.   Not a girl, the mother of two children.

         19       Q.   I'm sorry.  So the one that you mentioned was

         20  taken out, was that the mother of 50 or was it the

         21  other one with the same name?

         22       A.   Of Number 51 that was taken out, that I had

         23  mentioned her as having been taken out.

         24       Q.   The person with that name who was taken out,

         25  was it the mother of 50 or was it the other person with

          1  the same name?

          2       A.   No.  No, it wasn't the mother.  It was the

          3  other person with the same name, and she had two small

          4  children.  They were perhaps four or five; one was four

          5  or five and the other was perhaps seven.  And the other

          6  one was the mother, the same name, the same surname of

          7  Number 50, Number 50's mother.

          8       Q.   Now, how many days were you detained at the

          9  high school?

         10       A.   Well, I think -- I don't remember, but I

         11  think it was 10 or 12 days, something like that.  I

         12  can't give you all the exact details and tell you the

         13  exact date, whether we were there exactly that long,

         14  but we weren't there for too long, 8, 10 days,

         15  something like that.

         16       Q.   Do you recall exactly what date you were

         17  taken away from the high school?

         18       A.   I don't remember exactly.  I personally don't

         19  remember the exact date, what the exact date was.  I

         20  can't say.

         21       Q.   Were you told by the soldiers or the guards

         22  why you were being taken from the high school and moved

         23  somewhere else?

         24       A.   Well, they did tell us.  An elderly man came

         25  into the hall and said that we had to move away from

          1  there and that they had come from Jabuka, elderly

          2  people of Serb ethnicity.  They were men and women.

          3  And that we had to be taken away to Partizan so that

          4  they would be accommodated in the secondary school

          5  centre.

          6       Q.   Before you were taken to Partizan as a group,

          7  were you taken to Partizan to clean it up?

          8       A.   Yes.  Six women were taken away to clean up

          9  the Partizan Sports Hall, and when we got there, there

         10  was just a lot of garbage all over the place.  There

         11  was some wood, some glass.  It all looked terrible.  It

         12  was in a terrible state.

         13            When we got there, we asked the soldiers who

         14  had brought us what we were expected to clean that up

         15  with.  And they said, "Well take some cloths."  There

         16  was some flags there.  What the flags were like, they

         17  were all ripped and shreds of flag.  And we took these

         18  pieces of cloth from these flags and cleaned the

         19  premises and placed them up on the stage.  We didn't

         20  throw them away but just placed them up on this raised

         21  stage, all the rubbish that we had collected.

         22       Q.   Approximately how big was Partizan Sports

         23  Hall?

         24       A.   Well, I can't really say.  I didn't measure

         25  it but, perhaps, 12 metres long; 10 or 12 metres long,

          1  and the breadth was about 8, 9 metres more or less.

          2  But I didn't measure it, of course.

          3       Q.   While you were cleaning Partizan, did anybody

          4  come into the hall?

          5       A.   No, nobody came in except for the army that

          6  was in front of the hall.  So when we cleaned it all

          7  up, we said we had finished, and they told us, "That's

          8  where you will be staying until we bring the rest of

          9  you from the secondary school centre."

         10            And I asked one of them, "Where are the

         11  children supposed to sleep?  What are they supposed to

         12  sleep on?"  And he said, "Well, fend for yourselves."

         13  And I said, "How can we?"

         14            Then I opened a door leading into another

         15  hall, and I found seven gym mattresses, rubber ones.

         16  They were just sort of five centimetres thick, these

         17  mattresses, these seven mattresses.  So we took them

         18  out of this room and lined them up, one next to the

         19  other, and that's where the children were.  That's

         20  where they slept all the time.

         21            MS. KUO:  With the assistance of the usher,

         22  I'd like to have this Witness shown Exhibit 11,

         23  photograph 7302.  Perhaps that can be placed on the

         24  ELMO, very briefly.

         25       Q.   Witness, do you recognise what is in that

          1  photograph?

          2       A.   Yes, I recognise it.  That is Partizan, the

          3  sports hall we spent 40 days in.  And behind that

          4  building, there's the club.

          5       Q.   Can you see the club in this photograph?

          6       A.   Yes, I can.

          7       Q.   Is that the small structure -- perhaps you

          8  could point to it?

          9       A.   Well, this was a small club [indicates].

         10  Probably there wasn't any door there.  And there was

         11  some tables and chairs inside, and they probably sat

         12  around there drinking when they were in that hall.

         13            Behind here [indicates], a woman named Veda

         14  lived here.  That was the entrance to her place.  This

         15  Veda was a Serbian lady, but she really did help us a

         16  lot.  And I don't think that that woman did any harm to

         17  us.  She really did help us.  She did as much as she

         18  could, secretly.  She would bring our children food and

         19  clothing, but she had to hide this from the others.

         20  And she asked us not to give her away.  Not to tell

         21  anyone that she was bringing this to us.

         22       Q.   And you mentioned that people would sit

         23  around inside that clubhouse.  Who do you mean?

         24       A.   Well, probably the ones who were in the court

         25  who trained there, who did sports training there.  So

          1  we found these gym mattresses.  So it was probably a

          2  sports club of some kind where people trained some

          3  sport.  I never worked there before, so I didn't know

          4  what the hall was but that's probably what it was.

          5       Q.   Was it being used while you were detained in

          6  Partizan?

          7       A.   No, no.

          8            MS. KUO:  Thank you.  Your Honours, I see

          9  that it is 11.  Perhaps we should take our break.

         10            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes.  We will take our break

         11  and continue the proceedings at 11.30 hours.

         12                 --- Recess taken at 11 a.m.

         13                 --- On resuming at 11.30 a.m.

         14            JUDGE MUMBA:  Examination-in-chief

         15  continuing.

         16            MS. KUO:

         17       Q.   Witness, while you were still at the high

         18  school, did you ever see Zoran Vukovic come by to take

         19  out women or girls?

         20       A.   I do not recall.  I do not recall.

         21       Q.   When you were taken to Partizan to clean the

         22  hall, [redacted] come by?

         23       A.   He just came by, saw us and didn't say

         24  anything to us.  He went back immediately.  He

         25  pretended to be surprised, like, what were we doing

          1  there?

          2       Q.   While you were there, did that old Serb

          3  neighbour of yours ever do anything to help you or the

          4  other women or girls from the village?

          5       A.   No.  No.

          6       Q.   Now, when the group from the high school was

          7  brought to Partizan, were there other people brought as

          8  well to Partizan?  Don't mention their names but just

          9  whether, in fact, there were more people at Partizan

         10  than at the high school.

         11       A.   Yes.  Yes, there were.  There were seven

         12  women and an old man from Jelic.  Then two other old

         13  men from Foca, from the town of Foca.  They brought in

         14  two old men from there.  Then they brought in another

         15  female who was pregnant.

         16       Q.   And were all the people detained at Partizan

         17  with you also Muslim?

         18       A.   Yes.  Yes.  All these people were detained at

         19  Partizan until they went to Novi Pazar.  All of them

         20  were Muslim, yes.

         21       Q.   At Partizan, were there also guards?

         22       A.   Yes.  Yes.  Two guards, yes.  There was

         23  Bogdan Pavlovic.  There was Sone.  That was what his

         24  nickname was, Sone.  I don't know what his name was,

         25  but his nickname was Sone.

          1       Q.   How did those guards treat you?

          2       A.   The guards behaved normally.  They did not

          3  mistreat us.  They did not go into the hall.  They did

          4  not intimidate us.  Their behaviour was normal towards

          5  us.  Bogdan Pavlovic would always say that he was sorry

          6  that things turned out the way they did, that he was

          7  very sorry for these women and children who were there,

          8  these innocent small children who were suffering, but

          9  that he could not do a thing to help.

         10       Q.   Did either guard do anything to try to help?

         11       A.   Bogdan Pavlovic helped me.  In one case, he

         12  saved me one night when I was being taken away.  I

         13  don't know whether it was a little shed or something

         14  like that.  He tried to save me in there.  I was in a

         15  terrible state.  I was crying, and I was saying, "I

         16  wish they would kill me rather than come and take me

         17  away again."  And he said, "I can save you, but if they

         18  find you, then I would get into trouble too, but I

         19  would not admit where you were."  And he really saved

         20  me that night, because nobody took me away after I got

         21  back.

         22       Q.   All right.  While you were detained at

         23  Partizan, did soldiers come and take women and girls

         24  out for rape?

         25       A.   Yes.  Yes.

          1       Q.   How often?

          2       A.   How often?  Well, it depends.  Three or four

          3  tours during the night.  One group would come and take

          4  away two, or then another group would come and take

          5  away three or four, depending on which girl, which

          6  woman they found.  They took everyone except for the

          7  old women.  They took away 16-year-old girls.  All of

          8  them were taken out.

          9       Q.   Are you able to say how many times you were

         10  taken out and raped?

         11       A.   Well, yes, quite a few times.  Throughout my

         12  stay there, that is, from Buk Bijela until I got out of

         13  Partizan -- well, let me try to be realistic.  Close to

         14  a hundred times, because there were some cases that I

         15  would be raped once or two times or three times, and

         16  then one of these groups was really horrible,

         17  horrible.

         18       Q.   The first night when you were taken to

         19  Partizan, were you taken out?

         20       A.   Yes.  Yes.

         21       Q.   Who took you out and where?

         22       A.   The first night when we arrived in Partizan,

         23  a group came.  First Tuta's group came and they took

         24  away three.  Then another group came.  I can't remember

         25  who this main person was who said that he had to take

          1  three women out.

          2       Q.   Who were the three women that Tuta took out?

          3       A.   Number 80, number 75, and ZG.

          4       Q.   Witness, you said Witness 80, but I don't see

          5  a Witness 80 on the Exhibit 207.  Could you look again

          6  and make sure of the number?

          7       A.   I can check.  I can check.  That was this

          8  first night.  Seventy-five, 88, and ZG.

          9       Q.   Were you taken out by Tuta that first night?

         10       A.   Yes.  Tuta took me out, but he did not rape

         11  me.  He handed me over to someone else.

         12       Q.   Where did Tuta take you?

         13       A.   Tuta took us to Brena.

         14       Q.   Are you sure that it was the first night that

         15  Tuta took you to Brena or did he take you to a

         16  burnt-out house the first night?

         17       A.   The first night he took us to Brena, Tuta

         18  did, that's for sure.  But that night, Tuta did not

         19  rape me.  He gave me to another soldier, and he was

         20  with ZG.

         21       Q.   Who was the other soldier that Tuta gave you

         22  to?

         23       A.   I don't know.  I do not remember.  I do not

         24  remember who this other person was.

         25       Q.   What did that soldier do to you?

          1       A.   He took me to a room, and I was there in this

          2  room with him.  He said that I had to undress, and I

          3  didn't want to.  He said, "Take off your clothes.  You

          4  know how to take off your clothes."  And I said, "I

          5  don't.  Why should I undress."  He said,"You have to

          6  undress."  Then he pushed me onto a bed.  There was a

          7  kind of bed there.  Then he started taking off my

          8  clothes.  He started taking off his clothes too.  He

          9  stripped completely, and then, of course, he raped me.

         10  I cried, and he said, "There's no reason for you to

         11  cry.  You're not the only one who we're raping."

         12       Q.   Did you ever learn who that soldier was who

         13  raped you?

         14       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember.

         15       Q.   Do you know what Tuta was doing to ZG that

         16  same time?

         17       A.   She said that Tuta had raped her.  And he

         18  took her out several times.  He took her out several

         19  times.  He took ZG out several times.

         20       Q.   Were you returned to Partizan after the

         21  rape?

         22       A.   Yes.  Yes.

         23       Q.   Were you taken out again that same night?

         24       A.   Yes.  Yes, three times.  Until the morning, I

         25  was taken out three or two times.

          1       Q.   Who took you out the second time?

          2       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember who took

          3  me out the second time when the soldiers came.

          4       Q.   I'm going to ask you to refer to Exhibit 78,

          5  which is the statement you have before you.  In the

          6  English version it's on page 13.

          7            MS. KUO:  I beg the Court's indulgence while

          8  I look for the page in B/C/S.

          9       Q.   I believe it's on page 12 in the B/C/S

         10  version.  If you could look at that.  I'll read a short

         11  portion to you, and you can tell me if that's what you

         12  said in your previous statement.

         13            You spoke about the first night that you were

         14  at Partizan, and then you say:  "I was taken out also

         15  that night at about 10.00, with 189 and ZG.  Janko

         16  Janjic, Tuta, came to the hall with a group of

         17  soldiers.  Janko Janjic, Tuta, told us three women to

         18  come with him.  Janko Janjic, Tuta, took me on foot to

         19  a house which was across the road from Partizan, only

         20  about 15 metres, away.  The house was like a shell.

         21  There were no real doors.  Most of the furniture was

         22  burnt.  There was no glass on the windows.  There was a

         23  strong burnt smell in the house."

         24            Then you go on further at the beginning of

         25  the next paragraph:  "Then they did whatever they

          1  wanted to.  We were all raped.  I was raped by Janko

          2  Janjic, Tuta.  Janko Janjic, Tuta, took my clothes off,

          3  the same clothes I had been wearing since 3rd July."

          4       A.   Yes.

          5       Q.   "My menstruation had stopped.  He only took

          6  his trousers off.  This episode lasted about an hour.

          7  He raped me vaginally."

          8       A.   Yes.

          9       Q.   Are you referring there to the first night in

         10  this incident in your statement?

         11       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember.

         12       Q.   Further on in that same page, the next

         13  paragraph, you stated:

         14            "We had been gone from Partizan about one

         15  hour.  I went to the changing/shower room with 189 and

         16  ZG.  Then we heard voices and noises upstairs.  It was

         17  the Serb soldiers coming to look for girls and women

         18  again.  62 told them that there were none there.

         19            The soldiers went to check in another hall,

         20  then two of them came to the bathroom and were angry

         21  that we were hiding ourselves.  We said that we had

         22  just come back.  The soldiers told us they would be

         23  waiting for us in the main hall.  When we got to the

         24  hall, there were five or six soldiers there.  Then one

         25  soldier, Dragan Kunarac, told me to come with them.  My

          1  children started to cry, and he started to swear."

          2       A.   Yes.  Yes.

          3       Q.   You remember that?

          4       A.   I remember that.  I remember.

          5       Q.   Could you tell us now what you remember?

          6       A.   I remember when we got out of the bathroom

          7  that we went up and then there were five or six of them

          8  there, five or six soldiers.  And as I was approaching

          9  my children, Dragan Kunarac said to me, "Don't sit with

         10  your children.  You have to leave."  And I said,

         11  "Where?"  And he said, "You have to come with us."

         12  The children started to cry and he said something like,

         13  "Don't cry, I'm going to bring your mother back.

         14  Don't cry."

         15       Q.   And then what did he do to you?

         16       A.   They took us away.  They started taking us

         17  out of the hall.  We went out.  There was a car there.

         18  I cannot remember which car it was when we went there.

         19       Q.   Was any other woman or girl taken with you at

         20  that time?

         21       A.   I don't remember.  I think they were, but I

         22  don't remember.  But I think they were.

         23       Q.   Where were you taken?

         24       A.   I don't know.  I can't remember.  I know that

         25  I got out of Partizan.  There was a car there, and I

          1  cannot remember which car this was.  We went somewhere

          2  through these streets.  We were taken to some house, to

          3  Donje Polje, probably.

          4       Q.   I'm referring to your statement on page 13,

          5  in the English it's page 14.  The paragraph starts,

          6  "Then these Serb soldiers put us in a car and took us

          7  to the Hotel Zelengora in the centre of town."  Do you

          8  remember that?

          9       A.   I remember that.  I remember.

         10       Q.   Could you tell us --

         11       A.   I remember.

         12       Q.   -- what happened when you were taken to the

         13  Hotel Zelengora?

         14       A.   When they took us to the Hotel Zelengora,

         15  there were still soldiers there.  There were lots of

         16  soldiers down there, there were women.

         17            Dragan Kunarac demanded that I go into the

         18  room with him, and I went into the room with him.  He

         19  told me to undress and I didn't want to.  And he said

         20  that I should take off my clothes.  He told me three

         21  times to do so and I didn't want to, and then he hit

         22  me.  And I lay on the bed, and then he started taking

         23  off my clothes.  And then he tore my knickers and he

         24  raped me once.  And then a second time.  The third

         25  time, you know, on my face.

          1       Q.   What on your face?

          2       A.   He wanted to cum in my mouth and I was trying

          3  to protect myself, and then he came all over my face.

          4       Q.   He ejaculated on your face.  Is that what

          5  you are trying to say?

          6       A.   Yes.

          7       Q.   Did he rape you by putting his penis in your

          8  vagina?

          9       A.   Yes.

         10       Q.   Did he also rape you by putting his penis

         11  into your mouth?

         12       A.   On my face.

         13            THE INTERPRETER:  There's something wrong

         14  with the witness'microphone.  We cannot hear the first

         15  part of her answers.

         16            JUDGE MUMBA:  Can the usher please assist.

         17  The interpreters are having a problem picking up the

         18  witness' microphone.

         19            MS. KUO:

         20       Q.   I'm sorry, the interpreters were not able to

         21  get part of your last answer, and I apologise for

         22  asking you to repeat this.  The question I asked

         23  you was whether he raped you by putting his penis into

         24  your mouth, and could you answer that again, please?

         25       A.   I can answer that.  He put his penis into my

          1  mouth and then when he wanted to ejaculate, he took it

          2  out of my mouth, and then he ejaculated all over my

          3  face around my mouth.

          4       Q.   Did Kunarac say anything to you?

          5       A.   Yes.  He said it was a pity that others

          6  should rape me.  That he thought I looked like a

          7  Montenegrin.  That he thought I looked good.

          8       Q.   Did he say anything about you having Serb

          9  babies?

         10       A.   Yes, yes.  He said that we would no longer

         11  have Muslim babies, that we would only give birth to

         12  Serbs, and that there would be no Muslims in Foca

         13  anymore.

         14       Q.   How were you feeling at this time?

         15       A.   Bad, bad, terrible.

         16       Q.   Did you cry?

         17       A.   I cried.  I thought I wouldn't survive, that

         18  I could not live through that.

         19       Q.   What was Kunarac's reaction when you cried?

         20       A.   Well, he said something like, "There's no

         21  need for you to cry.  This is not your first case.

         22  There will be many such cases."

         23       Q.   Did you know Kunarac before the war?

         24       A.   I did not.  I did not.

         25       Q.   How did you learn his name?

          1       A.   I learned his name through the soldiers,

          2  these women who were being taken out also, then also

          3  amongst themselves.  When they would come, they would

          4  speak.  But most of them called him "Zaga", if not

          5  everybody but -- well, somebody would say "Dragan

          6  Kunarac" or "Zaga", so I got to know his name.

          7       Q.   Did you see him come to the Partizan and take

          8  out other women and girls?

          9       A.   Yes, yes.  He came, yes.

         10       Q.   How often did you see him do that?

         11       A.   Well, I do not remember this to be very

         12  often, but he would come on several occasions.  He

         13  would take out women and girls.

         14       Q.   Witness, are you able to recognise Kunarac

         15  today?

         16       A.   I think I can.

         17       Q.   Take a moment and look around the courtroom

         18  and please let us know if you see someone here you

         19  recognise as Kunarac.

         20       A.   [Indicates].

         21       Q.   Now, you waved your hand, could you please

         22  let us know --

         23       A.   The first one next to the judge, that's

         24  Dragan Kunarac.  I mean the policeman.  I mean the

         25  policeman, right next to the policeman.  The first one

          1  next to the policeman, Dragan Kunarac.

          2       Q.   Are you going left to right, your left to

          3  right or the other direction when you say "first"?

          4       A.   On my left-hand side.  First there is a

          5  policeman, then there is Dragan Kunarac, Zaga.

          6            MS. KUO:  Let the record reflect that the

          7  witness has identified the accused, Dragoljub Kunarac.

          8            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes.

          9            MS. KUO:

         10       Q.   In March of 1998, did you see Kunarac on

         11  television when he was brought to The Hague?

         12       A.   Yes, yes.

         13       Q.   Did you recognise him then?

         14       A.   I recognised him immediately.  As soon as I

         15  saw him on television, I recognised him.

         16       Q.   Did you recognise him by his face or by his

         17  name?

         18       A.   His face.

         19       Q.   Were you shown photographs by investigators

         20  from the Tribunal, and did you pick out Kunarac?

         21       A.   Yes.  Perhaps a year ago, they brought these

         22  photographs to me and I recognised Dragan Kunarac.  I

         23  did not recognise the other two, no.

         24       Q.   And the person you pointed to in court today

         25  is the one who raped you at the Hotel Zelengora, what

          1  you just described?

          2       A.   Yes.

          3       Q.   Now, after Kunarac raped you at the Hotel

          4  Zelengora, did anyone else rape you at the same place?

          5       A.   No.  I don't remember.  I don't remember.  I

          6  don't remember.  These were painful days.  I don't

          7  remember.  Perhaps so, but I don't remember.

          8       Q.   I'll refer you to the statement before you,

          9  Exhibit 78.  In the B/C/S version, it's page 14, on the

         10  top, and in the English version, it's in the last

         11  paragraph, also on page 14.

         12            I'll read a portion to you and you let me

         13  know if this helps you remember:  "Dragan Kunarac kept

         14  me in this room for about two hours.  After this I

         15  dressed myself, and he dressed himself.  He left the

         16  room and told me not to leave the room because he would

         17  be coming back.  I waited about 10 or 15 minutes.  Then

         18  I walked to the door and looked out.  Just as I opened

         19  the door, Zoran Vukovic came in and told me that I

         20  could not leave the room."

         21            Do you remember now?

         22       A.   Yes, I remember.

         23       Q.   Tell us what you remember.

         24       A.   I remember.  I remember when Zoran Vukovic

         25  opened the door and he said, "Not only Zaga can rape

          1  you, I can rape you too."

          2       Q.   And then what did he do?

          3       A.   Then he took my clothes off.  He told me to

          4  take my clothes off.  I didn't want to, and I cried and

          5  entreated him, and I said, "It's better for you to kill

          6  me than do what you're doing to me."  He said, "I'm not

          7  going to kill you.  I want you to take your clothes off

          8  nicely," and he wanted to rape me.

          9       Q.   Did you take your clothes off?

         10       A.   I didn't take my clothes off.  He took my

         11  clothes off me.

         12       Q.   What did Zoran Vukovic do after he took your

         13  clothes off?

         14       A.   He started to rape me.  Whether once, whether

         15  twice, I can't remember that.

         16       Q.   Did he say anything to you while he was

         17  raping you?

         18       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember, because

         19  eight years is a long time to remember things.  So I

         20  don't remember all the things he said to me.

         21       Q.   When he raped you, did he also put his penis

         22  into your vagina?

         23       A.   Yes, he did.  Yes.

         24       Q.   Did he also put his penis into your mouth?

         25       A.   Yes, he did.

          1       Q.   While Zoran Vukovic was raping you, did

          2  Kunarac come to the door?

          3       A.   He came to the door, and he said, "Wait."

          4       Q.   Who said, "Wait"?

          5       A.   Zoran Vukovic.

          6       Q.   How do you know that Kunarac came to the

          7  door?

          8       A.   I know.  I remember when Vukovic said to him,

          9  "Please wait."  I remember that, the answer he gave.

         10       Q.   Just to make this clear, did Kunarac say

         11  anything when he came to the door?

         12       A.   I don't remember.  I don't really remember

         13  what Kunarac said.

         14       Q.   Do you know why Vukovic said to wait?

         15       A.   Well, probably he wasn't dressed.  I wasn't

         16  dressed either.  I was still on the bed, lying down,

         17  and probably that's why he said it.  I don't know why

         18  else he would say it.

         19       Q.   So based on that exchange, was it clear to

         20  you that Kunarac knew that Zoran Vukovic was in the

         21  room with you?

         22       A.   Probably he knew.  Most probably, yes.

         23       Q.   Did Vukovic say anything about what he was

         24  doing to you to Kunarac?

         25       A.   I don't know.  I don't remember.  I don't

          1  know.  Whether he did or he didn't, I really don't

          2  remember.

          3       Q.   Are you able to recognise Zoran Vukovic

          4  today?

          5       A.   Well, I don't know.  Perhaps I can try.  If I

          6  don't, well -- if that man's not there, then --

          7       Q.   Would you please look around the courtroom

          8  and let us know if you see Zoran Vukovic in court?

          9       A.   No.

         10            THE INTERPRETER:  The interpreters cannot

         11  hear the witness.

         12       A.   No.  The face isn't familiar to me that that

         13  is the man, no.

         14            MS. KUO:

         15       Q.   What happened after that second rape at the

         16  Hotel Zelengora?

         17       A.   After the second rape at the Hotel Zelengora,

         18  I remember that we stayed there for a short time, that

         19  there were a lot of soldiers in the hall.  Whether it

         20  was a hall or something like that, I can't remember,

         21  but that's where we were.  And they collected me up and

         22  returned me to Partizan to rejoin my children.

         23       Q.   Now, before we continue, could you give us a

         24  description of the Zoran Vukovic who raped you?  What

         25  did he look like?

          1       A.   Zoran Vukovic, the one who raped me and who

          2  did these bad things to me, he had blue eyes.  He had

          3  brown hair, was short in build.  He wasn't very fat.

          4  He was of sort of medium build.

          5       Q.   Approximately how many times did you see

          6  him?

          7       A.   I couldn't tell you exactly but on several

          8  occasions.  I met him several times.  He would come to

          9  secondary school centre, and he took me to Aladza and

         10  to a house there.  Zoran Vukovic took me to Aladza,

         11  that same Zoran Vukovic, but in this courtroom, I can't

         12  recognise him as being that man.

         13       Q.   The next night, did Tuta take you, 87, and ZG

         14  out?

         15       A.   Yes, he did.

         16       Q.   Where did he take you?

         17       A.   He took us to Brena.

         18       Q.   What happened when he took you to Brena?

         19       A.   We found two other soldiers there.  I

         20  remember that a man named Panto was there, with long

         21  hair tied in a pony-tail.  I remember that he was

         22  there, but I don't remember the other one.

         23            When we got there, he said -- he told us to

         24  sit down, and he said that (redacted) should make some

         25  coffee so that they could have a cup of coffee.  Panto

          1  took me off into this room.  I didn't drink any

          2  coffee.  He took me off into this room and he raped me

          3  there.  I was there -- I don't know exactly.

          4       Q.   I'm going to refer you to your statement

          5  again.  In the English, it's page 15.  In B/C/S, it's

          6  the very bottom of page 14.

          7            You described Brena and being taken to there,

          8  and you stated:  "Inside the apartment, there was Zoran

          9  Vukovic and the one called Panto."

         10       A.   Yes.

         11       Q.   And the next paragraph you stated:  "Tuta

         12  told us to sit down."  One of you was ordered to

         13  prepare coffee, and then Zoran Vukovic forced you to go

         14  with him to the bedroom, where he locked the door, and

         15  he raped you there.  Do you remember that?

         16       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember.  I

         17  remember that Panto took me out, but I don't remember

         18  about Zoran Vukovic doing this.

         19       Q.   Very well.  When you returned to Partizan,

         20  did you tell any of the guards what was happening to

         21  you?

         22       A.   Yes, I did.  I did complain.  We said that we

         23  couldn't take it any more, that they should kill us or

         24  do something with us, because we weren't able to take

         25  it either psychologically or physically.

          1       Q.   And did one of the guards hide you, the

          2  incident that you referred to earlier where one of the

          3  guards hid you for one night?

          4       A.   Yes, Bogdan Pavlovic.  He said, "I'll try and

          5  protect you, even for one night," because I complained

          6  that I had suffered, that I was aching.  And he

          7  succeeded that night.  He hid me in a shed of some

          8  kind.  I spend the night in that shed that particular

          9  night.

         10       Q.   Was he able to hide you any other night?

         11       A.   No.  No, just that one night he managed to

         12  hide me.

         13       Q.   The night after he managed to hide you, did

         14  Gojko Jankovic come and take you to a house in Aladza?

         15       A.   Yes, he did.

         16       Q.   Would this be around the 15th or 16th of

         17  July?  Do you know?

         18       A.   Well, I don't remember what the exact date

         19  was, but I do remember him taking me off to Aladza,

         20  because I found two or three girls there.  There was a

         21  woman there.  The younger ones were girls, yes.  But I

         22  don't remember what date it was exactly.

         23       Q.   Do you remember the names?  Please don't give

         24  us the names, but who of the women and girls were at

         25  the house in Aladza, referring to them by their number?

          1       A.   Those girls from Miljevina, Gacko, but none

          2  of these numbers were there at that time when I

          3  arrived.

          4       Q.   Were there soldiers at the house when you

          5  arrived?

          6       A.   Yes.  Yes, there were, perhaps four or five,

          7  and they were sitting around drinking.  They had a

          8  drink in front of them.  I don't know what they were

          9  drinking, but they were sitting around in a kitchen.

         10       Q.   Did Zeljo Zelenovic arrive with more

         11  soldiers?

         12       A.   Yes, he did.  They called him Vojvoda, Duke.

         13       Q.   How were all the soldiers dressed?

         14       A.   Well, they had the multicoloured uniforms, the

         15  green uniforms.  Some of them had sort of yellow

         16  clothing, and they said that this was a special

         17  police -- special Serbian police.  But it was all very

         18  similar.

         19       Q.   Were they armed?

         20       A.   Yes, they were.

         21       Q.   Did the soldiers say anything about your

         22  being able to stay in Foca?

         23       A.   Yes, they did.  They said that we should sign

         24  a document on loyalty, us women, and that we could stay

         25  in Foca, that nobody would harm us and that we'd have a

          1  nice time with them, we'd be okay with them.  But I

          2  didn't want to agree to this.  I said I wouldn't.  I

          3  said, "No."  I said I wanted to go to free territory if

          4  I stayed alive.  I'd just like to get out to liberated

          5  territory somewhere with my two children.

          6       Q.   Why didn't you want to stay?

          7       A.   I didn't want to stay because there were no

          8  Muslims in Foca.  There were no Muslims there, only the

          9  women that had been detained and the Muslims who were

         10  being held in the KP Dom.  That's where the Muslims

         11  were.  But, otherwise, there were no other Muslims

         12  during that time in Foca.  And I thought, "Well, why

         13  should I stay?"  I was afraid, threatened with knives

         14  and with pistols, and my two children as well, and I

         15  didn't want to stay.  And I said, "If we can go out of

         16  Foca, I want to leave, but if I can't leave, then it's

         17  better for to you kill us and throw us into the Drina

         18  River rather than stay there."  I didn't want to stay.

         19       Q.   Did Zelenovic tell you to go into a bedroom?

         20       A.   Yes, he did.

         21       Q.   Who else went into the bedroom?

         22       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember.

         23       Q.   Were there a number of soldiers there as

         24  well?

         25       A.   I don't remember that either.

          1       Q.   Did Zelenovic rape you?

          2       A.   Yes, he did, and he was very brutal.

          3       Q.   Do you remember if you were raped by other

          4  soldiers that same night?

          5       A.   Yes, I was.

          6       Q.   How many other soldiers?

          7       A.   But I don't know the names.  I don't know the

          8  names of any of them.  Two or three raped me that

          9  night, but I don't know any of their names.

         10       Q.   I'll refer you to your statement again, where

         11  you describe being raped by Zelenovic.  On the English

         12  version, it's page 17.  In the B/C/S, it's page 16.

         13            In the paragraph that begins:  "I was then

         14  told to go to a bedroom by Zelja Zelenovic."  Further

         15  down in that paragraph, you stated:  "He threatened to

         16  slash my throat if I resisted.  Zelja Zelenovic raped

         17  me while the others sat around the same room and

         18  watched."

         19       A.   Yes.

         20       Q.   Do you remember now that there were other

         21  soldiers there?

         22       A.   I remember now, yes.  I remember very well

         23  now.

         24       Q.   Could you tell us:  Do you remember the names

         25  of any of the soldiers who raped you?

          1       A.   I do remember.  I was fully conscious for the

          2  first six of them.  They took turns, six of them, on

          3  me, and then they made a young man -- a young boy who

          4  was 15 or 16, they wanted him to rape me.  The boy

          5  didn't want to, but they kept edging him on.  And I

          6  don't know what happened.  I lost consciousness.  I

          7  didn't know what was happening to me after that.

          8            When I came to, when I woke up, I felt some

          9  plum brandy on me.  What I was wearing smelled of

         10  brandy, and it was all wet.  My hair was wet.

         11            What they did to me, how many of them took

         12  turns, I don't know, but I couldn't get up from that

         13  spot.  I couldn't move from that spot.  A soldier came

         14  up to me and helped me get up.  I stank of alcohol, of

         15  brandy.

         16            And then a soldier came up to me.  He helped

         17  me get up and asked me how I was, and I said, "Well,

         18  terrible."  And he said, "Do you want me to take

         19  you to the secondary school, to your children?"  And I

         20  said to him, "Well, if you can, take me there.  If you

         21  can't, just take a rifle and kill me and let it be."

         22       Q.   You mentioned this 16-year-old boy who did

         23  not want to rape you.  Can you describe how you were

         24  able to tell he did not want to rape you?

         25       A.   Well, I can -- I was able to observe that

          1  because I was still conscious.  They would take him

          2  towards me and he resisted, putting up his arms.  He

          3  said, "Leave me alone."  But they kept edging him

          4  on and telling him that, "You have to learn how to rape

          5  Muslim women like we are doing."

          6            And they would -- he would come off me, and

          7  they would throw him back on to me.  And that's what

          8  made me conclude that the boy was not willing.

          9       Q.   Did he, in fact, rape you, that boy?

         10       A.   I don't remember.  I don't know.  I don't

         11  remember that he raped me.

         12       Q.   Referring back to your statement, Exhibit 78,

         13  you named two other soldiers who raped you that night,

         14  one being Panto and the other being Zoran Vukovic.  Do

         15  you remember that?

         16       A.   I remember, yes, I remember it well.

         17       Q.   Can you tell us how Zoran Vukovic raped you?

         18       A.   Zoran Vukovic raped me once, and then one of

         19  the others said, "That's enough, leave some for us."

         20       Q.   Did he injure you in any other way during the

         21  rape?

         22       A.   Yes, he injured my breasts, he squeezed

         23  them.  He injured my right-hand breast with his teeth.

         24  So my breasts hurt, and I asked him not to do that.

         25       Q.   Did he stop when you asked him to?

          1       A.   Yes, he did.  But there was blood around my

          2  nipple already.

          3       Q.   After you became conscious again, did you

          4  hear any discussion among the soldiers about whether to

          5  take you back to Partizan or to keep you there

          6  further?

          7       A.   Well, as far as I was able to remember, when

          8  I was conscious, I asked Zoran Vukovic.  I entreated

          9  him to take me to Partizan because I was good for

         10  nothing anymore.  I couldn't do anything.

         11            I asked all of them.  First of all I asked

         12  Zoran.  I said, "Please take me to Partizan or take me

         13  out to Cehotina and kill me there.  Don't let my

         14  children see me like this."  Because I was completely

         15  distorted.  I was all wet.  I was bleeding.  My breasts

         16  were bleeding, so I was covered in blood.

         17       Q.   And were you taken back?

         18       A.   Yes, yes, they took me back.

         19       Q.   Did you learn what had happened at Partizan

         20  while you were gone?

         21       A.   Well, I can't remember.  I don't remember.

         22  They did tell me, yes, but I don't really remember.  I

         23  don't know what happened.  Women were taken out, girls

         24  were taken out, yes, they were, but I don't remember

         25  who came while I was -- was not there.  I really don't

          1  remember.

          2       Q.   Did you and some other women decide at some

          3  point to complain to the police about what was

          4  happening to you at Partizan?

          5       A.   Yes, I did.  I cried.  I went to the hall and

          6  cried.  I was very sad.  I was all wet.  I had no

          7  clothes to put on, to change into.  What I was wearing

          8  in the woods was what I wore throughout my stay in the

          9  camp.  That was -- those were the clothes that I had on

         10  me.

         11            And I asked and FWS-62 said, "Let's

         12  go and complain.  Perhaps they can help us.  If they

         13  cannot help us, then it would be better for them to

         14  kill us than to let us suffer like this."

         15            So we went off, seven of us women went to

         16  complain, to see if they could help us, Dragan

         17  Gagovic.  But when we came to him he didn't even want

         18  to see us.  And he said to us, "I can't help you.  Why

         19  have you come?"

         20            And we began telling him and asking whether

         21  there was any possibility of preventing this because we

         22  couldn't take it any more; psychologically or

         23  physically.  We were hungry.  We were so hungry and so

         24  tired, we couldn't take it anymore.

         25            If he couldn't do anything, then we said,

          1  "Well it would be better for you to kill us, or kill

          2  us, kill our children and then we will disappear."

          3  And he said, "Well, we're not going to do that, but I

          4  can't help you.  We can't help you."

          5            Then we returned and, of course, Dragan

          6  Gagovic didn't help us at all.

          7            MS. KUO:  With the assistance of the usher

          8  I'd like to have the witness shown Exhibit 11,

          9  photograph 7295.

         10       Q.   Do you recognise this photo?

         11       A.   MUP in Foca, it's MUP [indicates].  And above

         12  the MUP, there is a side there where the Partizan

         13  Sports Hall was located and where we were detained.

         14  That's the sports hall [indicates].  And when we went

         15  to MUP, all we had to do was cut across here and get to

         16  MUP.

         17            This building here [indicates] is the MUP

         18  building in Foca.  And above the MUP building is the

         19  building in which we spent 40 days, the Partizan Sports

         20  Hall.

         21       Q.   And when the path that you took to go from

         22  Partizan to the MUP building, was that -- is there a

         23  road behind Partizan to the back of MUP or did you have

         24  to go out on to the main road?

         25       A.   No, the main road was -- went past the

          1  Partizan and behind, that is the main road.  That was

          2  the road.  But from the Partizan building, we cut

          3  across here [indicates].  We took a shortcut and came

          4  down here right above the MUP.  We took a shortcut

          5  because we didn't dare go along the main road around

          6  about the MUP.  But we just went this way, we cut

          7  across here [indicates].  There was a fence here

          8  [indicates], and we just took this shortcut and that

          9  brought us to MUP.

         10       Q.   How far -- thank you very much.  How far was

         11  that distance that you had to go between Partizan and

         12  MUP?

         13       A.   Well, not far, perhaps 12 metres.  It's very

         14  close by.  I don't think it's very far.

         15       Q.   When you and the other women went there, did

         16  you have to ask permission before you left the Partizan

         17  building?

         18       A.   No, we asked the porter what to do. "Can we

         19  go to MUP to complain, for them to help us, for them

         20  not to take us out not to rape us, not to mistreat us."

         21  And Sone said, "We are not going to stop you.  You can

         22  go.  We can't help you, but you go there, nonetheless,

         23  go to MUP and complain to Dragan Gagovic.  If he can do

         24  something to help you, he will.  If he cannot, then

         25  it's not my fault."

          1       Q.   The translator used the word "porter", did

          2  you mean guard, because you mentioned the name Sone?

          3       A.   Yes, guard, yes.  Yes, Sone Bogdan.  He was a

          4  guard.

          5       Q.   Did you feel free to leave Partizan on your

          6  own without asking somebody first?

          7       A.   No.  No, we weren't allowed to leave before

          8  asking permission because there were no Muslims out in

          9  the street.  And if we were to go out in the street,

         10  the Serbian army would see that we were Muslim women

         11  and, of course, they'd ask us how we came to be there

         12  because we weren't allowed to go out without asking the

         13  porters if we could go to the MUP.

         14       Q.   After you tried to make this complaint at the

         15  MUP, did the rapes continue or did they stop?

         16       A.   It continued.

         17       Q.   That same night, did Gojko Jankovic take you

         18  to a house by a bus station?

         19       A.   Yes, yes, he did.

         20       Q.   Do you recall if that was the 18th of July?

         21       A.   Well, I don't remember.  I don't know the

         22  date.  I don't remember.  I don't remember the exact

         23  date, what date it was exactly, but I do remember that

         24  I was taken out.  But I don't remember the date as I

         25  say.

          1       Q.   Did he take you with 95 and 105?

          2       A.   Yes, he did.

          3       Q.   What happened when he took you three to the

          4  house by the bus station?

          5       A.   He took us there and then three other

          6  soldiers came and he told us to sit down.  And we sat

          7  down.  And when those three soldiers arrived, they said

          8  something amongst themselves, and then they asked who

          9  was going to take which one of us, and that sort of

         10  thing.

         11       Q.   Was Kunarac one of the soldiers?

         12       A.   Yes, he was.

         13       Q.   What did he do?

         14       A.   He took me and took me off into a room.

         15       Q.   Did he take you to a room in the same house

         16  or did he take you to a different house?

         17       A.   I think it was just another room but in the

         18  same house, I think, as far as I am able to remember.

         19       Q.   I'll direct you to your statement again,

         20  Exhibit 78.  In the English it's page 19.  In the B/C/S

         21  it's page 18 where you state:

         22             "I asked Kunarac where he was taking me, but

         23  he did not tell me.  We walked about 15 to 20 minutes

         24  through burnt houses toward Donje Polje.  We went into

         25  a house which looked partially burnt."

          1            Does that help you remember?

          2       A.   I don't remember.

          3       Q.   Do you remember what Kunarac did to you?

          4       A.   I don't remember.

          5       Q.   Do you --

          6       A.   I don't remember.  And so I'm there, he was

          7  there, but I do not remember Kunarac taking me out that

          8  particular night and raping me.

          9       Q.   Could you describe when Kunarac did take you

         10  out and rape you?  Do you remember a specific

         11  incident?

         12       A.   I don't remember the date, of course.  I

         13  don't know which date this was, which day this was when

         14  he took me out.  I don't remember.  But I remember once

         15  that he took me to Donje Polje, but I don't remember

         16  which date this was and when this exactly happened.

         17       Q.   What did Kunarac do to you when he took you

         18  to Donje Polje?

         19       A.   He took me to some burnt house in Donje

         20  Polje.  He raped me once or twice or three times.  I

         21  don't remember it now how many times.

         22       Q.   Was it also vaginal as well as oral rape?

         23       A.   Yes, yes.

         24       Q.   And did he inflict any additional injuries on

         25  you?

          1       A.   Yes.  My breasts, he was grabbing my breasts

          2  and I beseeched him.  I said that my breasts hurt, that

          3  they were already sore.  So he let me go.  He didn't

          4  mistreat me in that way.

          5       Q.   Was Kunarac armed when he raped you?

          6       A.   Yes, yes.  He had a rifle.  He had a pistol.

          7  I didn't see a knife, though, no.

          8       Q.   Did he also hit you?

          9       A.   No, no.  He did not hit me, no.

         10       Q.   Was there a time when you were taken to the

         11  Brena Block by Tuta, and there was a soldier there who

         12  tried to help you?

         13       A.   Yes, yes.

         14       Q.   Can you describe what happened then?

         15       A.   Then we were taken to Brena.  Tuta took us.

         16  There was a soldier there.  He told me to come with him

         17  into a room.  I went to this room and I -- and he said

         18  to me, "You can rest assured I'm not going to rape

         19  you.  I brought you into this room because I wanted to

         20  rescue you.  I want to -- want you to get some rest.  I

         21  feel so sorry for these innocent women and children.  I

         22  feel so sorry for their suffering and fate."

         23            He said that he would not harm me in any way

         24  and that I could take a rest and sleep, and he would

         25  not let anyone go into this room and for sure no one

          1  would rape me that night.

          2       Q.   And is that what happened?

          3       A.   Yes, yes.  And another night, this very same

          4  soldier rescued me in this same way.  I don't know his

          5  name though.  I don't know who he was.  But another

          6  night, he saved me in the same way.

          7       Q.   How did he save you that night?

          8       A.   He saved me.  I was not raped.  I was not

          9  mistreated.  He simply let me get some rest, and he

         10  said, "Please get some rest.  You're not going to be

         11  raped.  You're not going to be tortured.  You're not

         12  going to suffer in any way."  So of course he saved

         13  me.  He helped me.

         14       Q.   Did he take you to his apartment that night?

         15       A.   Was it his apartment?  Was it somebody else's

         16  apartment?  To tell you the truth, I didn't even ask

         17  him whose apartment this was because we did not dare do

         18  things like that.  I was afraid.  I did not trust him

         19  enough to ask whose apartment this was.  Whether it was

         20  his or whether it was somebody else's.  That I don't

         21  know.  I don't know.

         22       Q.   Did he also permit you to take clothing and

         23  shampoo from that apartment back to the women at

         24  Partizan?

         25       A.   Yes, yes.  He said that I could take some

          1  lingerie and take some shampoo and take it to the women

          2  in Partizan.  Because throughout this period, no one

          3  had taken a bath, not even a single child.  No one had

          4  any clothes to change.  Of course we didn't have

          5  anything.

          6            He said to me, "Take shampoo, and take

          7  clothes, and be free to take as much as you can.  Just

          8  fill a bag with it and take it and see who's -- which

          9  would be right for who."

         10            And I did.  So I took this, I took this

         11  shampoo and clothes and lingerie to the women in

         12  Partizan and gave it to them.  Who this man was, I

         13  don't know his name.

         14       Q.   Did this soldier ever tell you not to tell

         15  anybody that he was letting you do these things?

         16       A.   Yes, yes, he did.  He said, "Please, while

         17  you're here, don't say a word about this because I'll

         18  be criticised.  Don't say that I gave you clothes, that

         19  I did not rape you for two nights.  Just don't say that

         20  to anyone."

         21       Q.   How did you feel toward this soldier?

         22       A.   Well, it just felt normal.  He said that he

         23  would not beat me.  He would not rape me.  This was a

         24  normal feeling.  It was not simple for me.  I was

         25  afraid.  But he did treat me nicely.

          1       Q.   Did Dragan Gagovic ever rape you?

          2       A.   Yes, yes.  Yes, once.  Once, I mean he took

          3  me out once, but he raped me two or three times on that

          4  occasion.

          5       Q.   Could you describe for us what he did?

          6       A.   I can.  I remember well.  I remember it well

          7  what he did to me.  He came to the door of this big

          8  room and he said that I should get up.  And I asked

          9  why.  And he said, "You have to make a statement."

         10  "What kind of a statement?"  I asked. "You have to

         11  give us a statement at the MUP."

         12            I got up.  I asked him whether someone could

         13  come with me, whether some of the other women could

         14  come with me.  And he said, "All right."  And then I

         15  asked (redacted) to come with me, and I asked

         16  whether she could come with me and he said, "All

         17  right."

         18            We went together.  We sat in a car.  I don't

         19  remember the make of the car.  I don't remember the

         20  colour or anything.  So we took this car from Partizan

         21  to the MUP.  When we arrived at the MUP, I said,

         22  "Should I make a statement for you here?"  And he

         23  said, "No, no, no, somewhere else."

         24            He took us somewhere else.  He took us to

         25  some apartment.  It was a Muslim apartment.  I

          1  recognised quite a few things there as being Muslim.

          2  He had the keys to that apartment.

          3            When we came to this apartment, he said, "Sit

          4  down."  He said that nicely.  And then he said to me,

          5  "Come on, why don't you go to this other room now to

          6  give this statement." And I said, "Well, I can make the

          7  statement here, [redacted] is sitting as well and

          8  he said, "No, no, no, not here."  He said that I had to

          9  go to this other room.  When I got into the room, there

         10  was a double bed there.

         11            He came in after me and then he said, "Now

         12  you know why I brought you here, why I want this

         13  statement."  And I said, "I don't know."  And he said,

         14  "Why don't you undress slowly and then you'll realise

         15  what kind of a statement you're supposed to make."

         16            And I said, "I don't want to undress."  And

         17  he said, "Oh, yes, you will."  And I said, "No, I

         18  won't.  You did not call me to make such a statement.

         19  You said that I would be going to the MUP to make a

         20  statement."

         21            However, he started undressing.  He took off

         22  his belt.  There was a pistol on his belt.  He threw it

         23  on the bed.  He started undressing.  He undressed me

         24  completely.  He tore my knickers as they were on me,

         25  and he told me lie down.

          1            Then he said, "Just a moment."  Then he went

          2  out and then he brought in a rifle, and he threw it to

          3  my right on the bed.  Then he raped me.  He raped me

          4  once, twice, and then a third time, and then he tried

          5  again, and I was crying, and I said, "No, that's not

          6  the kind of statement you asked me about" and he said,

          7  "Oh, yes, it is.  It is that statement.  I have

          8  fulfilled my wish, and if you ever say that I raped you

          9  and that I took you out, I'm going to find you in any

         10  state, and I'll slaughter you."  And I said, "Slaughter

         11  me now.  Kill me now.  But if I do stay alive, I'll say

         12  that you raped me."  "Now," I said, "you have a pistol,

         13  you have a rifle, you can kill me now."

         14            After that, we got dressed.  [redacted]

         15  Was sitting in the kitchen.  When I got out of the

         16  room, [redacted] Said, "What was the statement

         17  like?"  I gave her an answer.  I said, "This was no

         18  statement, this was rape," and that was all.

         19            Then he took the same car and brought us back

         20  to Partizan.

         21       Q.   Were you ever taken to Cajnice and told that

         22  you might be exchanged?

         23       A.   Yes.  Yes, but I don't remember the date.  I

         24  don't remember the day or the date.  I don't remember

         25  that, but we were taken to Cajnice, a group of women

          1  and children, and 18 men from the KP Dom at Foca.

          2       Q.   Were you part of the first group of women,

          3  the larger group, or the second smaller group that

          4  arrived a day or two later?

          5       A.   The first group, the larger group, 18.

          6       Q.   How many nights did you stay in Cajnice?

          7       A.   Two nights.  One night we spent at a school,

          8  and then when more women arrived from Partizan, then we

          9  were in this other school.  We spent two nights in

         10  Cajnice.

         11       Q.   How were you treated at Cajnice?

         12       A.   Well, this is the way it was; I think that we

         13  were truly accepted.  There were all Serbs there, Serb

         14  women, but they really accepted us.  They brought us

         15  food, they brought us cigarettes, they brought us milk,

         16  sour cream, bread.  They cried so much when

         17  they saw what we looked like when we got out of the

         18  camp, and they said, "My God, what is going on?" and,

         19   "Why does this have to happen amongst our people?"

         20  They brought food to all of us.  We all had the

         21  pleasure of spending such a evening, all of us.  Then

         22  they brought fruit and candy and chocolate to the

         23  children.

         24       Q.   Were you exchanged at that time?

         25       A.   No.  No, we were not exchanged.  We were not

          1  exchanged.  When they got back, those who went out to

          2  negotiate, they said to us, "We cannot exchange you.

          3  Your people in Gorazde don't want you, so we have to

          4  take you to Foca where we took you from."

          5       Q.   Were you taken back to Partizan?

          6       A.   Yes.  Yes.  First the 18 men were returned to

          7  the KP Dom, and then they took us to Partizan.

          8       Q.   Witness, I don't recall if you've described

          9  this incident for us already, but I'm going to ask you

         10  specifically.  Was there a time when you, Witness 105,

         11  and Witness ZG were taken by Tuta to Brena Block and

         12  Panto raped you while Zoran Vukovic raped ZG?

         13       A.   Yes.  Yes.

         14       Q.   Did you already describe that to us or is

         15  this --

         16       A.   Yes.  You asked me, and --

         17       Q.   Do you remember when that was that that

         18  occurred?  I now remember that you described it earlier

         19  on in your testimony, but I am not clear about the

         20  date.

         21       A.   Well, I don't remember exactly when this

         22  happened either.  I don't remember, because eight years

         23  is a long time.  I don't remember the dates.  I don't

         24  know exactly when this happened.

         25       Q.   After that incident, did ZG tell you that

          1  Zoran Vukovic had raped her?

          2       A.   No.  No.  No.  I don't remember.  No, I don't

          3  remember.  I don't remember.  Maybe, but I don't

          4  remember.

          5       Q.   Do you remember seeing Zoran Vukovic at Brena

          6  on that occasion?

          7       A.   I don't remember.  I only remember Panto.

          8  Panto I remember.  Zoran I do not remember, having seen

          9  him in that group that is.  I know there were two

         10  soldiers, but I don't remember Zoran being there.

         11       Q.   Were there other times when you were taken

         12  out and raped that you were not asked about

         13  specifically today in court?

         14       A.   I don't think so.  Once, yes, but that has to

         15  do with this next to Partizan.  How should I put this?

         16  They took me out of Partizan.  There was a group of

         17  them there.  They took me into this clubhouse.  There

         18  was a concrete floor there.  That's where they

         19  undressed me.  They raped me, they did whatever they

         20  wanted to do to me, but I do not know.  I do not

         21  remember the name of any one of them.  I do not

         22  remember knowing any one of these names.

         23            So this was a group.  This was on this

         24  concrete floor.  There were marks all over my back.

         25  But I cannot remember who these soldiers were, the ones

          1  who took me out.

          2       Q.   Now, today during our questioning, I asked

          3  you some very specific questions about particular

          4  incidents when you were taken out and raped, and

          5  earlier in your testimony, you mentioned that you were

          6  raped close to a hundred times.  So were there

          7  incidents that I did not ask you about specifically

          8  which did, in fact, occur but that you were not asked

          9  to describe in court today?

         10       A.   No.  I think you asked, but what I said -- I

         11  mean this time -- a hundred times, most probably not,

         12  but I did not count, during those days, how many times

         13  I was raped, whether I was raped five times during the

         14  night or ten times during the night or twice during the

         15  night.  Perhaps I made a mistake by a few times, but

         16  it's close to that.

         17       Q.   What happened to your two children when you

         18  were taken out of Partizan?

         19       A.   The children felt awful.  My children were

         20  there in the hall all the time.  When I was being taken

         21  out, the children felt awful, especially my girl, who

         22  was only 13.  She got ill.  She got a heart condition

         23  while she was there in the camp.  She has problems

         24  until this very day.  These problems were due to this

         25  fear.

          1            Then on one occasion, they tried to drag my

          2  little boy out.  They wanted to slit his throat.  Then

          3  they were saying, "Do you want me to slit your kid's

          4  throat or do you want us to slit your throat?"  And I

          5  said, "Do whatever you want to me, don't do anything to

          6  my children."  And then they would shoot, but they

          7  would shoot only into the walls.  There was fear.

          8       Q.   Did the soldiers appear to come on their own

          9  or in groups?

         10       A.   No, in groups.  In groups.  In groups most of

         11  the time.  Most of the time it was groups.  Tuta's

         12  group, Gojko Jankovic's group, Zaga's group, Zoran's

         13  group, Zelja Zelenovic's group.  He was some kind of a

         14  Vojvoda, duke.  I think the most important thing is

         15  that that's what they called him and that his group

         16  also came in.  What this exactly means, I don't know.

         17  It would so happen sometimes that one or two would come

         18  into the hall.

         19       Q.   And the ones who acted like they might be in

         20  charge of those groups, how could you tell that they

         21  were in charge?  Did they say anything or did others

         22  say anything to them?

         23       A.   Well, these other soldiers were saying that

         24  they were ordering them, and that if he ordered them,

         25  that they would have to obey orders because he was

          1  their leader.  The soldiers spoke to one another.  They

          2  talked, and they said -- some of them said that they

          3  didn't want to do this but that they were being forced

          4  to do so, allegedly.

          5       Q.   And the ones who you believe to be the

          6  leaders of the group, did they themselves say anything

          7  about being leaders?

          8       A.   No.  I don't think I heard anything like

          9  that.  I didn't hear them say something like that

         10  themselves.  But these younger ones were saying,

         11  allegedly, that they wouldn't rape anyone, that they

         12  wouldn't do anything like that, but they had orders,

         13  that there was a war on, that they had to.  But I did

         14  not specifically hear them saying anything like that.

         15       Q.   You mentioned earlier as one of the groups

         16  Zoran's group.  Was that Zoran Vukovic?

         17       A.   Zoran Vukovic's.  That was his group.

         18            MS. KUO:  With the assistance of the usher, I

         19  would like to have this witness shown Exhibit 11,

         20  photograph 7394.

         21       Q.   Do you recognise that photograph?

         22       A.   I do.  This is the entrance into Aladza, the

         23  street of Osmana Djikica.  This is the main road.  This

         24  is where the mosque was.  Above the mosque was another

         25  house and then another one and yet another one, and the

          1  third one there was my brother's house.  Across the

          2  street from my brother's house was a house where Zlata

          3  lived.  That was a Muslim house.  That is where they

          4  took us en masse, where they raped us, took us there,

          5  brought us back.  This is the street in Aladza.

          6       Q.   Thank you.  Who took you to this house on

          7  this street, do you remember?

          8       A.   Well, I don't remember.  I remember one night

          9  when we were taken there there were soldiers, but I

         10  don't remember.  It was night-time, but they would

         11  take -- they would turn off the lights in this later

         12  stage, so there was no light.  It was dark.  And I

         13  can't remember who the soldiers were who came and took

         14  us to Aladza.

         15       Q.   Were you ever raped in that house?

         16       A.   Yes.  Yes.

         17       Q.   Do you remember who raped you in that house?

         18       A.   I remember some two soldiers raped me.  I do

         19  not know their names.  I remember that Zoran Vukovic

         20  also raped me there.

         21       Q.   Do you remember how many times you were taken

         22  to that house and raped?

         23       A.   Well, I was taken there, I think, four or

         24  five times.  I think, I think I was taken to this house

         25  four or five times.  I don't know exactly, but I was

          1  taken four or five times for sure.

          2       Q.   Do you remember any other girls or women

          3  being taken to that same house?  And again, if you do,

          4  please use their numbers.

          5       A.   I remember.  I remember.  I remember.

          6  Seventy-five, 88, 87, DB, 50.

          7       Q.   Do you remember a time when 75, 87, DB, and

          8  50 were taken out of Partizan and only 50 was

          9  returned?

         10       A.   Yes.  Yes, I remember that.  Yes.

         11       Q.   Do you remember when it was?

         12       A.   No, I don't remember.  I don't remember the

         13  date, but I remember very well when they were taken.

         14  One was returned, and three were never returned to

         15  Partizan.  We never saw them.  But one was returned,

         16  the one that is number 50.  She was returned and the

         17  other three were not returned.

         18       Q.   Do you remember who took them?

         19       A.   I seem to recall that it was Zaga who took

         20  them out.

         21       Q.   Do you remember what he said when he took

         22  them out?

         23       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember what he

         24  said.  The important thing was that he took them out.

         25  He said that he needed to have a house cleaned.  One

          1  was returned the other day, and the other three were

          2  not returned until we were there.

          3       Q.   Do you remember that the Aladza mosque was

          4  blown up?

          5       A.   I remember.  On the 2nd of August it was

          6  blown up.  We were frightened too, because everything

          7  was shaking.  Then when the soldiers came into the

          8  hall, they said, "Don't worry.  They put it as if our

          9  people had thrown a bomb on the Aladza mosque.  They

         10  said that we should not be afraid.  This was on the 2nd

         11  of August when the Aladza mosque was blown up.  I think

         12  it was the 2nd of August.  That's what I remember.  I

         13  remember it as being the 2nd of August.

         14            MS. KUO:  Your Honours, I see that it's 1.00,

         15  and perhaps it's time to break.

         16            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes.  We shall break for lunch,

         17  and we shall continue the proceedings at 1430 hours.

         18                 --- Luncheon recess taken at 1.00 p.m.

         19

         20

         21

         22

         23

         24

         25

          1                 ---  On resuming at 2.32 p.m.

          2            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes, we are continuing with

          3  examination-in-chief by the Prosecution.

          4            MS. KUO:

          5       Q.   Witness, I would like to ask you about a

          6  question about an incident that occurred in the Brena

          7  Block concerning Zoran Vukovic.

          8            First, I'll ask you if you remember a

          9  particular incident when after you were raped by Zoran

         10  Vukovic, he fell asleep and you also fell asleep until

         11  3.00 in the morning.  Do you remember that?

         12       A.   I remember it, yes.

         13       Q.   Could you tell us how you came to the Brena

         14  Block and what happened while you were there?

         15       A.   They came into the hall, a group of them.  I

         16  don't remember who was in the group, but they took us

         17  off to the Brena hall and there were four or five

         18  soldiers down there.

         19            Zoran Vukovic said that he wanted to take me

         20  out.  And he took me into a room and he told me to take

         21  my clothes off.  I protested, said I didn't want to,

         22  that I wasn't going to.  He said, "Take your clothes

         23  off yourself or I'll take them off for you." Then he

         24  hit me in the shoulder with his hand and threw me down

         25  onto the bed and started stripping my clothing off me.

          1            He said he wouldn't be brutal, that he would

          2  rape me once, not several times and that I wouldn't

          3  find it hard.

          4       Q.   And did he rape you that night?

          5       A.   Yes, he did.  He did.

          6       Q.   What happened after that?

          7       A.   After that, he said, "Put your clothes on and

          8  go to sleep.  I won't let anybody else come into the

          9  room.  It's better for you if you stay here than to

         10  take you back to the hall because if I do, then other

         11  people will take you out to be raped again."

         12       Q.   So what did you do?

         13       A.   He lay down to sleep.  I sat around for a

         14  time, but then I went to sleep as well.  How long I

         15  slept, I don't remember.  In all the pain and in all

         16  the sadness and everything else, I don't remember how

         17  long I was asleep for, but I do remember that I did go

         18  to sleep.

         19       Q.   How were you awakened?

         20       A.   He woke me up and he said that he had to go,

         21  and that he was going to take me to the Partizan

         22  because he had to go.  He couldn't stay there.  And he

         23  was going to take me to Partizan.  And he said in

         24  the -- that he would take me back to Partizan in the

         25  evening.

          1       Q.   Is that what he did?

          2       A.   Yes.

          3       Q.   Do you recall approximately what date this

          4  incident occurred?

          5       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember what the

          6  date was or what day it was.  I just don't remember.

          7       Q.   Do you know or do you remember how many times

          8  you were taken to the Brena Block by Tuta and Zoran

          9  Vukovic and Panto were there?

         10       A.   Well, I don't really remember.  I know that

         11  Tuta took me away three or four times.  Panto was there

         12  as well.  On one occasion, Panto took me there to

         13  Brena.  Zoran Vukovic also did so twice.  I was in

         14  Brena twice with Zoran Vukovic, but I don't remember

         15  whether more or less.

         16       Q.   Now, do you know whether -- do you know more

         17  than one Zoran Vukovic or do you know only one person

         18  named Zoran Vukovic?

         19       A.   I don't know.  When the army came, when the

         20  army was there, they mentioned another Zoran, there was

         21  another Zoran, they nicknamed him Zoka.

         22       Q.   Did you know whether his last name was

         23  Vukovic?

         24       A.   I don't remember.  I just don't remember.

         25       Q.   Do you know, to the best of your knowledge,

          1  was there only one Zoran Vukovic that you saw during

          2  the attack on your village?

          3       A.   I saw one, but I don't know who that -- I

          4  don't remember whether or not that man was.  I don't

          5  remember him, his face.  I don't recognise him.  I

          6  can't recognise that man.  He did not -- his face did

          7  not remain in my memory for me to be able to recognise

          8  him now.

          9       Q.   Okay.  I'm sorry, I'm asking you specifically

         10  about someone you named as Zoran Vukovic who

         11  participated in an attack on your village.  Do you

         12  remember that person?

         13       A.   I remember that person.  It was a short

         14  person with blue eyes and brown hair, not very tall,

         15  quite thin.

         16       Q.   My question to you was:  Do you know whether

         17  there was another person named Zoran Vukovic who

         18  participated in that same attack on your village?

         19       A.   I don't remember.  I just don't remember.

         20       Q.   You also mentioned earlier that this person

         21  you knew as Zoran Vukovic came and took women and girls

         22  out of the high school.  Do you remember that?

         23       A.   Well, I remember the days when they would

         24  come, but I couldn't say for the nights.  I couldn't

         25  recognise who was who during the night.

          1       Q.   Do you know if there was another person named

          2  Zoran Vukovic who was coming to take women and girls

          3  from the high school or was there only one by that

          4  name?

          5       A.   There was another person.  There was.

          6       Q.   Who was that?

          7       A.   I know that they called him Zoran Vukovic,

          8  and when they would talk amongst themselves, they would

          9  refer to him as "Zoka".  Now, whether that was --

         10  whether there was more than several of them or one, I

         11  really --

         12       Q.   Can you describe what Zoka looked like?

         13       A.   I've already said.  He was fairly short.  He

         14  had big blue eyes, brown short hair.  He didn't have a

         15  moustache.  He was not very tall.  He was rather slim,

         16  skinny.

         17       Q.   Is that the same person that you've

         18  identified as raping you, the same Zoran Vukovic?

         19            I'm sorry if I'm misunderstanding you, but I

         20  thought that was the same description that you gave for

         21  the person who raped you.

         22       A.   Yes, that's that person.  The person that I

         23  described who raped me.

         24       Q.   Was his nickname Zoka, is that who you

         25  mean?

          1       A.   Zoka, they called him Zoka.  That was his

          2  nickname, and most of the soldiers called him Zoka.

          3       Q.   My question to you is:  Other than Zoka,

          4  whom you've identified as being Zoran Vukovic and the

          5  person who raped you, was there another person coming

          6  to the high school named Zoran Vukovic, a different

          7  person with the same name?

          8       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember.

          9       Q.   And the same question regarding anybody

         10  coming to Partizan.  Was there another person named

         11  Zoran Vukovic who was coming to Partizan or was there

         12  only one person by that name and that description?

         13       A.   I don't remember.  While I was in the hall, I

         14  just remember the Zoran they called Zoka.  But when I

         15  was in the hall, whether he came or didn't come, I

         16  can't say, I don't know, don't know.  But when I was in

         17  the hall, that particular Zoran, who I said had raped

         18  me, they called them Zoka, he was in the hall and he

         19  would come to the hall.

         20       Q.   Now, Witness, when you were taken out for

         21  rapes in and around Foca, were you able to see what

         22  life in Foca looked like?

         23       A.   Yes.

         24       Q.   Could you describe what you saw, please?

         25       A.   Well, I don't know how to tell you.  They

          1  would take us out during the night usually, by car

          2  usually, sometimes on foot.  When they took us out on

          3  foot into the streets, it would be awful.  There would

          4  be a Serb man or woman here and there.  You wouldn't

          5  see any children.  Foca looked terrible.

          6       Q.   Did life appear to continue, shops were open,

          7  people were on the street or not?

          8       A.   On one occasion, when I started out on foot,

          9  I happened to see a shop window broken but the shop was

         10  open.  There was a woman working there in the shop, but

         11  I didn't see much.  I didn't understand any of it.  But

         12  it was terrible, awful.

         13       Q.   Toward the end of your stay in Partizan, were

         14  you told about the arrival of special units such as

         15  Arkan's men, Seselj's men, the White Eagles?

         16       A.   Yes, Tuta told us that.  He said, "Unless you

         17  leave Foca -- Seselj's men have arrived and some White

         18  Eagles, and if we don't take you away from here, you

         19  will either be killed or goodness knows what will

         20  happen to you, but it would be better if we can

         21  transport you to Montenegro, if they want to take you

         22  in."

         23       Q.   Did the pattern of rape change after that,

         24  after you were told about this, or did it stay the

         25  same?

          1       A.   No.  It continued to the very last night.  On

          2  the last evening, women were taken out and brought back

          3  in the normal fashion.  It didn't stop.

          4       Q.   Were you told, before the last night, what

          5  was going to happen that last night before you were

          6  taken away from Partizan for the last time?

          7       A.   Well, they told us on that last night that

          8  each of us would be taken out, whether a girl or a

          9  woman, except the elderly women, and the elderly women

         10  could also lie down on their backs and be taken out,

         11  but they didn't actually take them out.  The last

         12  night, the army stormed the place.  We were told that

         13  we would all have to leave that night but that we would

         14  be returned to safety so that could leave the next

         15  morning.

         16       Q.   What happened to you that last night?

         17       A.   Well, that last night, I don't remember who

         18  took me out.  Somebody took me out, but he brought me

         19  back to the hall as well, and I was with my children

         20  that night.  The women were all returned except for

         21  three girls who were never returned, and they stayed

         22  after us.  But all the other women, the younger women,

         23  were returned to the hall, so that in the morning we

         24  were all gathered together when we were about to leave

         25  Partizan.

          1       Q.   The last night before you were released from

          2  Partizan, did Tuta take you, 189, and ZG to the Brena

          3  Block one last time?

          4       A.   I don't remember.  I just don't remember.

          5       Q.   I'll refer to Exhibit 78 in the English.

          6  It's on page 29.  In the B/C/S, it's page 26 -- I'm

          7  sorry, 27.  Page 27, the fourth paragraph.  First

          8  paragraph on page 29 in the English version states:

          9  "This last night at Partizan I was taken out by Janko

         10  Janjic, Tuta."  Then it goes on for a little bit and it

         11  describes:  "These soldiers approached the car that the

         12  women were being put into, and Tuta said, 'You can't

         13  have these women.  I need these women for my people.

         14  You can go into the hall and find some other women.'"

         15            Do you remember that occurring?

         16       A.   I don't remember.  It's not in my memory.  I

         17  just don't remember.

         18       Q.   Do you remember Tuta raping you that last

         19  night in Brena?

         20       A.   I don't remember.  I just don't remember

         21  that.  I don't remember that last night, what happened,

         22  I just don't.

         23       Q.   Do you remember Zoran Vukovic and Panto

         24  making a comment, either that night or another night,

         25  that they were sorry to see the women leaving Foca?

          1       A.   They said that before to us, before that

          2  night.  Zoran Vukovic and Panto would talk between

          3  themselves and say that they were sorry that the women

          4  were leaving Foca.  That happened earlier on.

          5       Q.   On what date were you released from Partizan?

          6       A.   I think it was the 13th of August.  If I

          7  remember correctly, it was the 13th of August when we

          8  were left to go from Partizan.

          9       Q.   How were you taken away from Partizan?

         10       A.   Well, two soldiers came and told us that we

         11  had to get ready.  "If you have anything to get ready,

         12  prepare it.  Get your children ready.  Two buses will

         13  come, and Dragan Gagovic will bring you some

         14  certificates with signatures on them," permits to state

         15  that we could leave in an organised manner.  And two

         16  buses did arrive, but the Serbian soldiers brought in

         17  more women and children and filled the two buses, which

         18  weren't full to begin with.

         19       Q.   So were you eventually taken by bus out of

         20  Partizan and out of Foca?

         21       A.   Yes, that's right.  From in front of the

         22  Partizan building, we were taken away from Foca to

         23  Scepan Polje, where the Serbian army stopped us, but

         24  they didn't mistreat us in any way.  They talked to our

         25  two escorts.  They were Serbs from Foca, wearing

          1  multicoloured uniforms, and they talked to them and said

          2  that -- asked whether we could be given free passage to

          3  Montenegro, and they allowed this to take place.  We

          4  were not mistreated.  We were transferred and taken to

          5  Titograd.

          6       Q.   When you reached Montenegro, were you able to

          7  see a doctor?

          8       A.   Not in Montenegro.  We didn't go to see a

          9  doctor in Montenegro, but to Novi Pazar.  When I was

         10  transferred to Novi Pazar.  I spent the night in the

         11  mosque in Titograd, we spent one night there, and then

         12  the next day, early in the morning, we were transferred

         13  to Novi Pazar.

         14       Q.   When you saw the doctor in Novi Pazar, what

         15  were you told about your physical condition?

         16       A.   When I got to Novi Pazar, I and many women

         17  were ill.  They had stomach pains.  We were in a

         18  terrible state.  We asked a man how we could go to see

         19  a doctor, and he said, "Well, there's no problem

         20  there.  I will organise everything, to go to the

         21  humanitarian aid service, to register there and to see

         22  a doctor."  And we did go to see a doctor.

         23            As far as me and my health are concerned, I

         24  was in a terrible state.  Everything was upset.  I had

         25  some uterus troubles and growths.  The doctor told me

          1  that even if I wanted to have a child, I couldn't bear

          2  another child because everything had been upset

          3  and disturbed, and that my health was not good, and

          4  that I had to undergo medical treatment in future.

          5       Q.   Were you advised to have surgery?

          6       A.   Yes, he did say that, but I didn't succeed in

          7  doing so in Novi Pazar.  I only stayed in Novi Pazar

          8  for seven days.  Then I went to Macedonia, and from

          9  Macedonia to Austria and then to Germany.  When I

         10  arrived in Germany, I went to see a doctor, and that is

         11  what I did.  I had an operation and got rid of this

         12  condition.  I told them everything that had happened to

         13  me, all my pain and suffering and that I had

         14  experienced, and they said that some -- I had some

         15  wounds on my uterus and that there was a growth which

         16  had to be surgically removed, and that is what they

         17  did.

         18       Q.   Were you told that all this was a result of

         19  the rapes and sexual assaults that you had suffered?

         20       A.   Everything from that, yes.  All of it.

         21       Q.   Were you also afraid that you might have

         22  become pregnant?

         23       A.   Yes, of course I was afraid.  That was always

         24  in my mind, but I was lucky.  When I went for a medical

         25  examination in Novi Pazar, I found that I was not

          1  pregnant.  So I thanked God for not making me

          2  pregnant.

          3       Q.   Do you know whether the other women were also

          4  afraid that they were pregnant?

          5       A.   Yes.  They were all afraid of that, and they

          6  would all talk to each other, "God forbid that this

          7  should all happen."  And I was the first to say that

          8  had I been pregnant, I would have jumped into the river

          9  or committed suicide, because I just couldn't take it.

         10       Q.   Do you know with any -- do you know for sure,

         11  with certainty, whether any of the other women had

         12  become pregnant?

         13       A.   I don't know.  I don't remember, because I

         14  was the first, the very first to go to a doctor, and I

         15  finished what I had to do.  However, my relatives -- my

         16  cousin found me through the Red Cross, that I was

         17  there, went to see that man, and he found me.  And I

         18  went with him to my landlord, but they all stayed on.

         19  So I did not have a chance to ask them, to ask whether

         20  anybody was pregnant, whether any one of them were

         21  pregnant.  And for nine years now, I never had this

         22  conversation with them, nor was I able to talk to them

         23  and see whether any of them were pregnant or not.

         24       Q.   How did you continue to suffer physically as

         25  a result of everything you'd undergone?

          1       A.   My health was impaired, my heart.  My right

          2  kidney had been damaged, whether from the water or

          3  whatever, but I had a stone in my kidney, my right

          4  kidney.  When I came to Germany, my legs hurt, my arms

          5  hurt, my head hurt, and even today I have a lot of

          6  headaches.  That is a problem that I have.  But I don't

          7  remember what date it was, what day it was when I

          8  had -- that is to say, they told me -- the translators

          9  told me that I had had a vein blockage, and I lost

         10  consciousness and didn't regain consciousness for six

         11  hours, and I was in the emergency room.  I had to have

         12  a drip, and they took me to hospital, and I spent 28

         13  days in hospital.  I'd had a brain haemorrhage.  After

         14  that, I tried to commit suicide.

         15            My nerves were completely wrecked.  I was

         16  nervous. I avoided seeing people.  I didn't want to

         17  contact anybody.  I didn't want to talk to anybody.

         18  And I tried to throw myself out of the fifth-floor

         19  window, because I said, "Why should I try to live with

         20  my two children.  I don't know what has happened to my

         21  husband or my third child."  And I went through all

         22  what I did in the 40 days.  So how could I carry on

         23  living?  Even if my husband is alive, how could I meet

         24  him again after everything that has happened?  And I

         25  tried to commit suicide.

          1            But a woman caught me in time by my back.  I

          2  was going to jump out of the fifth floor window and she

          3  said, "Now why do you want to do that?  You have two

          4  children.  They'll be orphans in an alien world."

          5       Q.   Do you take any medication now?

          6       A.   Yes, yes, I do.  I take pills for my heart.

          7  I take sedatives called Apaurin.  I have been taking

          8  them for seven years now regularly; tranquillisers.  I

          9  have something for my blood vessels, and painkillers,

         10  and I have problems with my ovaries for which I also

         11  have to take pills.

         12            I suffer from headaches, I always have

         13  terrible headaches.  It's very rare that even a day

         14  goes by without me having a headache.

         15       Q.   And today, do you still suffer emotionally?

         16       A.   Of course I do.  It remains with me, with my

         17  heart and soul.  I can never forget the wounds that I

         18  experienced and injuries I experienced in the 40 days

         19  at gunpoint and at the point of a knife in fear.  And

         20  for as long as I live, I shall never be able to forget

         21  it.

         22       Q.   Now, the statement that we've been referring

         23  to marked as Exhibit 78 was an approximately 30-page

         24  statement that you gave to Tribunal investigators in

         25  September of 1995; is that right?

          1       A.   I don't remember.

          2       Q.   If you could look at the exhibit in front of

          3  you, that's the one I'm referring to.  Do you see the

          4  date on it?  The first page.

          5       A.   I don't remember.  My signature's not there.

          6  I don't remember because I didn't have the possibility

          7  of that, and I absolutely don't remember.  Because I

          8  didn't have those possibilities.  I didn't have the

          9  courage.

         10       Q.   I'm sorry, the courage to what?

         11       A.   For statements, for statements one by one,

         12  one by one, so that I should get the shock of having to

         13  recount it all again.

         14            MS. KUO:  If the witness could be shown the

         15  English, which is the original version, of Exhibit 78,

         16  then perhaps she can be asked from that whether she

         17  sees her signature.

         18       A.   Yes, that's it.  That is my signature, yes,

         19  it is.  Yes, that's my signature.

         20       Q.   That statement was given over the course of

         21  several days, right.  1st, 2nd 3rd of September, 6th

         22  7th 8th and 9th, is that correct, it was not given in

         23  one day.

         24       A.   I don't remember.  I remember the two or

         25  three statements that I gave, and that was just

          1  briefly.  They were brief statements, perhaps an hour

          2  or two.  That was all.  Except the statement that I

          3  gave Tejshree.

          4       Q.   Do you mean Tejshree Thapa who was an

          5  investigator of the Tribunal?

          6       A.   Yes.

          7       Q.   Do you see her name on the first page of that

          8  statement you're referring to?  Well, perhaps you're

          9  not familiar with the way it's spelled but --

         10            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes, I was thinking about

         11  that.

         12            MS. KUO:  I'm sorry, I withdraw that

         13  question.

         14       Q.   If you look back on the B/C/S copy of your

         15  statement on the first page, could you just tell us

         16  what the dates are?  Where it says dates of interview,

         17  what are those dates?

         18       A.   I think this is the 1st and the 3rd and the

         19  6th and the 9th of September, 1995.

         20       Q.   Thank you.

         21            MS. KUO:  Your Honours, at this point the

         22  Prosecution wishes to enter Exhibit 78 into evidence.

         23            JUDGE MUMBA:  The Defence, any objection?

         24            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] No

         25  objection, Your Honours.

          1            JUDGE MUMBA:  Mr. Kolesar.

          2            MR. KOLESAR: [Interpretation] No, Your

          3  Honour.

          4            JUDGE MUMBA:  Mr. Jovanovic.

          5            MR. JOVANOVIC: [Interpretation] No, Your

          6  Honour.

          7            JUDGE MUMBA:  The statement will be entered

          8  into evidence and will be under seal.

          9            Can we just have a formal numbering from the

         10  registrar, please?

         11            THE REGISTRAR: [Interpretation] Yes.  This

         12  will be Exhibit 78, P78 and it is tendered under seal.

         13            MS. KUO:

         14       Q.   Witness, on other occasions, when you spoke

         15  with investigators from the Tribunal, did you ever give

         16  a signed statement?

         17       A.   I don't remember.  Except, except the

         18  statement I gave to Tejshree.  I think I signed every

         19  page.  And as for these statements that you asked me

         20  about now, I do not remember signing any one of these

         21  statements because I always said, "Don't, please, not

         22  me.  I don't have the strength for all of this.  You

         23  upset me so much, I am beyond myself for four or five

         24  days after that.  And I take tranquillisers and heart

         25  medicine, 10 milligram medicines, and I really don't

          1  remember."

          2       Q.   When you were taken to Novi Pazar, did you

          3  also speak with some people there who asked you what

          4  had happened to you?

          5       A.   As for Novi Pazar, I did not talk at all,

          6  absolutely.  I talked to the doctor maybe, maybe 10 or

          7  15 minutes or so.  I mean why?  We came to see the

          8  doctor, and I explained why we came to see the doctor.

          9            We were in the camp for over 40 days.  That

         10  is why we went to the doctor so that he could tell us,

         11  at least, whether we were pregnant or not.  We were

         12  raped day in day out.  That is what we wanted to find

         13  out, whether we were pregnant or not.  That's the whole

         14  story as far as Novi Pazar is concerned.

         15            I do remember not having made any statement

         16  or having signed any statements except the statement I

         17  gave to Tejshree in Germany.

         18       Q.   At some point you were interviewed by a

         19  reporter from the BBC.  Do you remember that?

         20       A.   I remember that, yes, but that was very

         21  short, yes.

         22       Q.   You mentioned that it was very short.  Were

         23  you asked to describe in detail every single thing that

         24  happened to you?

         25       A.   No, no, that was very brief.  Just a few

          1  scenes.  It was not the long and the short of the whole

          2  story.  He didn't ask me to talk about everything or

          3  about the bad rapes and things like that.  It was just

          4  very brief, yes.

          5       Q.   And finally just a few more questions.  When

          6  you were being taken out for rape, what was your

          7  attitude?

          8       A.   What was my attitude?  Of course it was not

          9  easy for me, but I tried.  I mean at the beginning when

         10  they were kicking us, they said that we had to go.

         11  Then the children would cry.

         12            Then I resigned myself to my fate.  I

         13  realised that I had to go.  If I didn't want to go,

         14  they would beat me.  They would hit me.  They would

         15  pull my hair.  So I resigned myself to my fate.  I

         16  realised that I had to go.  That I always had to

         17  leave.

         18            And my two children would remain crying and

         19  saying, "Mommy won't come back."  And I always said

         20  that I would come back.  And I wondered whether I

         21  should go back to my children in the hall or not.

         22       Q.   Did you try to act brave?

         23       A.   I tried in every possible way.  For some

         24  time, I tried to cry and beg them because of my little

         25  girl.  She was 13 then.  She knew everything.  She was

          1  aware of everything that was going on.  She saw what

          2  happened in the hall.  Of course, the child realised

          3  what was happening to me.

          4            However, I tried to give courage to myself.

          5  I tried to leave my children in a courageous way.  I

          6  didn't want my children to cry and to be frightened.  I

          7  didn't want them to get sick, but they did get sick

          8  because of the fear, they didn't have enough to eat.

          9            My daughter developed a heart condition due

         10  to her fear and the poverty and we didn't have enough

         11  to eat.

         12       Q.   And despite your trying to act courageous,

         13  how did you really feel inside?

         14       A.   Bad, bad.  That's how I felt.  Bad.  I tried

         15  to find the courage in my heart not to cry.  Sometimes

         16  I would try to leave my children without crying and I

         17  didn't want my children to cry day in day out.

         18            So I tried to control my heart and to control

         19  this fear.  I tried to leave the hall without my

         20  children feeling how I felt.

         21            MS. KUO:  Those are all the questions from

         22  the Prosecution.

         23            JUDGE MUMBA:  Very well.

         24            Cross-examination, the first counsel,

         25  Mr. Prodanovic, please.

          1                 MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation]  Yes,

          2  Your Honour, may it please the Court.

          3                 Cross-examined by Mr. Prodanovic:

          4       Q.   Before I put my first question, I would like

          5  to wish the witness a good day, to say hello to her.

          6            Could you tell us how many statements you

          7  made to the representatives of the International

          8  Tribunal.  A few minutes ago we talked about one

          9  statement that you gave on the 1st and 3rd of

         10  September, that's when you started, and then ended 6th

         11  and 9th of September 1995; is that correct?

         12       A.   Yes.

         13       Q.   Do you remember whether you made any other

         14  statements to the representatives of the International

         15  Tribunal?

         16       A.   No.

         17       Q.   Let me remind you.  Did the representatives

         18  of the International Tribunal come to see you on the

         19  24th of September in 1998 in order to have you give a

         20  supplementary statement to this?

         21       A.   1998?

         22            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation]  Could the

         23  Trial Chamber please allow this witness to see the

         24  English version of this statement where she can see her

         25  own signature, and also the statement in Serbo-Croat so

          1  that she could identify the statement and say whether

          2  it is her own.

          3            THE REGISTRAR:  The exhibit is marked D47 for

          4  identification only.

          5            MS. KUO:  Your Honour, I would just note that

          6  if this is what was marked as Exhibit 79, dated 24th

          7  September, 1998.  In fact, the witness' signature does

          8  not appear on it, so I don't know whether the counsel

          9  is referring to a different document.

         10            JUDGE MUMBA:  Mr. Prodanovic, is it the same

         11  one?

         12            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] I'm talking

         13  about the other statement, Your Honour.  The one from

         14  1998.

         15            JUDGE HUNT:  Was it marked as document 79 by

         16  the Prosecution?  Up in the right-hand top corner, is

         17  there a 79 written there?

         18            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Your Honour,

         19  I got this statement from the Prosecutor.  It has a

         20  number here, a number from the Prosecution.

         21            JUDGE HUNT:  In the right-hand top corner, is

         22  there a number 79?

         23            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] One hundred

         24  five.

         25            JUDGE MUMBA:  Can the usher please assist?

          1  Can you get the document from Mr. Prodanovic?  Show it

          2  to Prosecution counsel.  Let's see whether we are

          3  discussing the same document.

          4            MS. KUO:  Your Honour, this is the document.

          5  I was shown the B/C/S version, but the English is the

          6  original, and that was marked in the trial binder as

          7  Exhibit 79, and, in fact, it's entitled "Investigator's

          8  Notes," and the only signatures that appear are the

          9  investigator and one of the attorneys.

         10            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Your Honour,

         11  I have the original of the statement here, which was

         12  translated into the Serbo-Croat language, in the

         13  Serbo-Croat language, the one we got from the Office of

         14  the Prosecutor, and it says 00993 -- 0091034, that's

         15  the document we got from the OTP.

         16            MS. KUO:  There is no dispute about that

         17  document.  We agree that's the same document, and we're

         18  putting on the record that it was previously submitted

         19  for identification as Exhibit 79, but I just wanted to

         20  note that the signature of this witness does not appear

         21  on this document in the original.

         22            JUDGE MUMBA:  Mr. Prodanovic, is there a

         23  signature which appears to be that of the witness on

         24  the document you have?

         25            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Your Honour,

          1  the signatures are on the English version.  This is the

          2  Serbo-Croat version, and in these versions there no

          3  signatures.

          4            JUDGE MUMBA:  All right then.  Go ahead.

          5            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation]

          6       Q.   So do you remember whether you made yet

          7  another statement in 1998 to the investigators of the

          8  Tribunal?

          9       A.   No, I do not.

         10            JUDGE MUMBA:  You know what the answer

         11  means?  She cannot, because your question is:  "Do you

         12  remember?"

         13            JUDGE HUNT:  And again, if I may interrupt,

         14  this is the same problem we had before.  Notes made by

         15  an investigator of a conversation he has had with this

         16  witness does not make it this witness's statement.  So

         17  it is no good putting that to the witness as her

         18  statement.  It is a record of what somebody else says

         19  she said to them.  That's a very substantial

         20  difference.

         21            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Your Honour,

         22  this is a statement.  This is a statement.  There's her

         23  name and surname, all the witness's particulars here,

         24  and then also her statement, "Witness Statement."  This

         25  is a supplementary statement that was received by the

          1  Defence, and on page 1, it says, "Signature."  So it

          2  was signed, this document.

          3            JUDGE MUMBA:  But if you look at page 2, at

          4  the top of page 2, does your document say

          5  "Investigator's Notes"?  Immediately after the page

          6  where the particulars are listed.  The next page, does

          7  the top say "Investigator's Notes"?

          8       A.   No, Your Honour.  This is what it says --

          9  this is what it says on page two:  "Name was informed

         10  that we would like to clarify several incidents she had

         11  described in her previous statements, and our colleague

         12  Ms. Uertz-Retzlaff conducted this conversation," and

         13  then she describes these events that took place and

         14  that pertain to the statement she had given earlier on,

         15  because the witness was probably shown some

         16  contradictory elements, and then she was questioned

         17  about these contradictory elements.  So we have this as

         18  a witness statement.  It says izjava sujedoka.  So it's

         19  FWS-48a.

         20                 [Trial Chamber confers]

         21            JUDGE HUNT:  Ms. Kuo, when Mr. Prodanovic had

         22  read something out a few moments ago, it had reference

         23  to your colleague Ms. Uertz-Retzlaff.  Now, that does

         24  not appear at the top of the document which we have,

         25  which is FWS-48a and marked as document 79, and which

          1  has a date on the front of it, and the heading "Witness

          2  Statement, 24th of September, 1998."  The document we

          3  have has as a heading "Investigator's Notes," and then

          4  the name of the witness, "Was informed that we would

          5  like to clarify several incidents," which clearly

          6  supports the reference to "Investigator's Notes."

          7            Now, are we all talking about the same

          8  document?

          9            MS. KUO:  I believe we are, Your Honour, with

         10  a few discrepancies.

         11            JUDGE HUNT:  Well, the discrepancies are

         12  important, because there's a reference which

         13  Mr. Prodanovic read out which clearly indicated it was

         14  an investigator's note because it talked about

         15  something being done in the presence of his colleague

         16  Ms. Uertz-Retzlaff.  But it isn't in the document we've

         17  got.  I suspect that the document, the Bosnian

         18  Serbo-Croatian translation which Mr. Prodanovic has

         19  omits the heading "Investigator's notes."  Perhaps

         20  somebody who speaks the language should have a look at

         21  the document he has to tell us.  Either that, or we'll

         22  have to go into private session or something to have

         23  him read out what's there.

         24            MS. KUO:  Yes, Your Honour.  Unfortunately, I

         25  am not able to read this, and maybe somebody in the

          1  court can clarify it.  This is not the first time that

          2  this kind of thing has happened with translation where

          3  headings and other things are omitted.

          4            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes, because this being a

          5  criminal trial, it's important that we all understand

          6  whether it is the investigator's notes or a witness's

          7  statement.  You see the difference.  The investigator

          8  will select what they want, and it may not be

          9  necessarily what the witness would say.

         10            MS. KUO:  Yes, Your Honour.  I believe also

         11  that is a very important matter to be distinguished.

         12  The one thing I perhaps could bring to Mr. Prodanovic's

         13  attention is if he looks on the fourth page of the

         14  English version, which is the original, the only two

         15  signatures are that of Ms. Uertz-Retzlaff and Barbara

         16  Hanel, the investigator in this case.  There is no

         17  signature of the witness.  So -- and also, I wonder

         18  whether Mr. Prodanovic inserted Ms. Uertz-Retzlaff's

         19  name at the beginning as a clarifying measure rather

         20  than reading it directly from the exhibit before him.

         21  That may be another source of discrepancy.

         22            We are, in fact, all agreed on that, that she

         23  was present and participating.

         24                 [Trial Chamber confers]

         25            JUDGE MUMBA:  Since we have to verify what

          1  document the counsel is referring to, can we go into

          2  private session so that counsel can read out at least

          3  the first paragraph, so that we all verify what we are

          4  discussing.

          5                 [Private session]

         12                 [Trial Chamber confers]

         13            JUDGE HUNT:  Just a moment, Mr. Prodanovic,

         14  would you.

         15            Ms. Kuo, the usual practice with which at

         16  least I'm familiar is that, if there is some matter in

         17  this document which amounts to an inconsistent

         18  statement, the Prosecution would normally concede that

         19  that is what she told the investigators.  I mean, the

         20  alternative would be to put your colleague

         21  Ms. Uertz-Retzlaff into the box and to ask her didn't

         22  the witness say this to her.  If she has signed the

         23  document as an accurate record of what is said, I

         24  personally would expect the Prosecution to accept that

         25  this is what she said, so that if there is some

          1  inconsistent statement, we can proceed upon the basis

          2  that she did say it to the two people who have signed

          3  the document.

          4            MS. KUO:  Yes, Your Honour.  From a

          5  substantive point of view, that is precisely our

          6  position.  We were concerned that this witness being

          7  shown this document would be unable to state what

          8  exactly she said, and so that's why we wanted to

          9  clarify it from that point of view.  Of course the

         10  contents -- we stand by the contents as being an

         11  accurate record of what was stated, at least from the

         12  perspective of the person hearing, but this witness is

         13  not able to adopt it.

         14            JUDGE HUNT:  Yes, certainly.

         15            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes, counsel, you may proceed.

         16            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation]

         17       Q.   I asked you whether, in the meantime, you

         18  gave any other statements to anyone else.

         19       A.   No, not any statements, except to this Court,

         20  to this Tribunal, and also to this one journalist.

         21  These are the only statements I made.

         22       Q.   Did you make a statement to the state

         23  commission for the collection of facts on war crimes in

         24  Bosnia-Herzegovina, in Sarajevo?

         25       A.   No.  No.

          1       Q.   Your Honour, the Defence does possess this

          2  document; that is to say, this document with a

          3  signature of this witness.  We got this from the Office

          4  of the Prosecutor.  She made a statement to this

          5  commission.  Her signature is there.  The Defence is

          6  going to give this statement to you, and we would like

          7  to tender it into evidence.

          8            JUDGE MUMBA:  Before you sit down, counsel,

          9  what is the date?  And the original, was it in

         10  Serbo-Croat, in English?  That is important for

         11  purposes of the witness.

         12            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Your Honour,

         13  there is a translation in English.  We got the

         14  statement in B/C/S from the Office of the Prosecutor,

         15  but then there's also a written statement with the

         16  witness' signature.  So I would kindly ask the usher --

         17            JUDGE MUMBA:  Dated?  What is the date on the

         18  statement?

         19            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] The date,

         20  Your Honour, on that statement, is the 29th of August,

         21  1995.  The Prosecutor has this statement, because we

         22  got this statement from the Office of the Prosecutor.

         23            JUDGE MUMBA:  Can we have it numbered for

         24  identification, please?

         25            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] I would

          1  kindly ask the usher to take this copy of the statement

          2  in the Serbo-Croat language and give it to the witness

          3  so that the witness could see it and identify it as her

          4  own.

          5            THE REGISTRAR: [Interpretation] These

          6  documents, dated 29th of August, 1995, will be numbered

          7  D48 and it is going to be tendered under seal.

          8            The Prosecution's document 79 was numbered

          9  for identification as D47 a Defence exhibit, and it was

         10  tendered under seal.

         11            JUDGE MUMBA:  Thank you, please proceed.

         12       A.   No.

         13            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation]

         14       Q.   Please take a look at it, have a look at it

         15  and you will see your signatures as well.  This

         16  statement is in written form and your signatures are

         17  down below.  Please look at this handwritten text and

         18  look at the signature.

         19       A.   Well, I can look for all you want, but these

         20  are not my signatures.  These are not my statements and

         21  there's nothing for me to see over here.  Absolutely, I

         22  did not even know the names of these war criminals and

         23  it's -- you cannot say that this is my signature.  You

         24  cannot say that this is my statement.

         25            JUDGE HUNT:  May I suggest that somehow you

          1  point out to her what you say is her signature.  There

          2  is a printed name at the foot of each page.  Is that

          3  what you say is the signature, at the foot -- on the

          4  right hand bottom, printed words?

          5            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Yes, Your

          6  Honour.  Yes, Your Honour.  We have a few signatures on

          7  a few statements that were in block letters.

          8            JUDGE HUNT:  You say the printed words at the

          9  bottom are her signature.  Is that what you say?

         10            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Yes, Your

         11  Honour.

         12            JUDGE MUMBA:  And the witness has denied

         13  that.  That's not her signature, meaning that she did

         14  not write whatever appears to be her name.

         15            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation]

         16       Q.   Could you please take a look at this so that

         17  we could try to identify her particulars.

         18            Is this your father's name written here on

         19  this page?  Please take a look.  Is this correct?  Is

         20  this really your father's name?

         21       A.   Yes, it's my father's name.

         22       Q.   Is that your mother's name?

         23       A.   Yes.

         24       Q.   Is your maiden name correct?

         25       A.   Yes.

          1       Q.   In the next line, is your date of birth

          2  correct?  57?

          3       A.   Yes, 57.  That's the year when I was born,

          4  1957, I mean.

          5       Q.   Yes.  And what about the place of birth; is

          6  that correct?

          7            THE INTERPRETER:  The witness' answers are

          8  inaudible to the interpreters, I'm sorry.

          9            JUDGE MUMBA:  Can the witness speak into the

         10  microphone, please.  The interpreters can't pick up

         11  what you're saying.

         12            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation]

         13       Q.   Is it correct that you are married?

         14       A.   Yes.

         15       Q.   Is it correct that you are the mother of

         16  three children who are under age?

         17       A.   Yes.

         18       Q.   Is it true that you are a housewife?

         19       A.   Yes.

         20       Q.   Down here, there is a date when the statement

         21  was made.  Do you remember now?

         22       A.   No, I do not.  I do not remember this

         23  statement.

         24       Q.   Very well.  Today, I'm just going to put one

         25  question to you in relation to Buk Bijela.  Today, you

          1  claimed that you were raped in Buk Bijela and that you

          2  were raped by Janko Janjic, Tuta; is that correct?

          3       A.   Yes.

          4       Q.   Do you remember what you said to the

          5  investigators, whether that is what you said to the

          6  investigators when they came to take your statement?

          7       A.   Yes.

          8       Q.   Is it correct that at that time, you told

          9  them that you were not raped in Buk Bijela?

         10       A.   No.  No.

         11       Q.   That's what it says in this statement here,

         12  the one that is challenged.

         13       A.   Let it say what it wants.  I know that I did

         14  not make a statement.  I had already given a statement

         15  that I was raped by Janko nicknamed Tuta in Buk Bijela,

         16  and it cannot say that I wasn't raped when I was.

         17            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] With your

         18  permission, I would like to read this to the witness,

         19  what she said to the investigators.

         20            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes.  And, please, each time

         21  you read any paper, please give us the number if it's

         22  D47 or D48 or the other exhibit numbers.  Always refer

         23  to the number so that we can follow.

         24            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] D79, this

         25  statement that is contested.  We are talking about page

          1  two.

          2       Q.   The second paragraph, the penultimate

          3  sentence in the Serbo-Croat version.  "And I was

          4  arrested," it says.  "When I was arrested, first I was

          5  taken to Buk Bijela.  I was not raped there."  Is that

          6  correct?

          7       A.   It is not correct.

          8       Q.   The next sentence, "The rapes started when I

          9  was detained in the secondary school."  Is that

         10  correct?

         11       A.   No, that's not correct either.

         12       Q.   All right.

         13            JUDGE MUMBA:  Counsel, you said that it's D79

         14  because the registrar's official number for

         15  identification is D47.  Forget about 79.  I think it is

         16  D47, isn't it?  It's D47, is it?

         17            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Yes, Your

         18  Honour.  Yes, 47.

         19            JUDGE MUMBA:  Refer to the numbers given by

         20  the registrar, okay.

         21            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Very well.

         22       Q.   Today, you confirmed that you went to see a

         23  doctor when you went to Novi Pazar; is that correct?

         24       A.   Yes.

         25       Q.   Do you still claim that these examinations

          1  were organised at a private doctor's office?

          2       A.   Yes, of course.

          3            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Your Honour,

          4  the Defence has a document which shows that this

          5  examination was carried out in a state institution and

          6  at a centre for obstetrics and gynaecology at the state

          7  hospital in the Novi Pazar.

          8       Q.   Is it correct that you were treated in the

          9  state hospital?

         10       A.   No, not as far as I'm concerned.  I did not

         11  stay in Novi Pazar.  I was only there for seven days.

         12  And after that, after I left, perhaps the other women

         13  did but, no, I was not treated there.

         14            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Your Honour,

         15  the Defence would like to tender these documents and

         16  the health records which show who was treated and what

         17  the findings were.

         18            We would like these documents to be admitted

         19  into evidence as Defence exhibits.  The Office of the

         20  Prosecutor has these documents.

         21            THE REGISTRAR: [Interpretation] The registry

         22  needs seven copies.  I'd like to remind you of that,

         23  Mr. Prodanovic.

         24            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] The Office

         25  of the Prosecutor has copies, Your Honour.

          1            The Serbian.

          2            JUDGE MUMBA:  Can we have the number for

          3  identification, please?

          4            THE REGISTRAR: [Interpretation] Well, this

          5  document will be numbered for identification D49, and

          6  it is being tendered under seal.

          7            JUDGE MUMBA:  Any objection from the

          8  Prosecution?

          9            MS. KUO:  No, Your Honour.

         10            JUDGE MUMBA:  What about 47 and 48, is there

         11  an objection to their being tendered from the

         12  Prosecution, just for the record?

         13            MS. KUO:  No objection.

         14            JUDGE MUMBA:  So D47, D48 and D49 are now

         15  tendered into evidence under seal.

         16            MS. KUO:  The only thing I would note is that

         17  the translation for D48 is, apparently, an unofficial

         18  translation.  I just want to make sure that that's

         19  clear.

         20            JUDGE MUMBA:  You mean the translation into

         21  English or Serbo-Croat?

         22            MS. KUO:  Into English.  I believe this was

         23  organised by the Defence.  I haven't had a chance to

         24  confirm it, so I just wanted to make sure that it's on

         25  the record it's an unofficial translation.

          1            JUDGE HUNT:  The document is headed

          2  "certified translation".  I assume that that is by

          3  some organisation within the former Yugoslavia, is it,

          4  and there is a rubber stamp on the corner.

          5            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Yes, Your

          6  Honour.

          7            JUDGE HUNT:  Who has done the translation?

          8            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] A court

          9  interpreter for the English language.

         10            JUDGE HUNT:  A court interpreter where,

         11  though?

         12            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] In

         13  Belgrade.

         14       Q.   In this document which we have and which has

         15  been shown to the Trial Chamber, under number seven, we

         16  have the name and surname of the witness where it is

         17  noted that an examination took part on the 24th of

         18  August, 1992, in the women's department in Novi Pazar,

         19  department for women, ward for women.  And that

         20  pregnancy was ascertained on that occasion and that the

         21  witness was sent to the gynaecological department for

         22  pregnancy, a pregnancy examination.  Is that correct?

         23       A.   No, it is not correct.  It cannot be

         24  correct.  It is not correct and it is not correct.  And

         25  I wasn't pregnant, and I absolutely was not.

          1            When I was examined by this private physician

          2  who examined us all, he told me that I was not

          3  pregnant.  That I could never bear children and I was

          4  not pregnant.  That is not correct.

          5       Q.   Could you look under number seven and see

          6  whether it is your name?

          7       A.   I have nothing to look at.  Perhaps those

          8  women said, but I was not there.  I was not with them,

          9  because I was not pregnant.

         10       Q.   Would you look and tell us whether it is your

         11  name and surname and your date of birth?

         12       A.   Yes, it is my name and surname.  But it's not

         13  my signature, and probably one of the women said, "Yes,

         14  [redacted] went to see a doctor and she had an

         15  examination."

         16            And I was not pregnant and this is false.  Of

         17  course, we shall ascertain the truth and, of course, we

         18  can ascertain.  You can tell who you like.  You can

         19  tell God.  I was not pregnant when I went to Novi

         20  Pazar.  I was examined and they told me loud and clear,

         21  "You were very lucky not to have been pregnant.  Yes,

         22  your organs have been disturbed and everything."

         23            But I was not pregnant and you cannot tell

         24  me, Mr. Prodanovic, that I was pregnant.

         25       Q.   I don't say it, madam, it is in the document.

          1       A.   Well, then, the document is not true.  And it

          2  is not authentic.  And all that is true for me is my

          3  pain, and the pain that I suffered.

          4       Q.   Could you just tell us whether this is your

          5  date of birth?

          6       A.   Yes, it is.  That's true.  It is my date of

          7  birth.  But which of the women, perhaps, they gave my

          8  date of birth and my name.  But the doctor wrote that I

          9  was pregnant, there is absolutely no force, no grounds

         10  for that, because I know that I did not have an

         11  abortion of any kind.  I did not have any problems with

         12  pregnancy.  And you cannot say that I was pregnant and

         13  that I -- whatever doctor's signature is on that

         14  certificate, I was not pregnant.

         15            Luckily for me, luckily for me.  And please

         16  don't say that.  Don't tell me that I was pregnant, and

         17  that the doctor told me that I was pregnant.  I was not

         18  pregnant.

         19            He told me that my health had been impaired

         20  that I would no longer be able to bear children.  And

         21  as far as pregnancy is concerned, he did not say that I

         22  was pregnant.  He said that I was not pregnant.

         23            JUDGE MUMBA:  Witness, will you listen, just

         24  answer the questions from counsel.  It is not counsel

         25  who is saying you are pregnant.  Counsel is referring

          1  to a document, and you are disputing that.  That's

          2  sufficient.

          3            Mr. Prodanovic, the dispute is sufficient

          4  about this.

          5            MS. LOPICIC:  Your Honour, I would like to

          6  state that the witness said her first name.  It did not

          7  appear in the transcript but, for the record, I would

          8  like to inform you that she said her first name while.

          9            JUDGE MUMBA:  Number seven?

         10            MS. LOPICIC:  On the page number 139, she

         11  said her first name when she was saying -- one moment.

         12  But in the transcript, it didn't appear, her name.

         13  It's just a space.  But I would like to say that, so

         14  when somebody is hearing -- because she is a protected

         15  witness.

         16            JUDGE MUMBA:  Oh, I see, because she

         17  mentioned her own name.

         18            MS. LOPICIC:  Yes, she did.

         19            JUDGE MUMBA:  It will be redacted.

         20            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation]

         21       Q.   In the Merhamed in Novi Pazar, did you give a

         22  statement to anyone, do you remember having done so?

         23       A.   No, I don't.  I don't remember.

         24       Q.   Do you remember when, in Frankfurt, you gave

         25  a statement to the BBC?

          1       A.   I don't remember.

          2            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Your Honour,

          3  the Defence has the English version from the cassette

          4  where the witness gave a statement and we received this

          5  from the Prosecution.

          6            The Prosecution has this document.

          7            THE REGISTRAR: [Interpretation] This will be

          8  numbered D50 as a Defence exhibit.

          9            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation]

         10       Q.   As far as I will was able to understand you,

         11  Witness, you say that you made a statement for the BBC

         12  in Frankfurt, you said that a moment ago.  Is that

         13  correct?

         14       A.   Yes.

         15       Q.   Do you remember what you stated on that

         16  occasion?

         17       A.   I don't remember.  I don't remember because I

         18  had a brain haemorrhage after that and I don't remember

         19  what I said.

         20       Q.   Do you remember whether you mentioned Kunarac

         21  on that occasion as the man who raped you?

         22       A.   I think I did.

         23       Q.   Are you sure?  Can you tell us whether you

         24  remember that last year, in Sarajevo, there was the

         25  promotion of a book entitled, "I Asked Them To Kill

          1  Me"?

          2       A.   Yes.

          3       Q.   Do you remember that?

          4       A.   Yes, I do.

          5       Q.   Do you remember whether they consulted you

          6  when they wrote that particular book or when the book

          7  was published?

          8       A.   I do remember.

          9       Q.   Can you explain to us how that came about,

         10  what happened?

         11       A.   I don't know.  I don't remember how it all

         12  came about.

         13       Q.   Did you give them any statement on the

         14  occasion?

         15       A.   No, no statement.  I didn't give a

         16  statement.

         17       Q.   Do you know that your statement is included

         18  in the book?

         19       A.   I haven't read it.  I don't know.  I don't

         20  know whether it is there or not.  I haven't read the

         21  book.

         22       Q.   In your statement -- let me rephrase that

         23  question.  Tell us, please, do you remember when you

         24  were brought to the school?

         25       A.   When we were caught in Trosanj, Buk Bijela,

          1  from Buk Bijela we were brought to the secondary school

          2  centre the same day.  We didn't spend the night

          3  anywhere.

          4       Q.   That was the 3rd, was it?

          5       A.   Yes.

          6       Q.   When were you taken out from the secondary

          7  school first, for the first time?

          8       A.   On the first night.

          9       Q.   Can you tell us who took you out?

         10       A.   Tuta took me out.

         11       Q.   Did he do anything to you?

         12       A.   He didn't do anything because I was

         13  menstruating, and so he didn't want to rape me.  He

         14  returned me to the hall.

         15       Q.   Tell us, please, whether you heard about Zaga

         16  in the secondary school.

         17       A.   Yes, I did, but I didn't see him.

         18       Q.   Who did you hear about him from?

         19       A.   From the women, from the soldiers there.

         20       Q.   Do you know whether Zaga came to the

         21  secondary school?

         22       A.   I didn't know him at that time.  Whether he

         23  came or not, I didn't know him at the time.  But, yes,

         24  Tuta told me, when he was in the hallway -- I had gone

         25  out to the toilet -- and he spoke to one of the

          1  soldiers and said, "Yes, it was Zaga."  It was Dragan

          2  Kunarac, whom they called -- who was nicknamed Zaga.

          3       Q.   [No translation]

          4       A.   Well, It was the first day when we came to

          5  the secondary school centre, that first evening.

          6       Q.   Who told you about Zaga?

          7       A.   Tuta.

          8       Q.   Where was Zaga?

          9       A.   They were in the hallway, in the corridor.

         10  The army was there, seven or eight soldiers were there,

         11  and he was among them.

         12       Q.   Did Tuta point out Zaga?

         13       A.   No, he didn't point out Zaga, but he had a

         14  story to tell him and he called him out by name and

         15  talked to him.

         16       Q.   What can you answer when I say that there are

         17  assertions in the testimonies of other witnesses who

         18  state that Zaga never came to the secondary school?

         19       A.   That can't exist.  And no assertions of that

         20  kind can exist, that he didn't come.

         21       Q.   Can you tell us -- you don't have to give us

         22  the name, please don't state the name, but tell us

         23  whether some of the witnesses, any of the witnesses on

         24  the list of people you have before you, ever saw Zaga.

         25       A.   Yes.

          1       Q.   Who told you?

          2       A.   Number 75.

          3       Q.   Did she tell you that same day or ...

          4       A.   In the evening.

          5       Q.   In your statement to the investigators of the

          6  Tribunal in 1995, when you speak about the conditions

          7  at the school, you say, on page 7:  "When we entered

          8  into the classroom, inside there were mattresses and

          9  blankets."

         10       A.   Yes, that's right.  I said -- I didn't say

         11  mattresses, I said these foam -- foamy things.

         12       Q.   And on the next page, you said that the two

         13  injured women were [redacted]?

         14       A.   Yes, that's right.

         15       Q.   One, a cook, a Serb, gave her part of a table

         16  cloth for the wounded people, and they tended to the

         17  wounds.

         18       A.   Yes.

         19       Q.   And a boy was injured?

         20       A.   Yes.

         21       Q.   And the female Serbian cook promised that she

         22  would call a nurse?

         23       A.   Yes, that's right.

         24       Q.   Dr. Smrekic came.  He was a Serb?

         25       A.   That's right.

          1       Q.   And he took those two women and the young boy

          2  to hospital?

          3       A.   Yes, that's right.

          4       Q.   The three of them returned after about one

          5  hour?

          6       A.   Yes, that's right.

          7       Q.   For seven days, Dr. Smrekic came to the

          8  secondary school to take them off to the hospital.  Do

          9  you still maintain that today?

         10       A.   Yes, I do.

         11            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Your Honour,

         12  I have just looked at the clock, and it appears to be

         13  4.00 p.m.  Perhaps this is a good time to break.

         14            JUDGE MUMBA:  Yes.  I just wanted to clarify

         15  D50.  Did you ask that it be produced into evidence,

         16  the BBC document, D50?

         17            MR. PRODANOVIC: [Interpretation] Yes, Your

         18  Honour.  Yes.

         19            JUDGE MUMBA:  Any objection from the

         20  Prosecution?

         21            MS. KUO:  No, Your Honour.

         22            JUDGE MUMBA:  So it's produced under seal,

         23  D50.

         24            We shall adjourn now until tomorrow morning

         25  at 0930 hours.

          1                 --- Whereupon the hearing adjourned

          2                 at 4 p.m., to be reconvened on

          3                 Wednesday, the 3rd day of May, 2000

          4                 at 9.30 a.m.
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
